HARVARD WAITS
FOR INVITATION

Crimson’s Refusal to Meet
Oxford and Cambridge
Is Explained.

LONDON, May 13.—The Oxford«
Cambridge athletic authorities have
received a cable message from the \ h-
letic authorities of Yale, announcing
that the proposed interuniversity ath-
letic contest in London in July is de-
clined, owing to Harvard's refusal to
participate in it.

The reason for the non-acceptance
has not transpired, beyond the bare
fact that Harvard was not willing to
participate and that consequently the
Yale board of management was re-
gretfully compelled: to abandon the
proposed meeting. It was understood
here before the invitation was sent
that it would accepted, or the Eng-
lishmen would not have issued the in-
vitation, which they say was formally
dictated by the etiquette of the situa-
tion, they having been beaten in New
York. Regret is feit at the abandon-
ment of the proposed meeting.

Harvard Was Not Asked.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., May 13.—Prof,
Ira N. Hollis, of the Harvard athletio
committee, said today that Harvard
had never understood that the Eng-
lish universities were anxious for the
American universities to meet them
in track athletic contests.

“We understood,” he said, “that Ox-
ford and Cambridge were willing to
send us a challenge if we desired. We
have never expressed a desire for an
international meet this year and we
have not received an out-and-out chal-
lenge. It seems that a letter was re-
ceived by some one in New York con-
veying the idea, as I have said, that if
Harvard and Yale were willing, then
the English universities would extend
the challenge. We got the impression
that they were not particularly anx-
ious for the meet. We feel, also, that
the plan for an international meet
which was worked up wholly on this
side, was proposed too late. We took
up these games merely from the view
point as to whether they promote ath-
letics and when an opportunit to hold
athletic games comes so late in the
term we usually reject it.”

After saying that there was no feel-
ing about the matter whatsoever, Prof,
Hollis added that Harvard's commit-
tee wanted to be courteous to Yale, but
he doubted if the statement that “there
seemed little doubt that Harvard
would join Yale"” exactly represented
the situation. He added that there
was no need at all of misunderstand=-
ing between Harvard and Yale grow-
ing out of the question at hand. Asked
if the Harvard athletic committee had
held a conference with the Yale offi-
cials, Prof. Hollis stated that there had
been conferences between the undgr-
graduates, but these were unauthoriz-
ed and not official. Prof. Hollis inti-
mated that if an invitation for an in-
ternational meet were extended for
next year Harvard might accept.
