of war, dated Feb. 19, 1903, was given

of the press associations, and that
your special report of the same date
was given out with the approval of
the secretary of war by the judge ad-
vocate general of the army, the full

text of which was furnished to the
press associations.”

In Gen. Miles’ report of the alleged
cruelties was also a criticism of the
rice transaction in the reconcentrado

camp in Balangas province. Gen.
Miles, in discussing this matter, refers
to a report he had received from the
commanding general in the Philip-

pines, his report saying “copy here-
with enclosed.”

This copy was not furnished with
the report of Gen. Miles, and it has
been charged that it was suppressed.
The war department today made the
copy referred to public. It is a report
of Maj. Gen. Davis addressed to Gen.
Miles, and contains all the correspon-
dence, telegrams and all documents
that refer to the purchase, distribution
and sale of rice to the people in the
reconcentrado camps. The main feat-
ures were covered in summaries pub-
lished heretofore.

MERRILL TOOK THE NAME
OF HIS DEAD FRIEND.

New York Banker Expresses Utmost
Confidence in “Grayson:”

NEW YORK, May 14.—Moody Mer-
rill, who was arrested here yesterday
on a charge of grand larceny, hud.ac-
cording to the police, entertained in
joston Charles J. Grayson, a mining
engineer, who was promoting New
Mexican mining properties. Grayson
died while the guest of Merrill and
when the latter decided to go to New
Mexico and take up mining he assum-
ed Grayson's name. In New York Mer-
rill was also known as Grayson. He
made his headquarters at the banking
house of W. N. Coler & Co. W. N.
Coler Jr. said today:

“It seems to me we have been deal-
ing with Col. Grayson at least fifteen
years. Now, if the story in the news-
papers about his disappearance from
Boston, ten years ago, is correct, it
would seem to bear out the statement
that he assumed not only the name,
but the business of a dead friend. We
found Col. Grayson a man to trust and
I will always trust him. He has
handled hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars for us, which he could have sto-
len if he were inclined.”

Mr. Coler added that he believed a
mistake had been made.

THE SPURT IN COTTON.

Highest Prices for Thirteen Years Were
Recorded Yesterday.

NEW YORK, May 14.—Another new rec-
ord for the season was established in the
cotton market today. The big fefture
of the day was the price made by July in
the last half hour of trading, 11 cents. In
the same time August sold at 10.73c, May
made a new record of 11.42¢ and spot
cotton was quoted at 11.60c. These prices
were the highest in twelve or thirteen
years, and, added to this, the transactions
were of enormous volume.

At times the scene on the floor was one
of the greatest risorder and the rush of
the covering demand threw the pit into
a_demoralized condition. At the opening
of the market trading was by far the
most active of the season_and on the
upward rush May sold at 11.40c, July at
10.99¢ and August at 10.67c, all new ree-
ords

The Liverpool reports gave warning
that the day would be a lively one, as
sales of spot cotton there reached a full
dollar a bale higher than yesterday.

Liverpool stocks are smaller than for
2 great many years and the consumption
of American cotton s at record figures.
The market started with a rush with this
news from Liverpool. orders coming main-
ly from commission houses. One firm had
traded in 50,000 bales before midday.

The total amount of cotton which is
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now here available for delivery on May
contracts is 89,520 bales, which has a
market value at the current price of about
$58 a bale, or equivalent to a total valua-
tion of nearly $5,200,600, This stock shows
an increase of over 5,000 bales from Tues-
day and 10,000 since last Saturday, and
compares with 32,000 bales on April 15.
The total amount of cotton now here of all
kinds by running count is 120,000 bales,
against 58,000 on April 15,

Those who had sold the May option
short are bringing more cotton to New
York either as hedges against transac-
tions in spot cotton or on differences be-
tween this market and Liverpool, and who
have intended to make good their con-
tracts to the bull clique rather than go
into the pit and effect a settlement by
buying the cotton back. At the present
market price about $5,000,000 werth of
actual cotton will thus change hands here
during the closing deal in this May option.
