Ordinance to amend Ordinance No.
2209, approved May 10, 1901, entitled
““An ordinance providing for all matters
concerning, relating to, or affecting, the
construction, alteration. repair, reinoval
or maintenance of all buildings or sirué-
tures or parts of buildings or structures
erected or to be erected within the City
of St. Paul,” as amended.

The Common Ceuncil of the City of St.
Paul do ordain as follows:

SECTION 1.

That Ordinance No. 2209, approved May
10, 1901, entitled “An ordinance providing
for all matters concerning, relating to, or
affecting the construction, alteration, re-
pair. removal or maintenance of'all build-
ings or structures or parts of buildings or
structures erected or to be erected within
the City of St. Paul.” as amended, be
and the same is hereby amended as fol-
lows: t

First—By adding immediately after the
end of section 20. the following:

“Scction 20a—Mill Construction—defini-
tion of—Miil construction shall be taken
10 mean a method of construction comply-
ing with the following provisions:

All wood floor and roof joists, beams
and girders shall be exposed and have a
sectional area of not less than sixty-three
square inches. All wood posts shall have
a sectional area of not less than ninety
square inches. All floors shall be com-
posed of matched plank not less than three
and three-quarters inches thick or of a
rough floor of matched plank not less than
two and three-quarters inches thick and

a finished floor not less than seven-eighths
of an inch thick. between which shall be
laid three thicknesses of water proof or

asbestos

paper or three-quarters of an

inch of mortar. All partitions except for
clevator shafts and stairways shall be
composed of incombustible material or of
matched plank not less than two and
three-quarters inches thick. Al elevator
shafts and stairways shall be enclosed
with brick walls., and all openings into

such shafts and stairways and all hatches
and openings in floors shall be provided
with automatic or seif-closing doors or
traps composed of incombustible or fire-
resisting material. No wood studs, fur-
ring or lath shall be used. The exposed
surfaces of all wood shall be dressed, but
shall not be varnished, shellackad or paint-
ed with lead and oil. All structural iron or
steel shall be protected as required for fire-

proof buildings. All windows opening
upon courts or aileys less than thirty feet
in width shall be provided with standard
fire-proof shutters or with metal frame
and sh glazed with wire or electro-prism
glas Approved by the Commissioner

of Public Works.
S(-\'u!hlv -By striking out of section 40 of
said ordinance the words ‘“‘by the Com-

mer of  Publlc Works or,” where
they occur therein.

Third—By adding immediately after the
end of section 63 of said ordinance the
foilowing:

“Section 63a—Parapet Walls—All walls.
except the exterior wall upon one side, of
all buildings having flat roofs, shall be
carried up at least two feet above the

roof ];m:l coped with incombustible ma-
terial.

“"Section 63b—Openings in Division or
}_‘:15-13_- Walls—The Commissioner of Pub-
lic Works may require all openings in di-

vision or party walls to be provided with
single or double automatic or self-clos-
ing fire doors whenever in his opinion such
doors are necessary.”

Fourth—By striking out and repealing
all of Part Ten and sections 68 and 69 of
said ordinance and substituting and in-
serting in lieu thereof the following:

“PART X.
"\\'nrvh_nusps. Factories, Apartment
i{luu.\lx s. Flat Buildings, Tenement Houses,
otels :

and Dwellings of certain heights.

SECTIONX 68.

Every buiiding hereafter erected in the
City of St. Paul intended to be used as a
warehouse or factory, more than one hun-
dred and five feet in height shall be fire-
proof and every non-fire-proof building
intended to be used for either of said pur-
Poses more than fifty-six feet and less
than one hundred and five feet in height
shall be of mill construction; provided,
however, that all non-fire-proof buildings
intended to be used for either of said pur-
poses, eighty feet or more in height, shall
ve thoroughly  equipped on  every
floor with a modern automatic sprinkling
device approved by the Commissioner of
Public Works. -

“Section 69—Every building erected in
the City of St. Paul intended to be used
&s an apartment house, flat building, ten-
ement house or dwelling, more than five
stories in height above the cellar or four

stories and basement above the cellar,
shall ‘be fire-proof, and every building
hereafter-erected, intended to be used for

any of said purposes, except a private
dwelling, more than two stories in height,
shall have all exterior or enclosing walls
composed entirely of brick, stone, concrete
or some hard, incombustible material, and
both ends of all floor and roof Jjoists or
beams, except headers and tail beams, shalil
be supported upon a wall of brick, stone,
concrete or some hard, incombustible ma-
terial, provided, however, that if the
first story in such buildings is to be used
for stores, iron or steel columns and gird-
ers may be used in that story, the same
to Lbe protected as required for fireproof
bpi!d}ngs, and provided, further, that all
division or interior walls in such buildings
may be four inches less in thickness than
provded in Section 50 of this code, when
in the opinion of the Commissioner of Pub-
lic Works the full thickness provided in
said section is not required to safely
susiain the loads imposed on such walls.
Every building intended for any of said
purposes more than two stories in hegjght
shall have at least two separate and dis-
tinet stairways, and all partitions inclos-
Ing or adjacent to said stairways or any
elevator shaft, shall be composed of in-
combustible material; and provided, fur-
ther, however, that no apartment house,
flat building, tenement house, hotel, store
building or other building used or de-
signed for use for business purposes shail
be erected or constructed upon any lot
fronting on that certain street, boulevard
and parkway known as Summit ave-
nhue, between Selby avenue and Cleveland
avenue, in the City of St. Paul.”

Fifth—By striking out and repealing
all of Section 97c of said ordinance as
amended, and substituting and inserting
in lieu thereof, the following:

“Section 97c—No. person, firm or cor-
poration shall hereafter erect, place or
maintain a projecting of roof sign within
the City of St. Paul without having first
obtained a permit so to do from the Com-
missioner of Public Works.

An application for a permit to erect
and maintain a projecting or roof sign
shall be made upon a form provided by
the Commissioner of Public Works and
shall state, among other things, the lo-
cation and owner of the building or other
structure upon which said proposed sign
is to be erected or placed, the distance
said proposed sign is to extend beyond the
property line or above the top of said
building or other structure, the dimen-
sions of said proposed sign, and the dis-
tance from the lowest part of said pro-
posed sign to the sidewalk or curb line.
and if any material statement in said
application is false or misleading, any
permit granted in accordance therewith
or pursuant thereto shall be null and
void. Said application shall be signed
by the owner of said proposed sign and
shall be accompanied by a bond in the
sum of $5,000.00, with two or more sure-
tics or some surety company satisfactory
in form to the Corporation Attorney and
approved by the Mayor of the City of
St. Paul, conditioned that said applicant
will indemnify and save harmless the
City of St. Paul from any and all charges,
C€osts, expenses, judgments or damage
caused by reason of the erection and
maintenance of said sign; provided, how-
ever, that any person, firm or corpora-
tion may furnish a bond as above pro-
vided covering all signs, erected and
maintained by said person, firm or corpo-
ration in a sum equal to $5,000 for the
first sign and $1,000 for each additional
sign so erected and maintained, but in
no case shall a bond of more than $20,000
be required.

Upon the filing with the Commissioner
of Public Works, the bond as above pro-
vided, said Commissioner of Public
Works shall issue to said applicant forth-
with, a permit in accordance with the
application above provided for.

No such permit shall be granted for
a longer period than one year, but upon
its expiration may be renewed upon the
Same terms as above recited, under which
it was first granted, unless the Common
Council should otherwise ordain.

The Commissioner of Public Works
may from time to time adopt such rules
and regulations governing the erection
and maintenance of signs as he may deem
necessary.”

Sixth—By adding
end of Section 10
following:

“Section 100a—Iron and steel columns
and girders used to support any wall ex-
cept a wall franting on a street, shall be
;:'otected as required in fire-proof build-

gs.”

An Ordinance to authorize and provide
for the issuance of bonds to refund and
ay $99.000,00 of bonds of the City of St.
aul, issued for the purchase of Como
Park, and maturing Julv 1, 1903.
Whereas the City of St. Paul, Minne-
sota, heretofore duly issued and sold
Ninety-nine Thousand Dollars ($99,000.00)
par value of the bonds of said city, bear-
ing date of July 1, 1873. for the purchase
of Como Park in said eity, which are
now outstanding, and mature and become
due and payable on the first day of July,
A. D. 1903, and no orovision has been
made by taxation or otherwise to pay
or refund said bonds so maturing or any
part thereof, and the Common Council
deems it necessary that an equal amount
of refunding bonds of said city shall be
issued to take up and pay said outstand-
ing and maturing bonds,
Therefore, The Common Council of the
City of St. Paul do ordain as follows:

SECTION 1.

That the proper city officers of sald city
be and they are hereby authorized and di-
rected to execute and issue Ninety-nine
Thousand Dollars ($99.000.00), par value,
in and of the bonds of the City of St.
Paul, Minnesota. executed in form as re-
quired by the Charter of said city, and
under the direction of the Sinking Fund
Committee of said city, in denominations
of One Thousand Dollars each, and each
bearing date July 1, 1903, and bearing in-
terest at the rate of four per cent per
annum, payvable semi-annually, both prin-
cipal and interest payable at the office of
the financial agency of the City of St.
Paul, in New York City, and the principal
of each of said bonds to be due and pay-
able on June 30, 1933; the said bonds to
be issued for, and their proceeds, includ-

ing any premiums realized thereon, to be.

used and employed for the refunding and
payvment of said Ninety-nine Thousand
Dollars of bonds heretofore issued by said
city for the purchase of Como Park, which
become due and payable on July 1, 1903,
all as provided for and authorized in and
by the terms of Chapter 351 of the General
Laws of the State of Minnesota for the
year 1899, approved April 20, 1899.

SECTION 2.

That said bonds when so issued shall
be negotiated and sold by the Sinking
Fund Committee provided for in the Char-
ter of said City of St. Paul, and the pro-
ceeds thereof, as hereinbefore referred to,
shall be placed to the credit of the ‘“‘Re-
demption of Bonds Account” in the treas-
ury of said city, by said Committee, as
soon as realized, to be used and employed
for the purpose above named and in the
manner provided by law.

SECTION 3.

This ordinance shal] take effect and be
in force from and after its passage, ap-
proval and publication.
