the silence that pervaded the place was
intense. Attorney Nye as he stepped
forward to- plead for the fallen execu-
tive wore a pained expression and the
tattoo of -his step across the floor broke
sharp on the air.
. "Your honor," he said, "notwithstand-
ing the defendant's faults, his vices, his
sins or his follies, he is nevertheless £
child of our community. Prom early
childhood and for fifty-one years he

i has shared in the struggles, the adver-
sities and the prosperity and growth
of this marvelous young city of the
West. Until three years ago he com-
manded the confidence, esteem and
honor of this city and its people. Up

to the fall of 1900, when he was for the
fourth time elected mayor, no whisper
of corruption had been heard, no taint
of bribery had soiled his garments, no

breath of public slander had sullied his
commercial or political life.

"It was well enough, in view of the
past as well as otherwise material to

- his defense, that the same considera-
tion that was urged at his trial, that
would tend to account for this most
unlooked for change that marKed his
last administration and which brought

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false a charge as was ever made in a
court of justice. I believe that the in-
cidents and circumstances which these
young men knew of and together that
the mark of falsehood is upon all of
them. The evidence tending to show
this was unanswered because it was
the common talk of the city of those
who knew him best, that he was not
himself, that he was not corrupt, and
wronged him as well as the fair name
of our city. This fact in itself estab-
lished and uncontradicted by any ev-
idence could account for more than
anything else, for the recommendation
for leniency by the jury.

The
desire of thousands who have known
his generous heart that he receive a
merciful sentence should govern rath-
er than the mistaken view of the few
who may urge severity, but whose
judgment is hasty and ill considered.

"The vindication of the city is com-
plete, and now I leave my client in your
honor's hands. I have spoken with such
feeling as I know your honor will pardon.
If error is committed in this case, will it
not be better to err on the side of mercy
than on the side of severity?"

During Mr. Nye's talk Dr. and Mrs.
Ames looked on and listened expectantly.
Mr. Ames drank in every word. The
plea for mercy, the suggestion of a fine,
both brought hope. Dr. Ames, however,
gave no evidence of how he felt. That
satisfied smile was there, but it was
broken with a sigh when Mr. Nye sat
down.

The court, however, did not keep Dr.
Ames long in suspense. Judge Elliot's
first words were to the point. The rest
of his remarks left no doubt as to his
intent, and the next thing Dr. Ames
knew he was hearing his fate.

"It is considered and adjudged that
you, Albert A. Ames, as punishment for
the crime of bribery, of which you stand
convicted, shall be confined at hard la-
bor in the state's prison at Stillwater
for the full term of six years."

Dr. Ames never winced. His wife
behaved heroically. The crowd, perhaps
was the most, excited, and it buzzed in
a manner that brought a sharp rap from
the sheriff's gravel.

Perhaps the most embarrassing feature
of the entire proceedings to Dr. Ames
was the stereotyped questions put to all
prisoners before sentence is imposed.

As Clerk Ryberg questioned him re-
garding his previous occupation and hab-
its, he half turned away and answered
in almost inaudible tones.

He gave his occupation as a physician
and was obliged to answer the usual ques-
tions in such cases. His tones were so
low that the crowd surged forward about
him in order to lose nothing of what
transpired.

"Have you been an habitual user of
Intoxicants?

"Yes," the answer was brought out
after a pause. \

"Have you been in the habit of gamb-
ling?"

The answer was so inaudible that the
clerk 1 noted a "yes" rather than press
the question.

All that now lies between Dr. Ames and
the state prison is an appeal to the su-
preme court, and pending its preparation
the former mayor will enjoy his liberty.
Bonds to the amount of $19,000 were de-
posited with the court yesterday, and
they were approved by Judge Elliott. They

SYBIL'S VOICE 13
STILLED FOREVER

Miss Sanderson, American
Singer, Dies on Evp of
Marriage to a Tolstoi.

PARIS, May 16.—Sybil Sanderson,
the well-known American opera singer,

died suddenly today of pneumonia, re-
sulting from an attack of grip. She

returned to Paris from Nice six weeks
ago, suffering from a slight attack of
grip and gradually grew worse. Miss
Sanderson's mother, the widow of
Judge Sanderson, of California, with
whom she lived, and other relatives and
friends were present at the time of her
death.

Miss Sanderson was to have been
married this summer to Count Paul
Tolstoi, a cousin of the Russian nov-
elist. The funeral will take place here
at the Church of St. Honore d'Eylan
on Monday.

Miss Mary Garden said Miss Sander-
son, who had been unconscious since
Thursday evening and had suffered
great pain, regained her senses before
death came, although she passed away
in her sleep.

Since her marriage in 1597 to An-
tonio Terry, the Cuban millionaire,

who died in 1899, Miss Sanderson had
withdrawn from active participation in
opera. Until her husband's death she
spent most of her time at his handsome
chateau at Chenonceaux and she had
since lived with her mother in spa-
cious apartments here, where she re-
ceived only a few intimate friends. But
Miss Sanderson constantly retained her
love of music and the stage and occa-
sionally lent her talents to charitable
performances.

Miss Sanderson had confided to her
near friends her wish to return to the
stage and sing in Leoncavello's "IPag-

liacci." She came to this city as a
young girl from Sacramento, Cal., and
entered the conservatory of music.
She made her debut at The Hague,

where she achieved such a signal suc-
cess that she returned to Paris and
appeared in "Esclarmonde," written
for her by Massenet.

Director Vizentini, of the Opera
Comique, where Miss Sanderson
achieved her most notable successes,
paid her tribute as one of the fore-
most figures the French lyric stage

has seen during the present generation.
He said her "Esclarmonde" was one
of the triumphs of the exposition of
18S9 and here she was recognized as
the leading exponent of the roles of
"Manon," "Phryne" and "Thais."

Mary Garden, of the Opera Comique,
an intimate friend of Miss Sanderson,
said today:

"Sybil could hardly be recognized.
Her changed appearance was due to
her illness. Her once famous beauty

was gone and her body was cruelly

distorted by the effects of the slow
atrophy of the liver and other com-
plications; but her sickness and trou-
ble did not diminish the quality of her
voice."

The last hours immediately preced-
ing her death. Miss Sanderson's con-
dition was most agonizing-. After
midnig-ht she suffered greatly, the
pain culminating in paralysis of the
right side of her face and body. She
continued semi-conscious until 5
o'clock this morning, when death came.

A close friend of the family says

Miss Sanderson had an income of $20.-

--000 a year under her late husband's
will. This and much of the jewerly
and valuables inherited from her hus-
band will go to his child by a former
marriage, as Mr. Terry and his wife
had no issue except a daughter who
died soon after her birth.
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
