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TO REMAIN IN THE
PHILIPPINES

Mgr. Guigeri Reports to Vat-
ican Suggesting Settle-
ment Should Be Made for
Their Gradual Withdrawal
aud for Arbitration to Fix
Value of Lands.

ROME, May 17.—There has been a
change in the Philippine i$lands matter
in regard to the friar question, as
there is now a movement in the islands
in favor of a settlement. The pride of
the friars brought them to oppose vol-
untarily leaving the islands; they feilt
that, as the archipelago had been ad-
ministered by the United States, they
were in a position of inferiority. The
vatican had received several petitions
from the Philippines asking it to pre-
vent the departure of the friars. The
apostolic delegate, Mgr. Gulgeri, clear-
ly demonstrated in his report how mat-
ters stood there. He said on one side
was the schism produced by the Bish-
op Aglipi, which is- supported by only
fourteen - priests without reputation,
but which is spreading, especially in
the country distriets. This movement
is helped by the dominant party try-
ing to persuade the population to re-
bellion agalnst Rome, and saying that
the expulsion of the friars is indis~
pensable to independence.

Would Withdraw Gradually.

On the other side the departure of
the friars, who mow number about 400
men, would mean leaving 6,000,000
Catholic Filipines without religious
ministration, there being mno other
clergy acquainted with the language
or habits of the natives. The Filipino
priests, who number 650, are inade-
quate to serve the parishes and mis-
sions, which reach a total of 967. Mgr.
Guigeri therefore eoncludes his report
in favor of the friars rémaining until
others have been substituted for them.
This substitution,  however, must be
slow, as the Vatican wishes ' the new
priests and friars to be Americans and
the supply of these men is limited.
Father Justian, “superior. of the Au-
gustans, who went to-the Philippines
to persuade the Augustan friars to
leave the Philippines, was able only
to send out about twenty men, as the
total number of Augustan friars on the
islands number only eighty.

The negotiations between the Vati-
can and Gov. Taft for the purchase of
the friars’ iands were begun, but they
were suspended because of the differ-
ences of the estimates of the value of
the lands given by either side and it
was found impossible to agree, and a
method of arbitration has to be de-
cided upon-te fix the true'value, »
