Woman Must Be a Quiet, Domes-
tic Creature With a Tendency to
Literature—Oui-of-Door Sports De-
velop Unwomanly Traits.

In order to be approved bythe pres-
ent queen of England you must be a
quiet, domestic sort of a creature, with
a tendency to literature. For the
queen has frowned upon the out-door,
athletic girl, who wears heay boots,
and a has a healthy complexion—free
from the use of cosmetics. She says
that out-of-door sports for girls cre-
ate in them traits that are unwoman-
ly. Thus the OUt'Of-door girl, who
has been pictured by artists as a per-
fect type of modern young woman-
hood, has received her first rebuke.
To be sure, this girl of the tennis
court, the yacht, the golf links—yea,
even the gridiron—always had her ene-
mies, but they were mostly women of
the fluffy, padded type for whom such
sports would be the utter undoing.

Picture to yourself, if you can, one
of this sort of women, bereft of pads,
with French heels, false hair and cos-
metics, punching a bag in a gymna-
sium, for, of course, she couldn't try
it with all her accessories attached.
But it goes without saying that ene-
mies of this sort didn't count and
their criticism didn't hurt the athletic
girl at all.

But the queen! He criticism to
English girls means so much. We
cannot help wondering at this criti-
cism, for English girls have been noted
for years for their fine horseman-
ship, their long walks, and their ten-
nis playing, while it has been only of
late years that American girls have
began to take up out-door sports.

If this was really meant by the
queen, good-bye to the rosy cheeks
for which the English girl has al-
ways been noted, and in their place
tinted pallor and a "tendency to lit-
erature!" But let us hope that the
American girl will not be influenced
by the queen's decree.

Then, too, it is the mothers, to a
great degree, who are fighting against
athletics. Many of these, of course
meaning well, but erring nevertheless,
write to professors of girls' colleges
where they are sending their daugh-
ters, and ask that their daughters be
excused from athletic classes on the
ground that they fear that such
sports as are indulged in are detri-
mental to their refinement. These
opinions are very seldom shared by
the women who preside over the lead-
ing girls' colleges in the country or
by the physicians who usually direct
the athletic training in these schools.

"It is idle to cavil at the athletic
woman," says a director of physical
culture at one of the big gymnasiums
who had in the past had charge of
the athletic classes in one of the fa-
mous women's colleges. "Results tell
the tale and books of record at the
various schools show the improve-
ment, mental and physical that is ac-
complished by properly conducted
athletics.

"As to the tomboyishness or free-
dom of speech or conduct resulting
from athletics for women, I can only
say that for twenty years I have con-
ducted classes of girls of all walks of
life, and I can most strenuously state
that the contrary is the case.

"Slang is not the language of the
atheletic girl any more than it is of
every girl in college. A fondness for
slang can never be attributed to ath-
letics.

Co-operative Cooking Club.
The women of the Western plains

are as quick, if not quicker, as their
Eastern Bisters to put into practice
modern ideas. At the rude little min-
ing camp of San Miguel, among the
copper mines of Cochise county, in the
sulllen desert wastes of Arizona, a
Bellamy co-operative cooking club
that has met with remarkable success
has just completed its fourth year. It
Is conducted by some of the first
women of the camp, and the forty-five
families on its list include those prom-
inent alike for wealth and brains in
the community.

Weary of the drudgery of cooking
and tired of wrestling with the long
line of refractory Mexican help, the
Bellamy club was organized. A cen-
trally located residence was rented
and turned over to a matron, with a
corps of assistants, who were to have
full charge of preparing meals for the
club members and do nothing else.
The executive committee of three does
all the purchasing of supplies, and
meets every Saturday morning.

The executive committee is all-pow-
erful, and club members are bound to
report grievances to it and not to one
another. The club is run on the fam-
ily plan, and so far as possible all
bickering and fault-finding is shut out.
Any one who is not satisfied can leave
at any time, and the fact that the club
has lasted so long proves much for thegood sense of the members.

The families have tables for them-
selves if they wish, and there is a ta-
ble d'hote for unmarried people, if
they wish to take advantage of it. The
expense has been found to be remark-ably small, the members declaring that
it is less than one-half what they can
afford to run a home kitchen and pay
for the necessary service. The women
are sole managers and their husbands
only foot the bills.
