MAN FINED FOR
NOT STAYINC DEAD

But Weary xVndy is Taxed a
Less Amount Thau

Coroner's Fees.

CHICAGO. May 19.—Because he did
Hot stay dead, after being pronounced
so by a policeman, Andrew Smith, in-
mate of a volunteer lodging house, was

today lined $10 and costs by Justice
Dooley, who took occasion to congrat-

ulate the prisoner that he was riot
"slabbed and refrigerated."

Smith was found by Policeman
Fahey lying on the sidewalk. True
to the ways of his profession, Smith
had become so weary that he didn't
relish the exertion of breathing, so he
quit. Fahey called a wagon and Smith
was haded into it for a trip to the
county morgue. On the way the of-
ficer said something about an ice bath.

That last word was .too much. Smith

resumed his respiratory operations

and sat up in the wagon.
"Git down there!" shouted Fahey.

"Don't you know when you're dead?"
"Oh, 1 guess I'm not very dead," re-

plied Smith. -Sorry to beat you out
of a itost-mortem fee. Guess you'd
bettor not me along to the police sta-
tion."

That was done, and today Justice
Dooley consoled the prisoner by saying
he would not charge him so much as

the coroner's fees would have been.

STILLWATER'S NEW
FEDERAL BUILDING

Bids for Construction Are Called for
and Work Will Begin Shortly.

James K. Taylor, supervising archi-
tect of government buildings, has ask-
ed for bids for the construction of the
new federal building in this city, re-
turnable June 22. This is taken to
mean that work on the building is to
begin this summer, and residents are
greatly pleased at the prospect of hav-
ing a new postoffice building. The
proposals asked for include everything
to make the building complete.

The South Stillwater village council
has derided to readvertise for bids for
bonds for a new electric light plant
and water works system, the council
having decided to reduce the amount
of bonds to be issued from $23,000 to
$15,000. The council's object is to put
in a cheaper water works system, and
instead of having an all-year service
will have only a summer service. The
bids are to be opened at a meeting of
the council to be held June 13.

R. W. Kniss, for many years a pop-
ular business man in Renville county,
was received at the prison yesterday to
serve two years and six months for
forgery. Kniss forged \u25a0» check for
$205.76 and had it cashed at the Peo-
ple's bank, in Olivia. His parents re-
side at Luverne, Minn., and his wife
lives in lowa.

WHERE TEDDY MIGHT
SHOW MORE COURAGE

Peace Banquet Speaker Says He Should
Train Guns on the Platts and Quays.

BOSTON, Mass., May 19.—At a ban-
quet of the Peace society tonight Moor-
field Storey criticised President Roose-
velt for his attitude toward war.

"There is a school of men who would
have us follow in the steps of the mid-
dle ages," he said. "Prominent among
these is the president of the United
States."

He then read from President Roose-
vent's recent speeches in the West, in
which he said that the country must
maintain and increase our armament.
Mr. Storey went on:

"The president of the United States
would show higher courage if he would
say to men like Platt or Quay: 'I haveno sympathy with your aims and meth-
ods, and you may count on my inflexi-
ble opposition.' He would show greater
courage if he would administer his of-
fice regardless of his political future
That would be the kind of 'strenuous
life' for him to lead."

DREAM FIGURES IN
YAEGER MURDER CASE

Caused Frank Burns to Get Sight of
the Strange Woman.

KOKOMO, Ind., May 19.—A dream
was the cause of one man seeing Louis
Yeager and the strange woman who
lured him to death the night of the
murder. Frank Burns, who lives near
where the blood was found, said he
dreamed that night of seeing some one
shot in a buggy with a woman with
him and the fear that the victim might
be his own son, who was out, awakened
him. He looked and saw Yeager's
buggy and other rig and presently a
shot was fired. This he related on the
witness stand.

At Sharpsville two men were found
today who saw Yeager in that village
Sunday afternoon preceding his mur-
der. The strange woman who holds
the key to the mystery has not yet
been found.

WASHINGTON, D. C, May 10.—Pres-
ident Samuel Gompers, of the American
Federation of Labor, is an advocate of
the organization of employers as well as
workmen. He said today:

"Employers will find it to their advan-
tage to be organized, and not only this,
but to deal with organized labor. The
movement to form unions among busi-
ness men wTill tend rather to prevent
conflict than to promote trouble. Or-
ganized employers will be better able to
understand the demands of organized la-
bor and to meet these demands without
friction.

"There has been much hot talk about
the increasing demands of labor. 1 am
not alarmed. I believe that every day
is making for better conditions. We.
hear more of labor troubles than we did
