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West Publishing Company
Preparing for Extensive
Addition — Unique Fea-
tares Connected With the
Work of Excavation Below
the Third Street Level.

The West Publishing company, al-
ready the largest law book publishing
house in the world, will have its ca-
pacity almost doubled when in a few
days active work will be commenced
on the construction of a brick addi-
tion to .the west of the present main
building.

The new addition, which will be sim-
flar in style and architecture to the
main building, will add sixty feet to
the present frontage and will be eight
stories high, five below the street line
and three above. It will extend to the
Omaha railroad tracks eighty feet, and
will cost when completed about $75,-
000. g

The construction of the addition is
unique in that it requires the com-
plete removal of the front of the
Third street bluff from the street line
to its base, almost eighty feet below.
Men are at work on that task now, and
when it is completed they will dot the
finished face with caves extending be-
yond the curb line, which will be used
for the storage of the valuable plates
which the company is constantly turn-
ing out. ~

The bluff, which 1s composed of a
soft,” porous sandstone,  gives away
readily before the pick of the work-
men, and, in order not to litter the
railroad tracks below, the refuse is be-
ing loaded on ears and carried away
as fast as it accumulates.

The new addition is being built to
care for work that the main building
cannot accommodate, and it may he
supplemented next year with another
addition fully as large. When fully
completed and equipped with the nec-
essary machinery the addition will
represent an investment of nearly
$250,000. +

WOMEN COWILD AT
HART'S ACQUITTAL

Create a Regular Camp Meet-
ing Scene in Criminal
Court.

There was an - exciting scene In the
criminal ‘division of the district court
yvesterday afternoon, when the jury
which heard the case of the state
against Emanuel Hart, the colored
porter, charged with larceny, brought
in a verdict of not guilty.

When Hart's wife was picked up
from the floor she ran to her husband,
threw her arms about his neck and
still crying and shrieking commenced
kissing him, the mother keeping up
her end in the meantime by shouting
at the top of her volce.

The two women were finally assist-
ed into the corridor, where they later
became pacified sufficiently to leave
the building in company with Hart,
who was given his liberty. The affair
created considerable excitement ln the
court room and attracted a large
crowd.

Hart was a Pullman porter on the
Great Northern, and was arrested spme
weeks ago, charged with stealing $100
from a passenger in one of the sleep-

ing cars. The passenger said the
money, which was a $100 bill, had
been taken from a roll of $750. Hart

was arrested upon the arrival of the
train in St. Paul and was found to
have a $100 bill in his possession. His
defense was that he had found the
money in the car, 4nd, following the
rules of the company, was bringing lq
to St, Paul to turn it over to the com-
pany. %

Hart’s wife'and mother have been in
constant attendance at the trial and
from their appearance it was evident
that both of them were suffering from
a mental strain which culminated with
their unusual demonstration when the
verdict of acquittal was brought in.
