HOW SIBLEY BEAT RAMSEY.

The Old Story of “Pembina” Wilson
Retold From Washington.

The death of Gov. Ramsey has
brought out many stories ebout him
and we find this one told by Mr.
Leupp, the Washington correspondent
of the New York Evening Post:

“Alexander Ramsey, of St. Paul, ex-
secretary of war and ‘last of ‘the war
governors,” whose death has just been
announced, was a pretty clever poli-
ticlan in his day, but met his
match once. He used to tell the story
in Washington with great glee. It
was in 1858, when he and a neighbor
named Sibley ran against each other
for governor of Minnesota. As the
first returns came in on election night,
showing how the vote had gone in the
nearby precincts, Ramsey’s friends
became positively hilarious with de-
light, so plain was it that their candi-
hate was leading; but Sibley’s man-
agers lay back and winked, merely
suggesting that the laugh might be on
the other side when the back counties
were heard from, especially the coun-
try along the northern border.

“It appears that one Wilson, a
trusted lieutenant of Sibley’s had
been sent up there to look after his
interests. Along the Canada line the
Indlans formed a large share of the
population, and the law of that day
allowed any Indlan to vote who pre-
sented himself at the polls in civilized
attire. This was supposed to be a
sure way of inducing the red man to
adopt the white manners of life. Wil-
son was a trained frontiersman, who
could speak two or three Indiaa dia-
lets as well as the patois of the
French Canadians, and he knew all
the leading Sioux and Chippewas of
the Hudson Bay fur region.

“He did not reach his destination op-
posite Pembina, Manitoba, till about
ten hours before dawn of election
morning, but he had his runners out
without delay, and the Indians began
coming in from al quarters, clad in
blankets and with aboriginal toilets
generally. He had no difficulty in mus<"
tering a couple of old coats, one of
them being his own, but how to supply.

to complete their Caucasian costume

was a problem. The whiteg of that re-

gion were poor, and it was doubtfuli
whether one of them for miles around’
had any nether garments besides those
encasing their own legs,

“A bright idea struck him, however,
He found two old loggers whose sole
craving in life was for drink, and he
had come amply supplied with liguor.
So arranged with them to accept a gal-
lon of whisky, and in return to stay
in their cabin all election day, turning
over thelr trousers to him for the full
period between sunrise and sunset.
Wilson rose before the lark and mar-
shaled his Indians at a rendezvous
close to the polling place.

As soon as No. 1 had voted he
retired and passed his garments to No.
3; No. 2 duplicated this process with
No. 4, and so on down the line. The
costuming was very rapidly done even
if not very elegantly, and Wilson had
the satisfaction of putting his whole
company of red voters through the
machinery of suffrage before the legal
hour of closing arrived.

CUBAN-AMERICAN

s TREATY IS SIGNED

Provisions of the Platt Aquondmcnt
Incorporated Therein.

HAVANA, May 22—The permanent
treaty between the United States and
Cuba, in which is incorporated all the
provisions of the Platt amendment,
was signed this afternoon.

These provisions are as follows:

Cuba is never to enter into any
treaty or other compact with any for-
eign power which will impair or tend
to impair its independence. The gov-
ernment is not to assume nor contract
any public debt, to pay the interest
upon which and to make reasonable
sinking fund provision for the ultimate
bayment or delivery of revenues of
the island after paying the govern-
ment expenses, shall be inadequate.

Cuba consents that the United
States may intervene for the preserva-
tion of Cuban independence. Cuba
ratifies all acts of the United States
in Cuba done during the military oc-
cupation. Cuba will make provision
for the sanitation of the cities of the
island to the end that a recurrence of
epidemic and infectious diseases may
be prevented.

Another
effect. and a different one, may be ob-
tained by planting polyanthuses between
the tulips, ving sufficient space for de-
velopment. The yellow fancy polyanthus,
which grows about ten inches high
particularly suitable.

For spring carpe around and under
deciduous trees, shrubs and bushes there
are two dwarf bulbous ts  which

should be grown in mul
ters. The chionodoxa (‘“‘glory of the
snow’’) will flower from February to
M3{ The beauty of the tender blue and
white blossoms, borne about four tp six
inches high on the crest of delicate
stems, can only be fully appreciated when
seen in close-growing, wide-spreading
masses. It grows best in sandy loam, and,
like most other bulbs, should be dibbled
in about September to flower the follow-

sp! . An_ inch is not too
close to plant in order to obtain full
beauty of effect, and three inches is the
regulation depth. The blue Muscari, or
grape hyacinth, should be planted in sim-
liar close masses, one inch apart In the
case of small bulbs and three inches apart
for the larger bulbs. They will bear their
skyblue flowers erect, about six or nine
inches high, looking like little bunches of
blue grapes held upward to the onlooker.
For an azure carpet a spreading mass of
Muscari botrioydes is very striking from
March to May. The bulbs should be dib-
bled in any time from August to Novem-
ber.—London Standard.

WHENCE “BUCKET SHOP.”

How the Term Originated and How It
Was First Applied.

Trading was dull on ’change the other
day, and a little group of brokers were
discussing the markets and gossiping.
Finally the conversation drifted into a
reminiscent vein and the group fell to
telling stories of that famous crowd of
speculators who made the old Chicago
wheat pit a famous spot in the palmy
days of thirty years ago.
