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EIGHTEEN VIGTIMS OF
AUTOMOBILE -
CONTEST

Six Were Killed and Twelve
Injured in the Interrupted
Race From Paris to Madrid
—One Machine Made Sev-
enty-four Miles an Hour—
Spain Forbids Racing.

PARIS, May 25.—It is now possible
to assemble from the many reports
along the route of the first stage of the
Paris-Madrid automobile list a com-
plete list of casualties. This shows
six persons killed, two so seriously in-
jured that they may die, and ten se-
riously injured. A carefully revised
list of the casualties follows:

Rodolpho Darsens and his machinist
were thrown out near Bordeaux and

were practically unhurt, though the
car was destroyed.
“Honor’s” Dictates.

Bordeaux reports that many of the
competitors, including MM. Charion,
Thellier and Passy, desired to aban-
don the race, but others insisted their
honor required them to resume it at
the Spanish frontier if possible; but
the Spanish government later forbade
the race, and thus compelled its com-
plete abandonment.

The manufacturers have agreed that
as a road race is impossible, the meet-
ing will be resumed within a closed
course.

Leading American and French au-
tomobilists expressed horror at the ac-
cidents and added that in their opin-
fon it would end speed races in France
and at other points on the continent.

Foxhall Keene said:

“The killing or maiming of so many
persons is a terrible blow both to in-
dividuals and to automobiling. Marcel
Renault and Barrow were both of the
highest class of drivers and good
sportsmen. The effect will be a seri-
ous if not irreparable blow to fast
automobiling. I had hoped to drive
my sixty-horse-power. It was a won-
derful machine, showing 112 kilome-
ters without effort, but at the last mo-
ment we were unable to complete the
necessary repairs.”

There is not the slightest ground for
the suggestion that Henri Fournier,
W. K. Vanderbilt Jr. and Baron de
Forest withdrew from the race on ac-
count of the dangers. Each had a
damaged cylinder and could not pro-
ceed. J. B. Worden, who arrived fifth
at Bordeaux, is the only. American
remaining in the contest. He has only
& touring car, but made a fine race.
The speed limitations, which have now
been fixed by the French and Span-
ish government, will put an end to any
chance of fast time being made be-
tween Bordeaux and Madrid, and the
remainder of the race will be run un-
der tourist conditions. The stretches
of road beyond Bordeaux are more dif-
ficult than the route covered yester-
day from Versailles, owing to the many
hills and sharp turnings.

Seventy-four Miles an Hour,

Clarence Moore, of Washington, has
Just returned from an inspection of
the track. He gives a graphic de-
scription of the terrific speed of the
racers. He timed Louls Renault’s car
as it passed him, and he found it was
making seventy-four miles an hour.
The automobile of M. Gabriel, yester-
day’s winner, he says, gave forth a
roar as it leaped the steep incline near
Chartres, like a huge rabbit bounding
up a hill. He saw Jarrott approach-
Ing at lightning speed. A huge mas-
tiff got in the path. Jarrott realized
that to try to avoid the dog would
throw his car against a tree, and he
steered directly ahead. He struck the
dog squarely and it was pinned in
front of the automobile for a moment
and then dropped to the ground be-
tween the wheels. Every bone in its
body was broken.

Concerning the effect of the accident,
Mr. Moore expressed the opinion that
it would stop the excessive speed of
races and that this would really be
beneficial to true sport. He says the
Paris and Madrid race is less a contest
of sportmanshipy than a competition
between rival makers, seeking to gain
a reputation, many makers offering
large premiums to unknown men to
induce them to break records.

Spain Forbids.

The Spanish government has pro-
hibited the continuance of the race in
Spain. The automobiles may cross
the frontier, but they are to be con-
sidered simple excursionists, and must
travel at reduced speed.

Foxhall Keene has been chosen by
the German Automobile club to drive
one of the three German machines in
the Coqpe Internationale, which will
bge run in Ireland on July 2. He says
his ninety horse-power car is trying in
the Paris and Madrid race by M. Je-
natzy, who finished ninth at Bordeaux.

STUART LOATH TO PASS
STILLWATER BY

Former St. Paul Convict on Parole May
Have to Return to Rochester.

Mike Stuart, a former convict at the
prison, sent from St. Paul Nov. 4, 1899,
who was later transferred to.the Roch-
ester asylum and given a six months’
parole from Rochester last fall, was
locked up yesterday and may be re-
guired to return to Rochester. Stuart
has claimed ever since he was released
from the asylum that he was not treat-
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ed right at the prison. A few weeks
ago he came from West Superior and
said he was anxious to settle and War-_
den Wolfer told him at the time that
he was crazy and that if he ever came
here again he would have him locked
up and returned to the asylum. Yes-
terday he came again and asked the
warden for a settlement. Deputy War-
den Glennon immediately took the man
in charge and removed him to jail, and
the authorities at Rochester were com-
municated with. Stuart is unquestion-
ably unsound of mind at times; but in
the probate court yesterday conducted
himself rationally and begged to be
liberated so that he could go West,
agreeing never to bother the warden
again.

CONDEMN EMPLOYERS
FOR ORGANIZING

New York Building Trades Prefer All
Sorts of Charges.

NEW YORK, May 25.—The United
Board of Building Trades met today
and issued a statement denouncing the
recent action of the employers in form-
ing an organization. The statement
accuses the employers of refusing to
complete their contracts to the detri-
ment of the public welfare; of deny-
ing to workmen the right to.associate
together and of conspiring for the pur-
pose of stifling competition.

The board appointed a committee of

five to gather data regarding unlawful
practices of combination against the
employers and submit-the evidence to
the proper authorities.
The board also refused to accept the
credentials of the Bretherhood of Car-
penters, who sought readmission to the
board. ~ This was regarded as a com-
plete victory for the Amalgamated so-
ciety, the rival organization .of car-
penters.

NEW YORK, May 25.—There are
nearly 200,000 idle men in New York
city notwithstanding the fact that ev-
ery line of business-is booming in the
city. These men, but for strikes, lock-
outs and dissensions among rival labor
unions, would be earning a total of
$660,000 a day.

MRS. BEDFORD PLEADS
GUILTY AND IS FINED

Palmed Off Another Woman's
Child as Her Own.

LONDON, May 25.—Mrs. Gunning 8.
Bedford, who was arrested on April 31
at Liverpool, on the arrival of the
steamer Umbria there, on the charge
of making a false declaration of a
child’s birth, was brought up on re-
mand at the Bow street police court
here today and pleaded guilty. She
admitted that the child was not her
own, and said she had adopted it. Mrs.
Bedford was fined $50.

The prosecution showed that Mrs.
Bedford came to England from Paris
in December, and that she had adver-
tised as “Mme. B., desirous of adopt-
ing a female child,” with the result
that the illegitimate baby of a working
girl in Isleworth was transferred to
Mrs. Bedford’s keeping, under the
name of Margaret Carnett. Mrs. Bed-
ford registered the child as her own
and took it to.. Paris and thence to
America. : >

Counsel for the prosecution added
that as the above facts had been es-
tablished and the child could no longer
be claimed as the heiress of the Bed-
ford estate, they were not desirous of
severe measures. The magistrate in-
flicted the heaviest fine the law al-
lowed. 3

Mrs. Bedford applied for her prop-
ty held by the police, and everything
was returned to her except a loaded
revolver. This she excitedly demand-
ed, saying:. .

“Certainly I want it. I have always
carried one ever since my husband
and myself were attacked. It does no
matter. I'll get another.” 3

Mrs. Bedford retains the baby as
her adopte® daughter. She will re-
celve $10,000-left her by her husband,
but the rest of the estate, about $300,-
000, which might have gone to the
child, reverts to the American heirs,
of whom there are five.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., May 25.—
Florence Blythe, who inherited $4,-
000,000 estate from her father afiyr a
sensational fifteen-year suit in San
Francisco courts, has narrowly es-
caped death with her husband, A. A.
Moore, Jr., and his sister in an auto-
mobile accident near Oakland.

The tire of one of the rear wheels
blew up while the machine was going
thirty-five miles an hour. Mr. Moore
threw on the brakes and shut off the
power. The heavy machine swerved
to the right, but righted itse}f for an
instant and then upset. Mr. Moore
and his wife and sister were pinned
under the wreck. The high seat backs
prevented all three from being crushed.

SEND MESSAGE TO
AMERICA

Centro Catolico de Felipinas
Wishes to Join American
Federation of Catholic S¢-
cieties, Whose Resolutions
of Syr'npathy 1t Appreci-
ates.

CINCINNATI, Ohio, May 25.—One of
the most important documents béaring
on the Philippine situation which has
ever been sent to this counti has just
been received here at the headquar-
ters of the American Federation of
Catholic societies. The document
comes from the Centro Catolico de
Felipinas, the most representative
Cathollc body in the Philippines, that
volices the opinlons of the bishops as
well as the several million loyal Ro-
man Catholics in the islands. It bears
the signature of eight of the supreme
officers of the Centro Catolico and was
forwarded to the American Federation
of Catholic societies on the request of
a special convention held by the Cen-
tro Catolico, and is a reply to the reso-
lutions of sympathy extended the
friars at the late Chicago convention.

National Secretary Matre today
said:

“The document, coming as it does
immediately after the report of Mgr.
Guidi, the apostolic delegate, whose
report is in accord with the views of
the Centro Catolico, will no doubt
have a tendency to materially change
the attitude of the American people
towards the friars and likewise dem-
onstrate the loyalty of the Roman
Catholic Filipinos towards the new
superiors.”

Report of Mgar. Guidi.

Mgr. Guidi says: “On one side
there was the schism provoked by
‘Bishop’ Aglipay, which is supported
by only fourteen priests without repu-
tation, but which is snreading, espe-
cially in the country districts. This
movement is helped by the dominant
political party trying to persuade the
population to rebellion against Rome,
and saying that the expulsion of the
friars is indispensable to independ-
dence. The Filipino priests, who num-
ber 650, are inadequate to serve the
parishes and missions, which reach a
total of 9,657, and I am in favor of the
friars remaining until others have been
substituted for them. This substitu-
tion, however, will be slow, as the
Vatican wishes the new friars and
priests to be Americans.”

Since the adoption and forwarding
of the set of resolutions expressing
sympathy with the friars by the Amer-
ican Federation of Catholic societies,
National Secretary Anthony Matre
has been in correspondence with the
Centro Catolico, and he will lay the
apvplication of that body to become
permanently affiliated with the Amer-
ican federation before the delegates of
the next national convention, at At-
lantie City, Aug. 1-5. The reply reads:

“To the American Federatien of
Catholic Societies:

“Honorable President: It is with
great pleasure that we have heard
from our beloved bishop the gratify-
ing news of the establishment in the
United States of an organization.with
set purpose of carrying to a head cer-
tain resolutions passed in the inaugu-
ral assembly, held at Chicago in Au-
gust last. Upon receipt of this news
the Centro Catolico determined to call
an extraordinary session, at which
opinions might be exchanged and de-
liberations take place concerning the
attitude we should adopt toward the
vast American Federation of Catholic
socleties.

The Convention’s Pronouncement.

“With unanimity and boundless
pleasure we have resolved:

“That each and every one of the
wise and conservative resolutions
adopted by the Federation in Chicago
merits our full approval.

“That there be formulated and for-
warded to the directive committee of
the federation a letter of congratula-
tion and thanks, setting forth the de-
sire of the Centro Catolico de Filipinas
for the success of the ideals which the
said American Federation of Catholic
Societies has proposed to realize.

“That as token of respect and sym-
pathy for these ideals the Centro Ca-
tolico de Filipinas desires to establish
the most intimate bonds of union and
friendship with the American Feder-
ation of Catholic Societies.

“That the American Federation of
Catholic Societies be_ requested to use
in our behalf its efficacious influence,
that for the time to, come the complete
separation of church and state, as pro-
vided by the constitution of your coun-
try and practiced therein, may be made
effective here, thus avoiding the com-
mon occurrences of the insular provin-
cial or municipal authorities interfer-
ing in matters which are of the partic-
ular incumbency of the church.

“That the Catolico de Filipinas beseech
the American Federation that it aid
with its efficacious co-operation our
labors om behalf of our Catholic school,
to the end that the official school sys-
tem may not be an oppressor of our
Catholic school system and of the le-
gitimate rights which law and justice
have conceded us.

“That we beg especially of the Amer-
ican Federation that it labor to the end
that the existing worthy religious cor-
porations, more especially those of the
Augustans, the Franciscans, the Do-
minicans and Recollects shall continue
exercising in the Philippines the sa-
cred ministry of preaching, teaching
and the administering of the holy sac-
raments as they have done up to the
present with such spiritual and tem-
poral benefits to us.

MINNESOTA CITY FLOODED.

Expected and Unexpected Results of
Change of Creek’s Course.

Special to The Globe.

"WINONA, Minn.,, May 25.—Minne-
sota City today experienced the worst
flood in its history, as the result of
the heavy rains last night. The waters
from several valleys poured into the
Rollingstone creek at Minnesota City
with the result that it soon became a
raging torrent. This is the first high
water experienced since the course of
the creek was changéd so as to flow
directly into the Mississippi river at
Minnesota City instead of following a
devious course half way from there to
Winona. The changed course has had
one sintended effect in preventing the
tracks of both the Milwaukee & St.
Paul and the Chicago & North-West-
ern roads here from being washed out,
but it has also had the effect predicted
by those who were opposed to the
change. The roaring waters have
widened the new creek course to some
250 feet and torn away the sides of
the newly constructed course in great
masses. The old Troost house, a land
mark for thirty-five years, was un-
dermined and dropped into the waters,
being smashed into kindling wood. One
man was in the second story just as
it commenced to topple, but jumped to
safety. The dam put in to turn the
water into the new course also washed
somewhat, but held up to the latest
reports, when the worst of the flood
was over and the creek had dropped
two feet. It is said that those whose
property was carried away will begin
damage suits against the county for
changing the course of the creek.

At Sugar Loaf the water came down
in a freshet and ran over the road at
that point, flooding the basements of
buildings. Woodlawn cemetery was
also washed. .

The Chicago Great Western road
had washouts at Woodlawn, Gilmore,
Bear Creek, and a stretch of 1,000 feet
of track was taken out between Simp-
son and Rochester.

The Chicago & North-Western road
was washed out 500 feet near Dover.
Its tracks at Minnesota City were cov-
ered for a time to a depth of nearly
two feet.

FLOOD STRIKES AUSTIN.

Damages Wrought by Sudden Rise of
the Cedar River.

AUSTIN, Minn., May 25.—This city
was excited by a sudden rise of the
Cedar river. About 3 o'clock this
morning those residing in the flats
were aroused from sleep to find their
dooryards a veritable lake. The fire
alarm was sounded and the unfor-
tunate familles were conveyed to dry
land by the firemen. The river con-
tinued to rise all day until 5 this after-
noon. It is now about at a standstill
The basements of several business
buildings are flooded.

“The Gibson hotel basement ia filled.
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Campbell’'s mill was damaged’and will
not be run for several days. Probably
all damage is past unless another rain
causes the river to rise. XKinsman’s
greenhouses are greatly damaged and
his gardens destroyed.
