Northern Pacific's Weekly

Report Says Northwest

Vegetation Is Far in Ad-

vance of the Season—Mois-
ture and Warmth Causa

Grain to Sprout—Heavy
Harvest Is Expected.

From all sections of the Northwest
reports have been received by ' the
Northern Pacific telling of the favor-
able conditions of crops. Never before
according to the reports was grain so
well advanced at this season of - the
year. All seeding has been done ex-

* cepting flax, which is about half com-
pleted. Wheat, oats, barley and rye
are from two to four inches above
ground.

There has been a great abundance of
rain during the past week, and the
districts west of Bismarck, which were
threatened with a drought, have been
\u25a0well watered. The heavy hails and rain
Thursday and Friday did little damage

to the growing crops.
Minnesota Division—East and South,

of Staples—The weather since the last
report has been ideal for. growing
grain, with plenty of rain and warm
days. Clear Lake reports very sevefp
hail storm May IS, but there was no
injury to crops. Corn is nearly all in
and potato planting is in progress.
East of Staples there has been too
much rain, delaying farmers some-
what. Dry weather is needed in this
section.

Staples to Moorhead —Conditions in
this district are about as good as they
could be. The seeding of small grains
is finished. This district three weeks
ago was considerably behind last sea-
son. It is now fully as far advanced.
The ground has sufficient moisture for
some time to come. Corn and potato
planting is well along.

St. Paul & Duluth Division—There
has been quite a change for the bet-
ter along this division. The ground
has dried up considerably, and a good
deal of progress made, although sever-
al showers hindered work somewhat.
All the grain sown is now up. At some
points potato planting is now going
on, while others will not start until
June 1. This crop will show a large
increase over last year. Owing to im-
proved conditions, more corn will be
planted than at first expected.

Fergus Falls & Black Hills Branch—
The crop situation along this branch
continues very bright. Reports from
all stations state present conditions
<ould hardly be improved upon. There
has been an abundance of moisture,
with mild weather. Grain is abov«
ground and is looking very fine. Pas-
turage is excellent. Corn and potato
planting is in progress.

Red River Valley Branch —The past
week leaves nothing to be desired.
There has been splendid growing
weather, and crops of all kinds have
made very rapid progress. Small
grains, with the exception of some flax,
are all sown, and about four inches
above ground, with good, healthy color.
The ground is in the best possible
shape, and with continued favorable
conditions farmers expect one of the
largest and best crops ever had in the
valley.

Dakota Division—This division now
looks very promising. Heavy rains
the fore part of last week west of Bis-
marck have also helped this district.
All small grains, excepting flax, are
sown and above ground about two and
a half inches.

Fargo & Southwestern Branch —Good showers during the fore part of
the week, followed by warm weatner,
has put crops in the best of condition,
and is causing rapid growth. All
grains are now sown, with the excep-
tion of some flax. This will be com-
pleted the coming week.

Casselton Extension —The weather
has been favorable since the last re-
port. There have been showers all
along this branch, excepting at one or
two points. Flax is the only grain to
be sown, and will be all in the coming
week. Wheat and other grains are all
above ground, averaging about two
inches in growth. Very little plowing
is to be done. All grains are slightly
In advance of last year, and yield
promises larger than previous seasons.

Cooperstown Branch — Rain during
the latter part of the week helped this
branch greatly. Very high winds dur-
ing the week have dried out ground
considerably. Moisture will not be
needed for some time. Seeding of all
grains is finished, excepting flax. About
25 per cent of this is in and a little
above ground. Wheat looks well and
is making rapid progress.

Jamestown & Northern Branch —The
general crop conditions are greatly
Improved. Showers and heavy rain
the latter part of the week has brought
everything on rapidly. Seeding of flaxIs now general, this being the only
grain not sown. All crops aboveground are looking fine. Pasturage isvery good.

SWITCHMEN ELECT OFFICERS.

Association Wants Railroads to Annul
Age Limit Rules.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., May 25.—The
following officers were elected at to-day's session of the Switchmen's
Union of North America:

Grand master, Frank T. Hawley, re-
elected; grand secretary-treasurer, M.
R. Wells, re-elecled; first vice grand
master. W. C. Walsh, Minneapolis;
second vice grand master, James B.
Connors. Chicago; third vice grand
master, S. M. Ryan, Cleveland, Ohio.

The re-election of the grand master
and secretary was made without a
dissenting voice. The three vice grand
masters will have charge of the new
districts and will draw a salary of $100
a month.

The age limit against railroad men
was the subject of a resolution adopt-
ed. The resolution sets forth the fact
that the railroads will not employ a
man who is more than thirty-five
years old, and many competent men
are barred, therefore, and asked thatlegislation tending to protect railroad
men who are looking for new posi-
tions be supported by the state legis-
latures and congress.

In support of their contention thatmany competent men are barred from
employment by the limitation, to the
detriment of the service, the switch-men state that during the last threemonths more railroad accidents have
occurred than ever before for the sameperiod and that 90 per cent of themhave been attributed to the Incompe-
tency of employes.

allel to the Burllngton #s. Beginning
Sept. 1, all south-bound trains of the
Milwaukee and Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy will use the Milwaukee's new
track to St. Croix Junction, and north-
bound traffic will run from that point
over the Burlington's line. This ar-
rangement wilj give each road the
benefit of twenty miles of double
trackage.

The Milwaukee's old track to Lang-
don will be abandoned. The route of
the new line is about a mile east of
the old track. Besides gaining the
advantage of a double track, the Mil-
waukee road, by its new route to St.
Croix, avoids the only grade of any
extent on its line between St. Paul and
Chicago. On the-old line there is a
heavy grade between St. Paul and
Langdon. The new track is built
around this grade, which will permit
of trains making much faster time.

Is Badly Damaged.
The Kansas City limited train, No.

4, on the Omaha road, arrived in St.
Paul, after passing through a hail
storm which broke every pane of glass
on one side of the train, washed the
paint off the coaches and dented the
cars as if they had been pelted with
locks.

While running between Savoy and
Alton, points on the Omaha line about
35 miles northeast of Sioux City,
the engineer noticed a storm approach-
ing. He put on extra steam in hopes
of getting by it, but it swooped down
upon the train with relentless fury. It
was not a tornado, but a hail storm, in
which the icy stones weighed as much
as six or eight ounces. The engineer
ran his train into a deep cut, where
it remained until the storm passed
by. The storm was local and less than
ten miles in width. The train was sent
to the Hudson shops of the company
for lepairs.

BAGGAGE MEN MAY RAISE RATES.

American Association Advocates the
Adoption of Uniform Schedule.

An attempt to establish a uniform
rate of 50 cents for the transportation
of baggage from stations to homes and
from homes to stations will be made
at the twenty-third annual convention
of the American Association of General
Baggage Agents, to be held at Lake
Rosseau, Ont., June 17.

The rate in most cities is 25 cents,
but the high charge is favored, as it
excludes the tramp expressmen, and,
it is claimed, results in greater safety
to the travelers.

Uniform methods of handling excess
baggage, uniform excess baggage
checks and a uniform telegraph code
are other questions that will come up
for discussion. The question of allow-
ing transfer companies to check bag-
gage from homes at the point of or-
igination to homes at the point of des-
tination will also be considered.

FREIGHT HANDLERS TO STRIKE.

Railroads Refuse to Grant Demands
and Trouble Is Brewing

CHICAGO, May 25.—At a meeting of
the general managers of various rail-
roads upon which the freight handlers
have made a demand for an increase,
averaging 25 per cent, it was decided
to refuse to grant any increase or
make any compromise whatsoever.

Twenty-four roads were represented
at the meeting, and the decision to re-
fuse was unanimous. The managers
claim that the demand is unreasonable,
as less than a year ago the men were
given an advance in wages of 15 per
cent. President Curran, of the
Freight Handlers' union, tonight de-
clared that unless concessions are
made he will order a strike of the
10,000 freight handlers employed by
the different railroads centering in
Chicago.

Is Advertising Minnesota.
In all the large cities of the West

the Chicago Great Western has com-
menced an advertising campaign in
behalf of Minnesota's summer resorts.
Special rates have been made' from
Chicago, Kansas City and other points,
and the Great Western is issuing fold-
ers, telling of the rates and describing
the beauties of Minnesota. This sum-
mer the Great Western, in common
with other lines, will make a $16
round-trip rate from Chicago to the
Twin Cities, good until Oct. 31. The
Great Western also announces a rate
of $15 from Kansas City and return.

Insurance Classes Raised.
DENVER, Col., May 25.—The Owls,

an auxiliary of the Brotherhood of
Railway Trainmen, which is now hold-
ing its biennial convention here, elect-
ed officers today. The Brothedhood of
Railway Trainmen convention is revis-
ing the constitution and by-laws. In-
surance classes have been raised "as
follows: A, from $400 to $500; B, from
$500 to $1,000; C, from $1,200 to $1,350.

AUSTIN, Tex., May 25.—The track-age agreement between the Chisago, RockIsland & Texas and all the branches and
main line of the Houston & Texas Cen-
tral was passed upon unfavorably today
by the railroad commission. The decision
will have the effect of compelling the Chi-cago. Rock Island & Texas to build itsproposed route from Dennison to Houston,
for which it filed a charter some time ago.

Must Build Its Own Line.

RAILROAD NOTES.
The increase in the earnings of the

Chicago Great Western for the third week
of May was $31,839.76. The total Increase
for the three weeks of the present month
was $69,644.85.

The Milwaukee will put on two trains a
day on its new line from St. Paul to
Mankato, beginning June 15. The a{Lr
ditional service will make nine trains daily
between Mankato and St. Paul. The new
line is eighty-two miles long, and is theshortest line between the two points.

TO WHAT EXTENT ARE
ESKIMOS STARVING ?

Funston Will Inquire, Meanwhile Sug-
gesting an Agent for Alaska.

WASHINGTON, D. C, May 25.—Thewar department was informed some
time ago that the native Indians, and
Eskimos in Alaska were starving, and
instructed Gen. Funston, commanding
the department of fhe Columbia, to in-
vestigate.

The reports of suffering came par-
ticularly from Nome. Gen. Funston
has submitted a premliminary report,
in which he says steps will be taken
Immediately to ascertain through
army officers in Alaska, the extent of
the destitution. The general contem-plates visiting Alaska, when he will
make further inquiry.

He asserts that before there was a
mining camp in the Yukon country
there were cases of destitution and
starvation among the natives. Some
twenty years ago, on St. Lawrence isl-
and, the entire population, 1,400, starv-
ed to death in one winter. Gen. Funs-
ton Bays condition in Alaska are sim-
ilar to those in the United States
where the white people have deprived
the Indians of their hunting grounds.
He recommends that an army officer
or a Bpecial agent of the government
be placed in general control of the Es-
kimos in Alaska.
