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DEFENSE OF
OUR COASTS

Naval Militia Plays Import-
ant Part iv the New

Scheme.

WASHINGTON. D. C, May 29 —
The naval general board has com-
pleted its elaborate scheme for the
defense of the Atlantic, Pacific, gulf

and great lake coasts. Admiral
Dewey declares the scheme to "be "vi-
tally important to the country at
large." The purpose is to approxi-
mate an impregnable defense of the
entire coast line of the United States
and its foreign possessions.

Acting Secretary Darling today

signed the instructions to the com-

mandants of the thirteen naval dis-
tricts into which the country has been
divided, regarding the establishment
of a permanent basis of naval patrol.

The duty of the patrol is to guard the
coast and communicate with ships at
sea. The treasury, war and agricul-

tural departments will co-operate with

the navy in this work. The general
lines of communication the signal
service put in operation during the
war with Spain will be followed. Sev-
eral signal stations, coaling stations,

naval depots and supply stations of
the naval department will be called
on to participate in the scheme, and
telegraph, telephone, cable and wire-
less means of communication will be
provided and kept constantly in work-
ing condition. The naval militia, to a
large extent, will be called, upon to
form the naval patrol.

Should war break out, the com-
mander-in-chief afloat will be furnish-
ed a list of the naval patrol stations
within the limits of his command and
also the private signal to be used in
communicating with them. Until this
signal shall be given, the na-val patrol

stations are forbidden to give any in-
formation to ships. The general poli-
cy contemplates centralization in the
commandant of each naval district of
the direction of the auxiliary forces of
that district.

It is believed to be the most ef-
fective system of defense of our coast
ever drawn up. The prominent part

to be played by the staet naval mili-
tia in its execution, it is hoped, will
aid in building up the naval militia.

Catholic Total Abstainers.
NEW YORK. May 29.—An important,

executive session of the Catholic Total
Abstinence Union of American was held
here today. It was decided to bring the
union into closer touch with the move-
ment in Ireland and to make exhibits of
the cause of temperance at the St. Louis
exposition.

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VERDICT ON DEATH
OF HEFFENRAN

Witnesses Say Slayer Was Rufus L.
Sewail, but Coroner Says It Wasn't.

NEW YORK, May 29.—The inquest
into the death of John Heffernan, who
was shot near the Ardsley club at Tar-
rytown, Sunday night, was held today
by Coroner Russell at Irvington and
resulted in a verdict of murder by
some unknown person.

This was in spite of the fact that
Sarah Campbell, Heffernan's compan-
ion, said she thought he declared his
assailant to -be Rufus L. Sewail, of
Boston, the prospective son-in-law of
Robert Hewitt, and others testified to
the same effect.
