A JEWISH FUGITIVE
TELLS OF THE
MASEACGRE

Reaches St. Paul in His Flight

From Russian Oppression
—Seenes During Perpetra-
tion of Atrocities Are Be-
yond Deseription or Com-
prehension.

In momentary dread of being mur-
dered by Russians, Hlerman Weisse, a
Jew, who smuggled himself out of the
country north of Bessarabia, arrived
in St. Paul yesterday, en route to Hel-
Mont.,, where his brother-in-law,
lives. In his haste to
get away from Russia he did not dare
wait for his wife. During the six
hours Weisse was in town yesterday
he was cared for by Court Cominis-
sioner Henry QGallick to whom he had
been directed upon his arrival at the
depot.

Weisse explained that he was not
an eye witness to the atrocities, but
that he had talked with those those
who were, for many of the frightened
people took refuge in the village in
which he lived as they fled northward
from their persecutors.

Weisse is a miller by trade. He said
that for some time prior to the upris-
ing in Kishenev there were rumblings
of ill-will among the Russians. As a
matter of precaution he made ar-
rangements with influential relatives
to take care of his wife in case flight
became necessary.

“The Russians did not kill our peo-
ple by smiting them in sudden wrath,”
said Weisse.
liberate. They deemed it a triumph
to torture strong men whom they over-
whelmed by force of numbers and then
laugh as they expired.

“No matter what I might say, I do
do not think I could make a stranger
realize the terrible state of unrest the
Jews are in. They burn with a desire
to get out of the country, to America,
England, Germany—America is the
first thought—but anywhere to get
away from Russian rule. They know
there is sympathy here and justice.
There my people are discriminated
against until they have learned to ac-
cept the worst and be silent, for no
Jew dare speak out in Russia. -

“Two or three days after the out-
rages,in Kishenev began the poor vic-
tims, men; women and children, scarce-
ly able .to stand- from the fatigue of
flight, came to "Ceremenec. But they
were happy to get to the village where
they could could close their eyes to the
indignities heaped upon them. T talk-
ed with these people and at first could
not bring myself to believe that even
Russians could be such brutes.

Killed One Family of" Twelve.

“One man, a shoemaker, about fifty
years of age, said that a Jewish fam-
ily of twelve iliving near him in Kish-
enev, had all been murdered after they
had been tortured. The Russians
amused themselves by striking the two
male members of the family with clubs
until they were too weak to resist,
then they threw them alive into a well.
The wives of the men and their chil-
dren fought with all the strength left
them to resist ther assault of the mob.
For their  bravery the women were
treated even worse than the men. They
were mutilated with rough knives and
they were stabbed to death. The chil-
dren were thrown from the windows of
the house and their lives dashed out
on the hard pavements below.

“One of the most horrifying features
of the whole uprising was the indis-
criminate slaughter of the helpless
women and inoffensive children. Their
killing of these little ones only exem-
plifies the fanatical state of mind of
the Russians. The children were nev-
er spared when the mobs entered a
house. The strongest members of the
attacking party slew parents, while
their less muscular companions chose
the aged of the family and the chil-
dren.

“One old man who was kicked and
cuffed by the Russians had the temer-

ity to turn and strike one of his tor-

mentors. That justifiable but indis-
creet act proved a terrible thing for
him. They pinioned the aged victim
against a fence with knives, and then
forming a semi-circle, those in the
mob who had pikes, threw them at
him like spears. One cru#tl stroke sev-
ered the old man’s head.

“From the beginning it was appar-
ent that the government and petty
officials were against us. In Kishenev
the police pretended they ‘were afraid
of the mob and said it would be as
much as their lives were worth to in-
terfere, but every man who has ever
traveled in Russia knows that an em-
ploye of the state or government fears
nothing. They have too much sway at
all times.”

Mr. Weisse is a Jew of more than
ordinary intelligence and is not de-
pendent upon charity. He left last
evening for Helena, where his wife’s
brother resides.
arranged he expects to get his wife
out of Russia and fetch her to this
country.

A notice of the increase was
presented to the board yesterday aft-
ernoon at the brief meeting which fol-
lowed the session of the committee on
schools, and as soon as the comunica-
tion was read Mr. Egan said: “Well,
that’s a bluff that ought to be called.”
“Yes,” said Mr. Savard, “one hundred
dollars rent for these rooms is outra-
geous, and we simply can’'t afford to
pay it.” Without further discussion the
secretary was instructed to inform the
agent that the board will not want the
rooms-after Aug. 1. .

The business of the committee on
schools in the appointment of teach-
ers for the coming year had occupied so
much time that the board was com-
pelled to cut its.session very short and
confine itself to such business as de-
manded immediate attention, includ-
ing the adoption of the committee’s re-

Prof. Hans Scfl.midt of the Mechanic
Arts high school, was granted permis-
sion to take his class in electrical en-
gineering to Apple river today to visit
the high tension transmission plant of
the St. Paul Gas Light company.

Consider Industrial Training.

Supt. Smith submitted to the board
his reports on kjndergarten work and
industrial training in the schools which
have already been - outlined in The
Globe. Both" of -these communica-
tions were referred to the committee on
text books.and course of study. Ac-
companymg the spperintendent’s com-
munication on the subject of industrial
training was a report of a special com-"
mittee of prmcipals who have inves-
tigatéd this“question, and also resolu-
tions adopted. recently by the Federa-
tion of Grade Teachers.” In these reso-
lutions, which have not heretofore been
pubhshed the fedelatmn requests that
special teach@rs—not/ supervisors—be
provided in industrial work, and sug-
gests a large exténded course in draw-
ing in order that fimé may be given to
industrial work! and a less . technical
course in music in order ‘that satisfae-
tory results may -he "acomplished in
the schedule time.” The committee of
principals.in its report has recommend-
ed modification of the course of study,
and the superintendent. approves this
recommendafion, so the question which
presents itself to the board is whether
special assistants in the work of man-
ual training will be required under
the modified course of study.

PAID THE CASH BUT
GOT NO FREEDOM

Workhouse Prisoner Finds
Warrant for Rearrest
Awaiting Him.

“Well, I'm just $25 out,” ruefully re-
marked a man who had just put up
that sum to get Bert Hawley out of
the: workhouse. “If I'd known that
there was a warrant waiting for him
I don’t thmk I would have parted with
the money.’

Hawley was arrested on a charge of
trespassing on railroad property last
month and was committed to the work-
house May 27 on a thirty-day sentence
in default of $25 fine. Yesterday his
family induced a friend to go to court
to get the young man out by paying
the fine.

The money was duly paid over and
a release was made out. Officer Gib-
bons went to Como with the document
and found there that a warrant awaited
Hawley's release. Hawley was there-
fore taken to the police station by the
officer and his friend was not able to
bring him home to his family.

The warrant under which Hawley
was rearrested alleges that he pro-
cured $71.40 from one C. M. Hunn, at
the Minnesota Transfer, on May 18,
by representing to Hunn that he was
a freight conductor of the Great North-
ern. Hunn, the warrant declares, had
a car of merchandise at the transfer,
and upon Hawley representing himself
as a conductor, it is alleged, Hunn paid
him the money.

WOLFER SAYS SEASON’S
TWINE OUTPUT IS SOLD

Capacity of Prison Plant Is Less Than
Half State's Needs.

‘Warden Wolfer has reported to the state
board of control that every pound of bind-
er twine now on hand at the prison fac-
tory and every pound that can be turned
out by Aug. 1, running the plant at its
full capacity, has long been contracted
for by Minnesota farmers. The output
for the season will be 7,000,000 pounds,
and the saving to the farmers of Min-
nesota on that quantity is something like
$150,000. The price at which the state
is selling its standard twine is 8% cents,
and the market price is 101 cents per
pound.

The capacity of the prison plant is less
than half the amount of twine used in
Minnesota.
