The Northern Pacific's crop report
for last week is certainly a most op-
timistic one. From all points in.the
Northwest reports have been rqcelved
telling of the splendid condition of
growing grain. At a few places there
was too much rain during the week
just closed, and the cold spell did a
little to retard growth.

However, according to the report,
crops were never in a better condition
at this time of year, and already in
many localities farmers are talking of
a “bumper crop.”

With the exception of a small per-
centage of corn, all grain has been
planted. Wheat and barley are from
four to six inches above ground, and
corn is already beginning to sprout.
Potato planting is progressing, and a
considerable amount of millet has been

sown. Hay cutting has commenced in
some sections, and pasture and mead-
ow lands never looked better.

Several good rains have wet
the ground to a considerable depth and
crops are now in condition to stand quite
& dry spell without injury. Farmers at
some points are Dbeginning to talk
“bumper crop.”

Red River Valley Branch—The weather
gince tne last report has been most fa-
vorable. Several warm showers have
caused rapid growth and put crops in
the pink of condition. At present there
is not an unfavorable sign. Flax is the
only grain not all sown, and this will
be completed shortly.

Fargo & Southwestern Branch — The
weather the past week has been all tnat
could be desired for growing crops. Grain,

although a little shorter than last year,
never looked better. Horace and Daven-
port report very heavy rain May 22,
which eovered half the country in that
vicinity with water.

OMAHA TRAINS ARE LATE.

Chicago Dispatch Says Twelve-Hour
Service Is Hard to Maintain.

A-dispatch from Chicago says that
the Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Omaha is having some difficulty in
maintaining its new twelve-hour
schedule between St. Paul and Chi-
cago. It is said that the Omaha’s Iim-
ited, which leaves St. Paul at 8:30
o’clock and is due in Chicago at 8:30
the following merning, has been late
In arriving at its point of destination
several times since the new time
schedule went into effect.

This is strenuously denied by the
officials of the company, who say that
there have been but few late arrivals
at the Chicago station. The dispatch
from Chicago says:

“The North-Western is having much
difficulty in maintaining its new fast
train service between St. Paul and
Chicago, which went into effect a few
weeks ago. Its south-bound limited,
due here at 8:30 o’clock, hasg arrived
from twenty to thirty minutes late
several times since the twelve-hour
schedule was inaugurated.

“The cause for the delay is attrib-
uted to the fact that the company’s
trains run over two systems, chang-
ing from the Omaha to the North-
Western line at Elroy, Wis.”

When officials of the Omaha were
seen last evening, they denied that the
company has experienced any difficul-
ty in getting.its trains into Chicago on
time, and asserted that they could
make even better time if required.

At the Burlington office it was sald
that line has had no trouble in main-
iaining its twelve-hour schedule, Its
first train to Chicago running under
the new time schedule arrived forty-
eight riinutes late, but since then the
run has been made in an even twelve
hours.

The Milwaukee has met\ with no gif-
ficulty in maintaining its fast sched-
ule, and only once has the Pioneer

limited pulled into the Chicago station
late. That was a week ago, when time
was lost loading baggage at Milwau-
kee. The train was delayed twenty
minutes, but got to Chicago within
seven minutes of its scheduled time.

DISCREDIT ERIE SALE.

Eastern Financial Men Say St. Paul
Has Not Purchased Control,

NEW YORK, June 3.—The Evening
Telegram printed the following today:

“According to stories current in im-
portant financial circles the contrcl of
the Erie railroad has been acquired
by a combination of Gould, Harriman
and Rockefeller interests and the road
will be made the eastern connection of
the Burlington,® Union Pacific, St. Paul
and Gould systems. The Pennsylvania
has been crowded out, although Penn-
sylvania interests have been heavy
buyers of Erie shares.”

Regarding these reports a member
of the firm of J. P, Morgan & Co. said:

“Control of Erie has not changed
and we feel sure that nothing of that
sort is contemplated.”

Bankers who represent both the
Goulds and Harrimans in their various
railroad schemes were equally emphat-
ic in denying the reports,

Finally Chairman Miller, of the Chi-
cago, Milwaukee & St. Paul railway,
vouchsafed a denial of the story that
$26,000,000 of new St. Paul stock had
been issued, much less gold to purchase
Erie stock or for any other purpose.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., June 3.—Offi-
cials of the Pennsylvania railroad say
they know nothing of the reported pur-
chase of the Erie by the Gould, Harri-
man and Rockefeller interests. They
say similar rumors have been current
for some time, but they have no knowl-
edge of such a combination,
