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CROPS CONTINUE TO
SHOW FAVORABLE

PROGRESS

Northern Pacific's Weekly

Report Depicts Encourag-
ing Condition — Warm,
Moist Weather Aids North-

western Vegetation and
Outlook for a Heavy Har-

vest Is Bright.

Lust week ideal weather conditions
for growing crops existed, and in con-
sequence vegetation in the Northwest
is Ear advanced for so early in the
Beason. From all sections of Minne-
sota and North Dakota the Northern
Pacific's freight department has re-
ceived glowing accounts of the prog-
ress of wheat, corn, rye and the
Bmaller grains.

There has been little rain, but the
ground is still moist and showers will
not be needed for several days, al-
though in a few localities a slight
precipitation would now be welcomed.

The report in detail says:
Minnesota Division—Main line east

and south of Staples—The past week
has been quite warm and all crops

grown rapidly. Corn has also
made exceptional progress, being four
| i seven inches above ground, and culti-
lating of same has commenced.

Staples to Moorhead—This district,
\u25a0while not suffering to any extent, is in
need of rain. There has been no precipi-
tation since the fore part of last week,
and small crams have not made quite as
much progress as heretofore. Corn and
potatoes, however, are looking fine and
growing rapidly. The nu adows and pas-
tures still look very well. The general
conditions compare favorably with last
year.

St. Paul & Duluth Division—The
warm, dry weather of the past week
has helped this division greatly. The
planting of corn and potatoes is
about finished. The present situation in
the East and South is having a tendency
to increase the potato acreage. Oats and
rye are heading and some of the latter
should be ready to cut In ten days. Sha-
fer reports that corn has been damaged
somewhat by cut worms.

LittleFalls &Dakota Branch —The weath-
er during the pa%t week has been very
favorable and crops are doing nicely, es-
pecially coin, which has improved won-
derfully. Rye now stands twelve inches;
wheat and other grains about six. There
has been little or no rain since the last
report, but the ground is still in good
shape.

Fergus Falls & Black Hills Branch —Bhowers during the latter part of the
week helped this branch greatly, as' some
points were beginning to need moisture.
Seeding and planting is finished with the
exception of millet, which is now .in
progress. Early potatoes and corn are
being cultivated.

The Red River Valley Branch—The
outlook throughout the valley is still very
bright and all grains look exceptionally
fine. The favorable weather during seed-
ing enabled farmers to work the ground
to the best advantage, and the result
is there are less weeds than usual and the
crops have a much better appearance.

Dakota Division—This division contin-
ues to improve and all the crops are
looking fine. Flax seeding is about finish-
ed. Hay is looking first rate. The soil
at present is in good condition, but heavy
rains will help considerably.

Fargo & Southwestern Branch —Thecrop situation this week is excellent.
There was warm weather all during the
week and grains of all kinds are flourish-ing. Old conservative farmers say pros-
pects were never better. Farmers at Hor-
ace and Davenport are reseeding the
drowned land with corn, millet and flax.

Cooperstown Branch—All points report
that crops are in unusually fine condition.
There has been plenty of moisture and
warm weather, causing rapid growth.
There is still some corn and millet to
be put in. Conditions at present could
hardly be improved upon.

Jamestown & Northern Branch —The
past week has been a most favorable
one for all small grain, the weather being
\u25a0warm, with occasional showers. Crops of
all kinds have made good growth. Early
sown wheat, barley and oats are from
seven to ten Tnches in height and look
strong and healthy. There still remains
considerable flax to be sown on the latebreaking.

Yellowstone Division (Mandan to Dick-
inson)—Several good rains during the
past week, with warm weather, have
advanced the crops very much, and at
present everything looks very favorable.
Farmers are now putting in millet and
fodder corn.

Montana (Red Lodge Branch)—Weat-
her has been very warm and all crops
have made marked progress. Other por-
tions dry.

Park City—The weather is warmer, with
occasional showers. All grain and grasS-
es are growing well.

Park Branch—lt has been very warm
the past week, necessitating irrigation.
Crops are looking favorable. Rain would
be beneficial.

Missouri Valley—The weather is much
warmer and crops are growing nicely andare looking well.

SCARE NORTHERN ROADS.

Cheap Rate Causes a Row Among
Eastern Lines.

CHICAGO, June 10.—Developments
in the very mixed situation of rates
in Chicago-St. Paul territory wererapid today.

The meeting of the representatives
of those lines, held at St. Paul Tues-
day, decided that the one fare for the
round trip should be put in order to
meet the rate advertised by the Soo
line. This rate is advertised to be
good between June 11 and 26.

On the heels of announcement from
the Northwestern roads the regular
meeting of the Central Passenger as-
sociation came on and the whole ques-
tion was brought up for discussion,
which at times was very animated.
Not only did the representatives of the
Central association roads vote that
they would not participate in the rate
made by the Northwestern roads, but
one of the members said he would
favor instructing the conductors on the
trains to throw off the passengers whopresented these tickets.

The fact that the rate was de-
clared without notice to Central Pas-
senger association roads caused the
rupture. The Eastern lines take thep<>sition that they should have been al-lowed a voice in the matter.

PRODUCE DEALERS WIN.

Omaha Is Ordered to Install Refriger-

The state railroad and warehouse
commission yesterday ordered the
North-Western and Omaha roads toinstall a weekly refrigerator car serv-
ice on the Watertown division of the
roads.

ator Car Service.

The order is a move to protect theproduce men of the Twin Cities fromunfair discrimination in favor of theChicago and Milwaukee commission
merchants. The roads, it was claimedby Minneapolis and St Paul dealerswere favoring the Southern cities
against the interests of Minnesotapoints. They requested the railroadand warehouse commission to force
the Omaha and the North-Western toinaugurate a refrigerator car serviceample to care for the needs of theshippers along the Watertown branch.

The roads contended at the hearing
that there is not sufficient business on
the Watertown division to warrant the
service. Prominent St. Paul and Min-neapolis commission men appeared
before the state commission and told
of the wonderful dairy and garden re-sources of the country through whichthe Watertown division passes. They
claimed that a majority of th» prod-
uce butter, cheese, eggs and green
vegetables, were now being shipped to
Chicago because of the lack of service

to the Twin Cities. They petitioned
that the roads be compelled to give at
least weely service during the sum-
mer months.

The order was issued yesterday by
Secretary Claussen ordering- the Oma-
ha and North-Western to install the
refrigerator car service. The territory
affected is southwest from St. Paul to
Mankato, on the Omaha, and westerly

to Burr, in Yellow Medicine county, on
the Chicago & North-Western.

WARD IS MADE A DIRECTOR.

Great Northern Official Is Elected to
Minnesota Transfer Board.

F. E. Ward, general manager of the
Great Northern, was yesterday elected
a director of the Minnesota Transfer
railway company to succeed J. M.
Gruber, who resigned, when he left
St. Paul to accept a position with the
Rock Island system.

The stockholders, at their annual
meeting, which was held in the office
of Secretary T. A. Robinson, also
elected C. E. Goodnow, of the Rock
Island, and A. W. Trenholm, of the
Omaha, to the board of directors.
Following the stockholders meeting
there was a short meeting of the di-
rectors, but no business was trans-
acted, the board adjourning until June
25.

At the meeting in June, a president
to succeed Mr. Gruber, will be elected.

MAY OFFER COMPROMISE.

Railroad Representatives Meet to Dis-
cuss Coal and Timber Rates.

Representatives of all lines operat-
ing in Minnesota met yesterday at the
office of Vice President Hannaford, of
the Northern Pacific, to discuss the
coming hearing on coal and lumber
rates to be held before the state rail-
road and warehouse commission July

It was rumored that the officials had
agreed upon a compromise offer, but
a leading railroad man, who attended
the meeting, denied that any definite
results had been reached.

The compromise offer, which it is
said was discussed pesterday, is to
grant a reduction of 70 per cent of
the reduction demanded by the com-
mission.

Mr. Hannaford positively denied that
this agreement was effected and an-
nounced that nothing was accom-
plished at the session, as the ra^te
question was only discussed informally.
Another meeting will be held before
the hearing is called June 18, at which
a compromise offer may be arranged.

To Discuss Many Questions.
WASHINGTON, D. C, June 10.—

A call has been issued for the fifteenth
annual convention of the National As-
sociation of Railway Commissioners at
Portland, Me., on July 14. The sub-
jects to be taken up are grade cross-
ings, classification of operating and
construction expenses, taxes and plans

for ascertaining fair valuations of rail-
road property, simplification of tariff
sheets, railroad statistics, legislation
needed, safety appliances, rates and
rate making and forms of reports of
electric railways.

Judge Hears Arguments.

NEW YORK, June 10.—Justice La-
combe, in the United States circuit
court today heard arguments in the
petition of the interstate commerce
commission for orders requiring the
presidents of the coal roads to answer
questions regarding the contracts be-
tween the railway and coal companies.

Have Agreed to Extend Bonds.
NEW YORK, June 10.—J. P. Mor-

gan & Co. announced today that the
holders of a large majority, in amount,
of the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy
mortgage 7 per cent bonds, falling due
July 1, 1903, have agreed to extend
them until July 1, 1905, with interest
at 4 per cent per annum, and have
deposited their bonds for extension ac-
cordingly. All bonds not so extended
will be purchased by Morgan & Co. at
par and accrued interest July 1, 1903.

Alley Tells of Plans.
VICTORIA, B. C, June 10.—Sydney

papers publish interviews with H. A.
Alley, of Tacoma, Wash., who is ar-
ranging to establish cargo steamers
between Seattle, Victoria and Austra-
lia, via New Zealand. He said that
arrangements had been made for con-
nection with the Great Northern and
Northern Pacific. Four steamers, all
British, will be placed in service.
