POSSIBILITY OF THE
X-RAY AMAZES
MEDICS

Opens Up Unlimited Field of
Research --- Subject Dis-
cussed in the Minnesota
State Medical Convention---
State Societies Reorganize
on More Liberal Lines.

That the X-ray is becoming a prom-
inent factor in modern surgery no
doubt is left in the minds of those who
heard the very able paper on “Some
Therapeutic Uses of the X-Ray,” by
Dr. W. P. Spring, of Minneapolis, yes-
terday afternoon at the convention of
the Minnesota State Medical society,
which has met for a three-day session
in the council chamber, city hall. The
paper called forth the most hearty and
animated disc¢ussion and a disinterest-
ed auditor would be inclined to won=-
der very much how physicians ever
managed to do without the aid of ihis
wonderful and helpful agent. As shown
by Dr. Spring’s paper the limits of
surgery have been almost inconceiv-
ably extended, and th2 nossibilities of
this branch of medicine are made prac-
tically unlimited by the means of the
X-ray.

Societies Reorganize.

Dr. H. B. Sweetser, of Minnearpolis,
presided. The greatest of enthu.iasm
prevailed upon the announcemant of
Dr. Fullerto:, of »t. Paul, that with
the exception of a very few of the
county organizatinse, all the modieal
societies in Minnesota had reorganized
along some line or other. Reorzaniza-
tion is the keynote of the entire con-
vention and the 150 physicians present
at this session are thoroughly imbued
with this sentiment. The reorganiza-
tion is the embodiment of liberality.
Irrespective of school, or belief, il
“regular practicing physicians in Min-
nesota” are eligible to membership. In
his address Dr. J. W. Andrews, of
Mankato, dwelt upon the benefits 1o be
derived from reorganization under a
more liberal constitution than hnas
heretofore obtained.

The afternoon session of yesterday
opened at 2:30 with the reading of a
paper on technial subjects by the chair-
man, Dr. H. B. Sweetser.

Having
him at such a disadvantage the cow
turned about, and, raising her hind
feet, kicked him in the neck under the
right jaw, throwing him over and caus-
ing him to fall with his forehead
against the brick pavement, inflicting
a deep contusion over the eyes.

Kicked Into Unconsciousness.

With the force of the kick and the
violence of the fall O’Brien received
such a shock as to render him uncon-
scious for a time. The sheck affected
him internally and caused him to vom-
it violently. With the blood stream-
ing from the cut on his forehead, by-
standers feared that he was about to
expire, so a hurry call was sent for
the police ambulance and O'Brien was
taken to the city hospital.

Meanwhile the cow, having broken
from her master, dashed madly through
the crowded street, imperiling the lives
of pedestrians. Having run two blocks,
the animal entered a vacant lot on
Fifth street, where she proceeded to
browse.

While browsing peacefully among
the weeds, apparently unmindful of the
injury she had inflicted, the cow was
captured by Patrolman Carroll, who
placed her under arrest, preferring a
charge of disorderly conduct against
her. She was placed at "Morrison's
livery stable on East Fifth street.

O’Brien was not so badly hurt as at
first supposed. After being attended
by the physicians at the hospital he
rapidly recovered, and the cut on his
head being bandaged, he was allowed
to leave at 7:30.

It was decided by the supreme lodge
that whatever' changes may be made
in the plan of assessment or the in-
surance system generaliy shall not
take effect until The grand lodges of
the respective states shall have form-
ally acted upon it.

NEW DITCHES ARE
GOOD AS GOLD MINES

Drainage Work Ordered in Kittson
County Will Benefit Land $400,000.

In compliance with an urgent request
of a number of residents of Kittson
county, the state drainage board held
a special meeting yesterday morning
and authorized surveys at once for two
ditches in that portion of the state
which were not originally included in
the work contemplated for this year.

One of these is the so-called Pelan
ditch, which will be completed this
yvear. It will be six miles in length,
and will drain 65,000 acres of land, of
which 3,200 acres are state lands. The
total cost of this ditch will be $10,000,
and it is estimated that the benefits
derived from it will be more than $400,-
000, and that the state will benefit to
the amount of $22,000.

HUGGER OF WOMEN
CONFESSES GUILT

Henry Slipka Cuts Short His
Trial---Will Be Sentenced
Today.

Henry Slipka, the “St. Anthony Hill
Terror,” pleaded guilty before Judge
Lewis in the criminal division of the
district court yesterday to a charge of
attempted criminal assault upon Lot-
tie Lemke, a fourteen-year-old girl.
Slipka will be sentenced by Judge Lew-
is this morning, and on account of the
man's past record, County Attorney
Kane will ask the court to give him the
limit of fifteen years.

Slipka was placed on trial Tuesday
and the state had introduced a part of
its case, when Attorney McGhee, rep-
resenting Slipka, asked the permission
of the court to change the plea to one
of guilty. The evidence which had
been introduced was very damaging to
the prisoner, and it was considered
useless to proceed with the case.

The crime for which the “St. Anthony
Hill Terror” was being tried was an
attempted assault upon Lottie Lemke,
whom he stopped at the intersection of
Cleveland and Montreal avenues on
the night of May 21, at which time he
was beaten off by the girl and two of
her sisters who were with her at the
time of the assault. Slipka was soon
afterwards placed under arrest by the
police and was recognized by the
Lemke girl when she was placed on
the witness stand.

The prisoner has a bad record, and
the police place to his credit much
of the work done by the so-called “Jack
the Hugger” in years gone by. He is
married and has four children,

HE IS NOW PARDONED

F. W. Sessions Serves But Half of

His Workhouse Sentence.

F. W. Sessions was yesterday par-
doned from the Minneapolis workhouse
where he was sent under sentence of
Judge Andrew Holt, of the municipal
court of Minneapolis. There were two
separate charges of larceny against
Sessions and he was given a sixty day
sentence on each of them.

It was alleged that he had stolen
$10 which had been turned over to
him by his wife to secure change, and
also that he had pawned a portion of
his wife’s clothing. He had served
sixty days of his double sentence and

those concerned in the prosecution felt
that he had been sufficiently punished.

INTO CHILD LABOR

Inspection of Twin City Factories Will Be
Made.

Inspectors of the state labor bureau will
soon enter upon one.of their regular an-
nual inspections of the factories of St.
Paul and Minneapolis, with special ref-
erence to observance of the child labor
laws.

The inspectors are instructed to make
searching inquiries into all cases of the
employment of children under the age of
sixteen years, and in instances where
it is asserted that the children are mere-
ly working through the school vacation
to require the regular permit required by
law or the alternative certificate of at-
tendance at school.
