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| STATE FAIR GIVES

PROMISE OF BIG
RACE PROGRAMME

Entries for the Events Will Close
in Ten Days and Already the

Indications Arefor an Unprec-
edented Number of Contest-
ants in Events.

Within ten days the race entries for
the next Minnesota state fair meet
will close. After 11 p. m., of July 1,
no entries can be received by Secre-
tary E. W. Randall, who is confidently
expecting a large list this year. From

indications—letters of inquiry, talk
about the stables and tracks, and
newspaper gossip—it would appear

that horsemen everywhere are expect-
ing to be at the state fair meet this
year. Last year the entry list was
the largest ever had at the Minnesota
state fair or any other fair, for that
matter, and the quality of the horses
entered was pronounced by the best
authority to be equal of the entries in
the Eastern grand circuit races.

This year’s programme is enriched
by the addition of an extra $1,000 race.
It retains the two $5,000 purse races,
the St. Paul pace and the Minneapolis
trot, and has, as a novelty a free-for-
all pace and a free-for-all trot for
Minnesota horses only, the first on
Tuesday, Minneapolis day, and the
latter on Friday, St. Paul day. In
these amateur events owners will drive
and the prizes will not be purses but
silver cups. These races recognize the
demand for races of an amateur char-
acter and the wish of Minnesota horse-
men to try their animals against
horses bred under similar conditions.

Judge Lewis, at a special term of the
district court yesterday, heard argu-
ments for and against the applica-
tion for a temporary injunction, re-
straining President Lennon, of the
American association, from erecting
and maintaining a ball park at the lo-
cation selected by him near Central
Park place.

The application fzr the injunction
was made by a do-gn property own-
ers In the vicinity of the new park,
who contend that the erection of a
baseball park on the site selected will
injure them and cause their property
to decrease in value. Attorney F. G.
Ingersoll argued the case in behalf of
the plaintiffs. He charged that the
park would be the means of large and
disorderly crowds congregating there
and that the place would be a nui-
sance.

Jared How, representing Mr. Len-
non, explained that no Sunday games
would be played at the down-town
park, and that less than fifty games
would be played there in a year. Mr.
How denied that baseball was a dis-
orderly game, and called attention to
the fact that it was the great Ameri-
can national game, in which nine out
of ten persons were interested. He
said the injunction could not issue un-
til it had been shown that the crowds
were disorderly, and this could not be
done until the games had been started.

At the close of the arguments,
which lasted the greater part of the
day, Judge Lewis announced that he
would decide the case Monday.

It is confidently expected that the
application for the injunction will be
denied, in which event work on the
new park will be rushed to comple-
tion as rapidly as possible.

COAL GOES UP 10 CENTS
BY ORDER OF COMBINE

Advance to Take Effect July 1, and
Similar Further Advance Aug. 1.

Hard coal will cost local consumers
$8.55 a- ton after this month.

This is the customary monthly ad-
vance of 10 cents a ton, and goes ix}tn
effect July 1. In August a similar raise
will be made.

The hard coal market is at present
in bad shape, owing to a scarcity of
the product. The local yards are all
short, and the docks at Duluth are
said to be practically empty. No car-
goes from the East are in sight. :

Soft coal remains the same in price
as it did a month ago. There is plenty
of it, and the abundance will continue
for some months.
