A VATERY GRAVE

Her Brother and Pat/l'olman
Fitzgerald Save Her.

Emma Uhler, eleven-year-old daugh-
ter of Arnold Uhler, 346 Yankee street,
was nearly drowned in the Mississippi
river at the foot of Jackson street last
night while landing from the barge of
the excursion boat J. J. Hill. Had not
Patrolman Fitzgerald and the girl's
brothen, Herman, rescued her from the
water as she was going down for the
third time she would have ended her
life in the stream.

Emma, with her parents and brothers
in the crowd, was landing from _tLx
barge, when she mistook her stepping
on the gang plank and fell into the wa-
ter between the landing and the barge.
With a scream the girl sank from
sight, and the crowd that was crushing
across the plank stood as if petrified.

Patrolipan Eitzgerald, who was
standing upon the landing watching
the excursionists alight, saw the.girl
fall and rushed to the steps which de-
scend to the water's edge. He was
followed by Herman Uhler, and when
the girl rose from below the surface of
the water they attempted to seize her,
but she sank too quickly.

- Little Girl Is Rescued.

The space between the barge anvd
the landing was too narrow to permit
anyone jumping in, so nothing could
be done but to await her reappearance.
Soon the child’s form rose above the
dark water, and it was immediately
seized by her recuers. The girl was
carried to the bank, but she was un-
conscious,

Blood was streaming down her face
from an ugly cut on her forehead,
caused by her striking the stone wharf
as she fell.

She was vigorously rolled, and a
drink of whisky was given her. After
repeated efforts she was restored.

The little girl was taken home in a
street car. and was put to bed, where
she fell asleep, apparently entirely re-
covered. e

“It's a wonder that more people don’t
fall into the river on this landing when
the crowds crush across the’ planks to
get ashore,” said Patrolman Fitzgerald
after the accident. “Tonight there was
no light, and it was no wonder that
the little girl stepped off the plank.
Sometimes there 'is light when _the
steamers land, but most frequently
there is none.”

Koran the Most Modern Work.

Here again the twelfth - century befors
Christ, which must have been very pro-
lific of great and brainy men, comes inte
prominent notice, for it was in-this cen-
tury that Zoroaster, whose sayings the
Zenda Vesta contains, lived.

Stables of A. E. Ashbrook,
Thomas Bass, August A,
Busch, Georgé Pepper and
Jack Cudahy Are Here.

Local equine society was thown into
a flutter of excitement yesterday by
the arrival of a number of distinguished
visitors and prospects of the arrival
of a great many more today. - It is safe
to say that never before has there been
80 large a gathering of horses of high
breeding and aristocratic station in this
city as there will be this week for the
horse show.

Every recognized class of show horse
is included in the entries, and among
them are many animals that are fa-
mous throughout the country wherever
the horse show is known. A number
of the favorites of the show of last year
will' compete again, but this year they
may lose their proud places, for among
the ‘new candidates are a number of
fine animals.

E¥en now it is clearly assured that
competition in nearly all classes will be
more keen than last year, not only be-
cause of the much larger number. of
entries from among the prominent
show stables outside the city, but also,
in part, from the fact that those resi-
dénts of the twin cities who have really
fine animals have profited from ex-
perience in the art of showing horses,
which in itself is a great advantage.

Ashbrook’s Stable Arrives.

A great many of the out-of-town
horses have already arrived and are
now domiciled for the week. A. E. Ash-

THEY PAY TRIBUTE
10 THE MEMORY
OF JOHN WESLEY

Methodist Episcopal Churches
of the City and Their Clergy
Join in Commemorating Bi-
centenary Anniversary of Birth
of Founder of Methodism.

All of the Methodist Episcopal
churches of the city united at Central
Park church last evening in services
commemorating the bi-centenary anni-
versary of John Wesley’s birth, and
every seat in that place of worship was
filled, even though the auditorium was
extended to its utmost size, by throw-
ing open the doors to the siti{: apart-
ments.

On an easel at one side of the plat-
form stood a portrait of the founder
of Methodism, over which was grace-
fully draped an American flag, and in
other portions of the church appeared
evidences of special decoration in floral
pieces of appropriate character.
Presiding Elder F. M. Rule conducted
the services and with him on the plat-
form sat a greater number of the Meth-
odist clergy in this city and several
others who participated.

Among the clergymen who occupied
seats upon the platform were Revs.
Benjamin Longley, pastor of Central
Park church; R. N. Avison, Hamline
church; H. D. Seckner, Grace chirch;
S. E. Ryan,” Bates ' Avenue '’ church;
Jacob Berger, < First ' German ‘church;
Ora W. Tayler, Clinton Avenue ‘cehurch;
J.” A. Jacobson, First Norwegian
church; H. V. Givler, First church; A.
L. Koenecke, Dayton’s Bluff German
church; George H. Bridgman, president
Hamline university.

Services Are Elaborated.

The devotional services were some-
what elaborated for thls occasion, par-
ticularly as to musiec, and beside choral
singing by the regular choir of. the
church, included singing by the Nor-
wegian and Danish choir in the Nor-
wegian language; a solo ‘by ‘Miss Bers
ger; and an offertory number by Mas-
ters Robert and Paul Givler on violin
and ’cello.

Van Sant was en the programme
for an address, but was unable to be
present. . ate

Judge Haskell R. Brill, of the Ram-
sey county diStrict court, in a short
address sketched the Iife and work of
John Wesley and its great influence
in the reformation of English morals
in the century in which he lived. Judge
Brill first pictured the moral conditions
in England in the seventeenth century,
when immorality of all kinds ran riot;
and declared that John Wesley was
one of the most potent factors in work-
ing the change. He spoke of the recent
vogue of the so-called “strenuous life”
and said that some people appeared to
believe that it was a recent condition,
but if any man ever lived a strenuous
life and to good purpose it was John
Wesley.

He said that John Wesley began his
career under good influences. He was
born in a rectory, of good Christian
parents, and received his early fraining
at the hands of a mother of rare in-
tellectual powers and accomplishments.
He was educated at Oxford and re-
mained a student all of his life.
Speaking of the Christian zeal and
activity of John Wesley, Judge Brill
said that it had been estimated that he
had delivered more than 40,000 sermons
in the course of his life, and that for
many years he rode 8,000 miles a year
in the performance of his work. >
Of the influence for public good
wielded by John Wesley, Judge Brill
said that when he began his work in
England,  society was fast working
toward a condition which in France
uced the revolution, but largely
ugh the work of Wesley such se-
rious consequences were averted in
England.

German Influence Upon Methodism.

Being called upon to speak of the
“Influence of Methodism Upon the Ger-
man People,” Rev. Jacob Berger added

‘to the scope of that subject by telling

also of the influence which the Ger-

— ——

mans have had upon Methodism and he
showed that it has been great. He re-
ferred to the time when Wesley, be-
fore his conversion, was at sea in a
great storm and was impressed by the
calm bearing of the German Moravians
by reason of their faith in God and the
influence which that experience had
worked in the conversion of Wesley.
He spoke also of the influence which
the teachings of Martin Luther and
other Germans had had upon John
Wesley and said that it was not sur-
prising that Methodism should come
home to the Germans. ™ He reviewed
the history of the German Methodist
church from small beginnings until the
present time, when it has ten confer-
ences in this country, one in Switzer-
land and two in Germany.

" _Rev. Dr. Leighton, a member of the
Kansas conference and pastor of Cen-
tral M. E. church, of Topeka, Kan., took
the platform to make an appeal to
those present on behalf of his church
and to announce that he was in the city
for the purpose of receiving subscrip-
tions. The church, he said, had been
almost entirely destroyed by the re-
cent floods and its 310 members had
been ruined. Briefly he told the story
of the flood which partially submerged
the church, wrecking the interior fur-
nishings and causing the plaster to fal?
away from the walls, which at the
same time wrecked or carried away
the homes of all of the members of the
church and left them homeless and
penniless and without even clothing
with which to begin life anew.

Rev. J. A. Jacobson spoke of “Scan-
dinavian Methodism” and Rev. H. V.
Givler, pastor of the First church,
spoke very briefly.

ITO IS LOSING GROUND
WITH PARTY IN JAPAN

Nava!l Expansion Policy Has Cost Him
Heavily.

TOKIO, June 6, via Victoria, B. C.,
June 21.—The eighteenth session of the
imperial Japanese diet, convened May 8,
came to an end June 4. In October, be-
fore the next session begins, Prince
Konoye’'s presidency of the upper house
will end. The main achievement of the
diet this session was the passage of the
naval expansion bill, but this was only
managed at some cost to ministerial
prestige—the ministry having modified
its platform to meet the views of the
opposition, led by Marquis Ito. The lat-
ter also lost ome followers in the task
of forcing his compromise with the
cabinet on the house.

Apart from the naval expansion bill,
there was no dinternational subject be-
fore the house. The leading papers of
St. Petersburg are reporte das regard-
ing the Japanese naval expansion biil
as of profound significance.

Regarding the previously reported
scandalous conditions surrounding the
construction of the Uraga Dock Co., no
authoritative statement has been is-
sued. Japanese papers, however, are
full of hints as to the impending col-
lapse of the company In cofisequence of
this contract.
