PREPARING FOR FIELD TRIALS.

South Dakota Association Making Prepa-

rations for Annual Events.

SIOUX FALLS, S. D., June .21.—LewHawley, of this city, secretary' of the
South Dakota Field Trial association, and
the other officers of the organization are
making the preliminary arrangements for
the annual field trials, which are to be
held in August.

Last year the trials were held on the
grounds near Salem, but this year they
will take place about four miles south-
west of Sioux Falls.

A little later in the season a patrol will
be established on the grounds, so the
birds will not be molested and driven
away, thus insuring some rare sport
when the trials are held.

Entries for the trials close July 31.
Although last year's trials were very
successful, both in number of entries
and in the interest manifested, this year's
meet is confidently expected to surpass
last year's events in every particular.

Most of the states of the Union will
be represented by one or more entries.
Invitations have been extended to Thomas
Johnson, of Winnipeg, and C. B. Whit-
ford, of Chicago to net as judges of the
trials. Both are experienced men. The
former acted in a similar capacity dur-
ing the past two or three annual trials
of the South Dakota association and gave
the best of satisfaction.

There will be three stakes again this
year—the All-Age, the Derby, and theSubscription. A change in the division of
the prizes has been decided upon.

In the All-Age and Derby contests the
prizes will be divided as follows: 32%
27%. 22% and 17y2- In the Subscription
stake it will be divided at 50, 30 and 20.

The officers of the association expect
that over $2,000 will be distributed in the
various prizes.

TO BE'FAVORITE

Crews at Pouqhkeepsle Com-
plain of Overweight From

Cool Weather.

POUGHKEEPSIE, Jff. V.. June 21.—
The principal concern of the coaches of
the college crews Is that their men are
all putting on weight. This is due to
the continued cool weather and ft has
necessitated harder work on the part
of all the rowers. The coacEes are
hoping that tomorow will bring a radi-
cal change of weather. They say they
do not care how hot it may be, the hot-
ter the better. The Wisconsin men es-
pecially are overweight and today
Coach ODea sent two men, Bartel and
Mather, for a long walk in the rain,
each man wearing two or three sweat-
ers. Each man lost three or four
pounds by the road walk. In this con-
nection it is interesting to note that
the Columbia 'varsity eight in their
four-mile trial last evening lost an
average of 3% pounds per man. The
doors of all the boat houses were
closed and locked today and not one.
of the 109 oarsmen comprising the vari-
ous crews were on the river. The Wis-
consin delegation went across the river
and made a call on the Cornell oars-
men. They spent an hour in conversa-

tlon, In which crew matters were barely
discussed.

There is little or no betting as yet.
but ail the speculation favors Cornell
and the public confidence in the ability
of Courtney's men to win is shared by
the Ithacans themselves. There never
has been a more marked air of confi-
dence about a Cornell crew quarter
than there is this year and it Is evident
from th» manner of all, from coach to
coxswain that they expect victory In
the coming contest.
