
COURT REFUSES TO
DECLARE AGAINST

DOWN TOWN PARK
Judge Lewis Denies Interested

Property Owners* Application

for Injunction Restraining

George E. Lennon.

Judge Lewis yesterday handed down
a derision denying the application for
a temporary injunction restraining

President George E. Lennon from com-
pleting the work on the new down-
town baseball park, which is located in
the vicinity of Central park.

As soon as the decision was made
known, Mr. Lennon announced that

•\\orkmen would commence work today
on the new grand stand and fence, and
the remaining work to be done on the
grounds will be pushed to completion
jis rapidly as a large force of men can
do it.

"I expect to have the park completed
early In July." said Mr. Lennon to
T he Globe last night. "Ifour plans
do not miscarry and we are able to se-
cure the help desired we will be ready
to play baseball at the new park July
T. I have been receiving congratulav
tions all afternoon on our victory in the
injunction case, which goes to show
that the people favor a down-town
park.**

The application for a temporary in-
junction was made by property own-
ers in the vicinity of the new park,
%vho contended that the game of base-
ball was disorderly and that the estab-
lishment of a park on the site pro-
posed would prove a nuisance. It was
also charged that a baseball park
would result in a decrease in the value
of the adjacent property. The case was
argued before Judge Lewis Saturday.

Judge Lewis, in denying the injunc-
tion, does so without prejudice to the
rights of the plaintiffs, who are privi-
leged to make such farther application
as they may deem advisable when the
circumstances permit. In the memo-
randum attached to his decision. Judge
Lewis Bays!

The Memorandum.
"The general rule of law is to the ef-

fect that where an answer under oath
denies the equities of the complaint a
temporary injunction will not be
granted..

"It is also a rule of law that a tem-porary injunction will not be granted
unless it clearly appears that such a
remedy is necessary to protect the
rights of the persons applying therefor
pending suit, and, where the case is
not free from doubt and it does not ap-
pear that the denial of the temporary-
injunction will deprive the court of its
power to afford the plaintiff relief on a
final- hearing, such an application
should be denied.

"The question whether the encroach-
ment of business interests destroys the
desirability of residence territory is not
one of law, but it is a question for the
local authorities and the legislature to
determine, and is not a question for the
court, for it concerns public and notprivate rights. It does not appear, nor
is it claimed here, that the mere erec-
tion of the fence or the amphitheater
\u25a0will, in itself, constitute a nuisance.
Neither will mere possibility of injury,
or anything short of reasonable prob-
ability in that respect be sufficient to
warrant a resort to this remedy.

"The law is Jfc-ell settled that an In-
junction will not lie against a lawful
business, simply because it is feared it
will become offensive, for the presump-
tion is that it will be conducted in an
orderly manner, and an injunction will
not issue in such a case unless it ap-
pears that the conduct of the business
itself is necessarily a nuisance.

"Great American Game."
"As is well stated in cited cases.Among the rights to be enjoyed by a

large class of persons in a crowded*
city, is the privilege of attending
places of open-air amusement such asare sought to be condemned in this
complaint. It cannot be said that thegame of baseball is a nuisance per se.
On the contrary, it has taken rank* as
the "great American game," more gen-
erally patronized, perhaps, than any
other. Of course, if permitted to de-
generate into a mere rallying place for
drunkards, rowdies, bullies and men o?
like kind, both the criminal and the
civil law would furnish adequate reliefto abate such a nuisance, but we can-
not in advance anticipate such to be
the necessary consequences of its In-auguration.'

"My conclusion upon the pleadings
and affidavits is that the answer fully
and fairly negatives all of the equities
Jn the complaint, and contains no mat-
ter which entitles plaintiffs to take ad-vantage of any one of the exceptionsto the general rule. For these reasons
this application is denied, with theprivilege to plaintiffs to make furtherapplication, should the subsequent con-duct of these grounds constitute a
nuisance."

Their form is
excellent and their weights and heights
are to their advantage, but you musi
consider that all tha ottser crews are
good. I won't say ju&t-aa good as Cor-
nell, but the difference is 50 slight that
no man with any d^grefc of certainty
can form an opinion t.o which is the
fastest crew. r \,\u25a0

"I look for a very close race and one
which will be worth-going a long dis-
tance to see. If the leaders are not
lapped at the finishv I shall be sur-
prised." \u25a0»:

Circuit Attorney Folk Charges Turf In-
vestment Man With Grand Larceny.

Cardinals Created, Archbishops
Appointed and Ancient Cere-

monies Observed.

ROME, June 22.—The consistory to-
day was specially important, owing to
the persistent rumors regarding the
pope's ill health and the previous post-
ponements. A man capable of under-
going the strain of such a function has
plenty of vitality. The pontiff's fea-
tures seemed slightly more clear cut
and his hands trembled perceptibly,
but his voice was plainly heard, though,
it has lost something of its power. The
consistory was shortened as much as
possible and lasted only thirty-five
minutes. All the cardinals of the
Curia were invited to the Vatican half
an hour before the pope's appearance
and they assembled in the consistory
hall in order of precedence. The en-
trance of the pope, clad in white vest-
ments and surrounded by his trusted,
companions in their robes, gave a fin-
ishing touch to the scene.

After receiving the homage of those
present the pontiff read a prayer, and
then he proceeded to the nomination
of the new cardinals. The traditional
secrecy was maintained, though now it
is largely a matter of form. The pope
proposed each new cardinal, the mem-
bers of the sacred college signifying
their assent by raising their caps. The
following were created cardinals: Mgr.
Fischer, archbishop of Cologne; Mgr.
Taliani, papal nuncio at Vienna; Mgr.
Caviochioni, secretary of the congre-
gation of the council; Mgr. Ajuti, papal
nuncio at Lisbon; Mgr. Nocella, sec-
retary of the Consistory congregation;
Mgr. Katsehthaler, archbishop of Salz-
burg, Austria; Most Rev. Herroy Es-
pinoza, archbishop of Valencia.

The pope transferred Cardinal Sera-
fino Vannutelli from the bishopric of
Frascati to that of Porto Santa Rufina,
which is of higher rank. Cardinal Sa-
tolli was transferred from the titular
bishopric of Santa Maria, in Aracoeli,
to the diocese of Frascati, near Rome,
the summer residence of the Roman
aristocracy. Afterwards the pope an-
nounced the nominations of several
archbishops who had been appointed
by brief. The pontiff appointed Car-
dinal Agliarida, who has been replaced
as prefect of economy of the propa-
ganda, to be vice chancellor of the
Chiesa Delia Volpe.

The pope delivered a short allocu-
tion, which he intended to be kept se-
cret, though containing nothing of
great importance. He merely greeted
the cardinals and said he liked to dis-
cuss only pleasant subjects, but satis-
factory events were mingled withpainful occurrences. The demonstra-
tions of loyalty from all over the world
on the occasion of his jubilee had
caused him great joy. He had been
saddened, however, by the persecu-
tions of which the church was the ob-
ject. The pope evidently referred to
the suppression of the unauthorized
congregations in France.

At the conclusion of the consistory
the pope went to the throne room,
where, surrounded by the cardinals and
the papal court, he received the hom-age of the new archbishops and bish-
ops. The ancient ceremonies were ob-
served, each of the prelates kissing
the pontiff's foot and receiving theapostolic benediction. Meanwhile, the
masters of ceremonies, accompanied by
church dignitaries, proceeded to the
residence of Mgrs. Fischer. Cavicchi-
oni and Xocella, announced their ap-
pointments and informed them that
the pope would bestow the red hats on
them at a public consistory, to be held
Thursday. Specially selected mem-
bers of the noble guard will be sent toofficially convey the news to appointees
who are abroad.

It is reported that on his return to
his apartments, afer the consistory,
the pope said, smiling, to his attend-
ants: "There is no doubt I feel better
after these ceremonies."

Among the appointments confirmed
today was that of Father Robert Seton
formerly of Jersey City, as titulararchbishop of Heliopolis.
