Wife of Artist Finnell Has Him
Adjudged Insane in
Probate Court.

Carl August Finnell, landscape artist,
was yesterday committed to the insane
asvlum at Rochester, after an exami=-
Hix-iiﬂﬂ in the probate court. The in-
formation, charging Finnell with being
insane, was sworn out by his wife.

Finnell, who is an artist of marked
ability, has been in the police court
. number of times during the past few
months, always to answer charge of
non-support made by his wife. It was
charged that his love for his art was
so strong that he declined to do any
other kind of work, considering it be-
neath his dignity of an artist to per-

form manual labor. For the past five
vears he had no work, except occa-
sionally to wash the dishes for his wife,
and during that time he had contribut-
ed less than $6 towards the support of
his family. After spending some time
in jail for non-support, he was recently
taken before Judge Lewis, of the dis-
trict court, who allowed him his liberty
upon his promise to go to work a.nd
provide for the support of his wife.
Finnell failed to kéep his promise, and
his wife caused his arrest upon an in-

formation charging him with being in-
sane.

To the physicians who examined him
in the probate court yesterday Finnell
said ke considered it a disgrace for an

artist to work at anything other than
his art. He was taken to Rochester
yesterday afternoon.

LOOPING THE LOOP
1S SIMPLE IF YOU
POSSESS THE NERVE

Clear Head and Intelligent
Control of His Musc_les.

Diavalo's wonderful performance of
looping the loop on a bicycle with the
Forepaugh & Sells Bros. circus pre-
sents a most interesting demonstration
of a great scientific principle which
plays its part in preventing the earth
from dropping into the sun, and the
moon from being precipitated into the
earth, no less than in keeping the
rider and his wheel from falling to the
ground when he hangs, head down-
ward, in midair, at the top of the loop.

Centrifugal force is the agent con-
cerned in this seemingly miraculous
feat, a force that has many applica-
tions in everyday life, some of which—
like the swinging of a bucketful of wa-
ter around the head without spilling—
astonish the uninitiated, while others
are go familiar that nobody stops to
think of them. But when applied in
the case under consideration, centrifu-
gal force presents itself in a most
sensational form.

Yet, thrilling though it is to watch
i the bold rider defying gravitation, like
;a fly on the ceiling, without anything
| except his motion to hold in place, the

The practice. of pldacing huge tor-
pedoes and potash upon the street car
tracks, however, will be -prevented
where possible, for the travel in street
cars on the Fourth is heavy, the
explosion of such things beneath the
car wheels, producing nervousness
among the passengers, has created
numerous protests.

Yesterday was the first day that the
sale of fireworks was permitted under
the police regulations, but the sales
were not heavy. Hardware dealers
have laid in large stocks of pistols and
powder, with loads of blank cartrides,
in anticipation of the usual heavy de-
mand for such articles. Some of these
toys are harmless, but others, in the
hands of the small boy, are nearly as
dangerous as a regular revolver would
be

The agitation for a noiseless Fourth
has had a tendency to turn the atten-
tion of celebraters to the display fire-
works, instead of to the noise-produc-
ing instruments and crackers. As a
result, more money will be spent this
vear on the evening display fireworks
than on the noise makers.

natural law that he obeys is extremely
simple and perfectly certain in its op-
eration. If he observes all the require-
ments of that law it will -never fail
him, so that his safety depends entire-
ly upon himself. He must develop a
centrifugal force great enough to coun-
terbalance his weight when he is at the
top of the circle. Mathematics, know-
ing the size of the loop, is able to tell
him how to develop the force needed.
The force depends upon the velocity
with which he moves. He acquires that
velocity, not by pedaling, but by riding
down a steep slope. How high must
the starting point be? A general rule,
applying to all such cases, is that the
elevation of the point from which he
starts must be to the elevation of the
top of the loop in the ratio exceeding
that of 5 to 4.
To Overcome Gravitation.

Suppose that the actual loop is twen-
ty feet in diameter. Then from our
rule, it is evident that the starting
platform must be at a height of at
least twenty-five feet. In descending
a vertical height of twenty-five feet
under the force of gravitation, and
neglecting all the effects of friction and
resistence of the air, the rider would
acquire a velocity of forty feet a sec-
ond, or more than twenty-seven miles
an hour. This would just suffice to
carry him around the loop, loss from
resistance and friction again being
neglected.

But in actual practice.no loss can be
neglected. The air resistance and the
friction must all be carefully allowed
for, and this is the business of the en-
gineer who plans the apparatus. Ac-
cordingly if the loop is twenty feet
high, the starting platform must be
more than twenty-five feet in height
and the acquired velocity must exceed
that named above. Of course, the loop
may be less than twenty feet in height,
and then all the other dimensions will
be proportionately reduced.

It is probable that, in the actual case
considered, the velocity with which the
rider arrives at the bottom of the slope
and begins the ascent of the circular
loop is at least thirty miles an hour.
This velocity immediately and rapidly
falls off as he commences the ascent of
the steepening curve, so that ‘when he
reaches the top he is moving only fast
enough to impart a centrifugal force
exceeding his weight (or the effect of
gravitation) by a margin sufficiently
large to insure bis safety. -

Terrific Pressure on Him.

Next, let us put ourselves in imagina-
tion in the rider's place and consider
his situation with regard to the forces
of which he has now become the play-
thing. As the bicycle strikes the curve
of the loop and begins to ascend, the
wheels are pressed. against the track
with tremendous force, and the rider is
pitched forward with an energy which
only practice and trained muscles can
enable him to withstand. It is as if the
weight of a half a dozen men had sud-
denly been thrown upon him and his
machine. If we estimate the actual
weight of bicycle and rider at 2001
pounds, then it can be shown that their
combined weight, or rather their pres-
sure upon the track owing to centrifu-
gal force, becomes, as they begin the
ascent ‘of the loop, more than a thou-
sand pounds. And this, too, at the min-
imum speed theoretically required to
carry them around. In practice this
pressure may be considerably greater.
Here, then, would seem to be a point of
special danger. The rider must be pre-
pared for this instantaneous increase
of virtual weight. He has to keep his

 nerves steady and his head clear, and |

must retain contrg) gver his muscles in
order to hold his halance and guide his
wheel.  But this ig.pnly a beginning.

As he rises, in a moment he is going
straight ‘upward,  and 41e pressure
swiftly diminishes. When he whirls
across the overhead portion of -the
track and reaches the center of the top
of the curve his head is down, his feet
are up and his bicyele is on top of him.
They are sustained only by centrifugal
force, Gravitation is pulling them
straight downward with a force of 200
pounds. If the centrifugal force but
slightly exceeds gravitation at this
point, the rider, if he has time to anal-
yze his sensations, must feel almost as
if he were floating like a feather, de-
prived of nearly all weight.

The Critical Point.

This is the critical point. If the cal-
culations have been correct, there will
be enough velocity remaining when the
top is reached to counterbalance grav-
itation, and even if the excess is slight,
the rider and his wheel will pass on,
and, once over the center, they are
henceforth secure against a fall. They
will remain on the track during the
downward journey. Theoretically, with.
a loop twenty feet in diameter, and
neglecting resistance, they much reach
the top with a velocity of nearly six
feet a second. In practice the velocity
would have to be considerably greater.

But consider the effects upon mind
and body of the rapid changes of ap-
parent weight that the rider under-
goes. At the bottom of -the loop his
apperent weight was instantaneously
increased to a prodigious amount, al-
most crushing ,him down upon the
handle bar. This lasts but a moment
and then, again almost instantaneously,
his weight drops from him, and at the
top of the loop he seems to weigh com-
paratively little, but only to be a sec-
ond later again bent over the handle
bar by the pushing pressure, as the
wheel, having gained momentum,
swings upon the slope leading to the
stopping place.

It is apparent, from what has been
-said, that the principal peril involved is
personal in its origin. The rider must
not allow his head to swim, or his mus-
cles to relax théir control over the
wheel. Given perfect self-command the
danger is reduced to'a minimum.

Could Loop the World.

The same force that carries the rider
around his twenty-foot- circle would
carry him, through empty space, com-
pletely around the earth, if he could
start from a mountain top with a
velocity of miles, instead of a few
vards, per second. The needed velocity
varies with the radius of the circle
traversed.

Among the familiar examples of cen-
trifugal force may be mentioned again
the case of a bucket or pail of water,
swung about the head at the end of a
rope, in such a manner that the water
remains in place even when the bucket
is upside down. This experiment is
easily tried. In order to impart the
requisite velocity to the mass of water
in the pail it is only necessary to
swing it to and fro like- pendulum,
gradually, having thus been  brought
to arlevel with the shoulders, it can be
whirled over the head, in a complete
circle, the rope remaining taut all the
time. 3 }

The pair of balls on the governor of

a steam engine act on the same prin-
ciple, for an increase of velocity, causing
them to whirl more rapidly around the
perpendicular axis to which they are
connected, drives them further apart
by centrifugal force.
. This principle is-:also ' employed in
various .mills to separate- light and
heavy bodies, or particles that have
become mingled together, by causing
them to revolve with a circular mo-
tion,- whereby the heavy particles, de-
veloping more centrifugal force on ac-
count of their superior weight, are di-
vided from the others. -

It is the centrifugal force that throws
water "in showers of drops from a
swiftly rotated grindstone,.and gouts
of mud from speeding wheels. Great
flywheels are occasionally burst asun-
der by the centrifugal force developed
through their too rapid revoiution.

That It Is a Case of Pay-up or
See the Van.

The furniture-collecting vans in
charge of deputy sheriffs will be start-
ed out next Thursday morning, and no
delinquent tax dodger will be over-
looked.

This was the announcement made by
Sheriff Justus yesterday, and he de-
clared with some emphasis that there
was not a particle of bluff in the an-
nouncement. The sheriff has been
preparing for this crusade for some
days, but desired to give all delin-
quents an dpportunity to come in and
settle before more strenuous measures
were resorted to. Yesterday the clerks
in the sheriff’s office were busy mail-
ing final notices to the delinquents.
warning them that if their delinquent
personal property taxes were not paid
within five days and goo&s which
might be found in their pessession
would be seized and sold in order to
satisfy the judgments. More than
1,200 of these notices were mailed yes-
terday, and it was made plain,in the
notice that the warning was a final
one.

The next notice the delinquents re-
ceive will be when a huge furniture
van, in charge of deputy sheriffs, backs
up at their door and the deputies com-
mence moving the furniture out. An-
ticipating a rushing business when the
vans commence moving, Sheriff Justus
has rented space in a large warehouse
In which to store the spoils of the
raids.

“When we start the vans out it will
not be in any half-hearted manner,”
said Sheriff Justus yesterday. “The
county commissioners have forced me
to this plan of collecting the delin-
quent taxes, and I will do my best to
fulfill their desires. Household furni-
ture is not the only class of goods we
will go after. Many merchants and
business men are on the delinquent
list, and the goods in their stores are
not exempt from execution. We are
|-golng after all of them, and the depu-
ties will be instructed to ‘get the
pt'xo(;uzy or the goods’ at every place vis-
ited.’

The delinquent taxes for which the
sheriff holds executions are the taxes
of 1901, and the aggregate amount
owing the county from this source is
close to $15,000. Sheriff Justus be-
lieves he can collect at least $16,000 of
this amount, as many of the delin-
quents are well-to-do citizens, includ-
ing lawyers, doctors, business men and
others who are able to pay.
