SIM QUESTION
INVOEVES RABBIS

IN CONTROVERSY
Central Conference Is Not Sat-

isfied With the Report of Its

Committee, Which Must Try

Again.

DETROIT, Mich., July I.—-The re-
port from the Sabbath committee to
the cenrtral conference of the Ameri-
can rabbis today provoked a discus-
sion which occupied a large part of
two sessions and resulted in the re-
port being sent back to the commit-
tee to be placed in more concise form.
The Sabbath committee was appointed
at the last conference to consider and
report on seven questions bearing on
the Jewish Sabbath, one of the most
important of which was whether hold-
ingl service on Sunday in Jewish tem-
ples was a schismatic act which would
result in separating the reformed
Jews from their brethren.

The committee was formed of seven
rabbis. The report, as many of those
present pointed out, did not give an-
swers to the questions. Instead of
definite recommendations on the ques-
tions long disquisitions were given on
them. This brought a heated debate.
Dr. Silverman, of New York, president
of the conference, rebuked the com-
mittee for not answering the questions
more specifically.

Committeeman in Defense.
The criticism brought Dr. Sonnen-

schien, of Dcs Moines, to his feet, with
the claim that he was the one mem-
ber of the committee who had given a
concise, direct answer in the part of
the committee's report that he wrote,
and he declared that he resented the
criticism and for thM reason wished
to deliberately resign from the com-
mittee. He was prevailed upon to re-
main. After considerable more debate
and discussion, a motion was made to
postpone consideration on the. Sab-
bath matter until the next conference.
This was strongly opposed, severrj of
the rabbis declaring that it would
stamp the conference as being too
timorous to meet the question and
solve It now.

Dr. Philipson, of Cincinnati, moved
that the report be referred back to
the committee, to be put in the shape
of de!U)ite resolutions, making spe-
cific recommendations on each of the
points. This was carried, and the
committee was ordered again to con-
sider the question.

It was said the conference had been
misrepresented on this Sabbath ques-
tion; that the question of substituting
Sunday for Saturday as the Jewish
Sabbath was not before the confer-
ence and never had been. The ques-
tion was simply whether it was proper
to hold services in Jewish temples on
Sunday, for the benefit of many per-
sons who were not able to attend serv-
ices on Saturday; whether is was a
schismatic act, and whether it would
cause a schism in the church.

What the Committee Reported.
The committee decided that it had

no jurisdiction to recommend anything
In the nature of legislation looking to-
ward any change and declared that the
conference was incompetent to legis-

late any fundamental Jewish institu-
tion out of existence. The committee
reported that a definition of the re-
ligious authority that should regulate
the authority and discipline of the
Jews was paramount to any other
question. It recommended the crea-
tion of a national conference, compos-
ed of rabbis and laymen, constituting
an authority to which all ritual and
discipline questions might be referred.
This plan is, in effect, a scheme to
consolidate the conference of Ameri-
can rabbis and the union of American
Hebrew congregations for the purpose
of creating an organic union between
both bodies.

The committee also reported that
\u25a0while, historically, it could not find any
argument to declare a change from
Sabbath to Sunday schismatic, it
would prefer to relegate so important
a question to any future authority,
properly constituted, to decide it.

The committee on the order of
services on Passover eve, at the morn-
ing session, reported in favor of one of
the rituals at present in use for serv-
ices on this occasion, and the report
was referred back to it to consider a
number of other rituals, and It will
report to the next conference. Rabbi
Grossman, of Cincinnati, read a paper
on "Methods in the Modern Jewish
School.*

LAND OFFICE PROSPERITY.

Duluth and St. Cloud Report an Increase
In Business.

CHEMISTS PLAY THE
iOLE OF DETECTIVES

Government Employes Watch
Food and Drinkfor Harm-

ful Adulterations.

Uncle Sam has many detectives besides
those employed in the secret service.
Some are chemists, who pursue offenders
by means of retorts and test tubes. For
the purpose of "deduction" they substitute
chemical analysis, and the evidence they
gather is in the form of molecules and
atoms.

These sleuths lately have had a great
deal of trouble with the manufacturers of
"soft drinks." Some of these "non-alco-
holic" beverages contain almost as much
alcohol as straight whisky. This is espe-
cially true in parts of the country where
there are prohibition laws. Beer masquer-
ades as "hop pop" and "Quaker Beer,"
while stronger tipple is concealed under
the labels of proprietary medicines.

The most desperate and resourceful ruf-
fian celebrated in the novels of the "fam-
ilystory" papers was never so ingenious
in his disguises as the Demon Rum, who
is continually pursued by the laboratory
detectives of the treasury. No sooner do
they strip off his mask In one place than
he turns up in another. Of all slippery
customers he is the most difficult to catch,
and sometimes he is able to" evade pursuit
altogether—by resorting to the older dodge,
for example. Cider is the only alcoholic
beverage that is not taxed. When sold fer-
mented, in bottles, it contains ordinarily
4 or 5 per cent of alcohol, but this amount
may be increased largely by adding su-
gar—sufficiently, indeed, to render the
beverage qv.He Intoxicating. In this form
it is sold and the r>r°fit of the manufac-
ture, who pays no tax. is great.

The so-called ' medicines." that contain
large percentages of alcohol, are hardest
to deal with. In many cases it is diffi-
cult to determine whether they arc bong,
fide remedies or beverages in disguise.
A bottled compound that is really nau-
seous in flavor will pass inspection,
though it be actually above the "proof" of
whisky, while another preparation, rela-
tively non-spirituous, but of agreeable
taste, will be pounced upon and taxed.

More interesting even than the ques-
tion of alcohol in "non-alcoholic" bever-
ages is the oleomargarine problem, which
recently has presented some decidedly
novel problems. Congress has placed a
tax of 10 cents a pound (practically pro-
hibitive) on artificially colored "butter" of
of this counterfeit kind, whereas, when not
colored it has to pay only one-fourth of a
cent a pound. People will not buy it
unless it has the real hue of butter, and
so the oleo manufacturers are put to it
to find some way of evading the law.

They manage It by employing what
they call "natural" means for coloring the
product. Instead of utilizingfor the pur-
pose the fat of steers, which is white,
they use that of old cows, which is quite
yellow, .thus giving to the oleomargarine
a suitable tint. Another method adopted
is to add a small percentage of "palm
oil," which is of a vivid crange yellow, to
the substance. The packers have been
accustomed to resort to this trick, but.
as an improvement on it. the palm oil
is now put into the cottonseed oil, which
is an important constituent of the artifi-
cial butter of today.

There is a simple process by which
any housewife may determine whether
her butter is the real stuff or oleomarga-
rine. All she lias to do is to put a little
of it in a frying pan, held over the fire.
Butter will bubble up and keep on bub-
bling and foaming because of the air i
contains. Oleomargarine, on the other
hand, when thus treated, will immediately
dlsolve Into an oil with almost no bub-bling.

The public at large is altogether ig-
norant as to the meaning of the term
"renovated butter," though something
like 23,000.000 pounds of the product were
sold in this country during the last year.
Immense quantities of butter are unsal-
able, having turner! rancid or moldly,
or because the stuff was so poor In the
first place, and of such material the bulk
is collected in small lots by grocery stores
in provincial districts. It is not wholly
valueless, because it can be put through
a process that will render it marketable
at a price, and though some of it is only
a shade better than soap fat, even the
worst of it is worth somethhing.

The laboratory detectives analyze sam-
ples of this renovated butter in order to
make sure that it is not adulterated and
that it does not contain more than the
proper percentage of water. Another part
of their business is to detect the falsifi-
cation of wheat flour, with which as'much
as 50 per cent of corn meal Is sometimes
mixed. They protect not only the govern-
ment, but the public as well from cheats,
and the savings they effect in a single
twelvemonth run up into the millions of
dollars.

PRINCESS OF DENMARK
IS NOTED FOR WEALTH

Bears the Distinction of Being Europe's

Richest Royal Woman.

The Crown Princess of Denmark, who.is
now in Paris with her husband, is not cel-
ebrated for her good looks, but she has the
more, permanent distinction of being the
richest royal princess in Europe. Her
royal highness was left by her mother,
the late queen of Sweden, a fortune of
sixty millions of marks —about fifteen mil-
lions of our democratic dollars —and this
legacy, through being wisely invested, is
said to have increased to an even more
impressive sum.

And not only is the future queen of
Denmark distinguished for her wealth, but
she is generally spoken of as the tallest
of European royal women. She is more
than six feet, and it has been noticed dur-
ing her recent stay in Paris —where, by the
way, both she and the crown prince are
exceedingly popular—that at no matter
what aristocratic function her royal high-
ness is present, she towers above all the
rest of the company in a fashion wonder-
ful to behold.

These are not. however, the only re-
spects in which Louise, crown princess of
Denmark, is noticeable among women
with royal blood in their veins. As the
mother of no less than eight children
she would have the hearty approval of
President Roosevelt, whose good opinion,
by the way,is beginning to be valued on the
other side of the water even by royalties.
The crown princess - has four sons and
four daughters, the youngest of them all
being little Princess Dagmar, who was
born in IS9O.

Most of the mother's fortune will p«3S
to the princess' eldest son, Prince Chris-
tian, who married in 1898 Princess Alex-
andrina, sister Of the reigning grand duke
of Mecklenburg-Schwerin. The crown
princess' second son, Prince Charles,
also is a benedict, having espoused, in
1896, Princes Maud, of Wales, the young-
est daughter of King Edward VII."

Attracts a Representative

Gathering and Events ofDerby

Day Are Successfully Given.

J. Pluvius, Esq., evidently repented
of his harshness towards the pro-
moters of the Minneapolis horse show
and race meet yesterday, and the post-
poned Derby day attractions were
successfully pulled off before a com-
fortable audience of Twin City jje^ple
at Hamline.

A clear sky and Jv«»t breeze enough
to make it comfortably ccol offered
conditions which, coupled with the
rather more than passable state of
the track, aided in making the occa-
sion successful from every standpoint.

Prominent society people from both
cities filled the boxes,.while the main
balcony of the grand stand was com-
fortably filled;

The events went off smoothly, and,
barring some small delay in the open-
ing of the programme, the schedule
was followed to the letter.

Nonamie, owned by E. W. Backus,
of Minneapolis, and driven by Loomis,
h.id things all its own way in the 2:10
pace, the first race of the horse show.
This horse was clearly far superior to
the others entered, and demonstrated
this by winning the race in three
straight heats.

Diedine, owned by Peter Truax, of
Eau Claire, was the only worthy com-
petitor that Nonamie had. In the first
heat the difference between the two
animals at the tape was only half a
length. Dodine also ran second in the
second heat, but was over a length in
the rear. In this and the third heat
the winning horse was not pushed,
victory coming easy.

Charles Dewey. entered by Anton
Miesen. made a poor showing. Time —
First heat, 2:12%; second heat, 2:12%;
third heat, 2:14%.

The one and a quarter-mile dash, in
which four horses were entered, was
the least Interesting event of the day,
since only Charles Elliott's Henry
Launt and Henry Gould's Jupiter
started. Henry Launt had an easy time
of it, taking the lead from the very
start. On the third quarter Jupiter
was urged forward some, but never
got within a length of his opponent.
On the stretch Henry Launt increased
his lead, crossing the tape six lengths

to the good. The time was 2:27%.
Peerless Was Ciever Winner.

By far the most interesting event of
the day In any department was the
five-mile Automobile Derby, in which
six m&£hlneg were entered.

Through fear of accident it was de-
cided to run off the race in two sec-
tions, the three entries in the first di-
vision being a Peerless, entered by E.
H. Moulton Jr., Minneapolis (H. D.
Savage, chaffeuer); A Winton, entered
and driven by J. B. Gilfillan Jr., and a
six-horse power Rambler, entered and
operated by Charles P. Joy, of St. Paul.

The Peerless, a sixteen horse power
machine, pitted against a more power-
ful machine by four horse power, clear-
ly demonstrated its superiority, and
Savage won out cleverly through sheer
superiority of machine and chaffeur-
ship.

Mr. Joy, although he made a good
showing with his small machine, was
never in the race from the start.

The race.between the other two big

machines was thrilling. Sa%'age led
only by a few feet when the machines-
flew over the tape on the first mile,
making it in 1:32. The lead was main-
tained for another mile, but on the next
Gilfillanovertook the Peerless and had
a small lead at the end of the third
mile. On the back stretch Savage cir-
cled his competitor and after that was
not passed. He won the heat by 100
feet.

Although the official time of the race
was 8:34, several reliable stop-
watches held in the grand stand clip-
ped that time by 1 1-2 seconds.

The entries in the second division
were the Peerless, driven and entered
by E. H. Moulton Jr.; the Winton, en-
tered by George W. Peavy and driven
by A. B. Bennett, and the Cadillac,
entered by Harry Pence and driven by

N. E. Brown.
At the get-away Moulton took the

lead, and increased it steadily until, at
the mile and a half, he was at least
an eighth in the lead and running
easy. The audience looked to see the
five miles completed in eight minutes
or under. In some unexplainable man-
ner, however, one of the important
mechanisms connected with the fuel
feed went wrong, and Moulton was
obliged to slow up and almost stop.
Bennet passed him and continued the
race, merely for the time, Moulton
driving his machine slowly from the
track. The Cadillac seemingly suffer-
ed from a defect in its machinery, and
indeed covered the course so slowly
that but four miles had be£n covered
by Brown when Bennet, in the Winton,
passed the tape on the last lap.

MINNEAPOLIS 1
"ONLY A PACK OF

LIES" SAYS NELSON
Then He Gives Excuses for Pat-

ients Dying at Minneapolis

Police Station.

"I will make no statement. This
thing Is a pack of lies, gotten up by
my enemies, and I do not propose to
discuss the matter. I have been at-
tacked on all sides ever since I came
into office, and I have become cal-
loused."

So declared Henry S. Nelson, the
city physician of Minneapolis and head
of the city hospital, when asked re-
garding 1 the refusal of his assistant,
Dr. Gray, to permit Martin Roach, who
died in a police station cell, to be re-
moved to the city hospital, on the
ground that he was suffering from
delirium tremens and his ravings
would disturb the patients In the in-
stitution.

The autopsy showed that while
Roach was a victim of alcoholism, he
was also a sufferer from pneumonia,

and. his delirium might have been
caused by this rather than from liquor.

The doctor declared he would not
discuss the case, but he continued as
follows:

'•The police at the lock-up are bet-
ter able to take care of tremens cases
In a cell than we are at the city hos-
pital. What would you have me do?
Take a raving maniac into the city
hospital, where we have typhoid fever
cases? His ravings would have driven
patients from out our wards.

"Is it not better that the healthy

men who are confined in the police sta-
tion should be disturbed by the rav-
ings of tremen patients than that
the sickly persons in the city hospital

should be compelled to flee from the
place under the misapprehension that
their lives are in danger?

"The members of the board of chari-
ties and corrections," continued the doc-
tor, "have tied me down to a strict
rule of admitting only bed-ridden pa-
tients, and while it is true I have ad-
mitted tremens cases occasionally, it
has been, only when the patient was in
danger of dying.

"This man Roach had money to pay
for his treatment at another hospital

and offered to pay for his care. 'The
police say he was not rational,' and
why was it he was not taken to another
hospital which receive these cases, or
to some sanitarium which makes a
specialty of tremens?

Humming Bird a Fghter.
Although the English sparrow has man-aged in lar£e measure to banish from its

haunts many larger native birds, and even
the courageous little wren, there Is ono
smaller bird of which It ls afraid. Thistiny but formidable enemy Is the hum- ,
mlng bird.

The familiar principles of physios that
the striking power of a body in motion Inequal to Its weight multiplied by its ve-locity is the secret of tho humming bird's
superiority over the sparrow. Tho hum-ming bird's weight ls small, but its speed
is high, and Its buzzing haste has genuine
terror for Its larger enemy.

The uneasy cries of a sparrow attra<-t<rl
the attention of an observer the other day,
who presently discovered the sparrow sit-
ting well up in a pine tree. Ju*t within a
foot of the frightened bird buzzed a hum-
ming bird, its misty wings and keen beak
suggesting a tiny aerial ram in tlight ami \u25a0

bent upon puncturing some greater craft
In the air.

The sparrow stood its ground until the
beak seemed about to pierce Its broa.H?;
and then took flight, with the angry littlihumming bird in hot pursuit. The hum-
ming bird soon returned, apparently hav-
ing given up the chase, possibly be<
it had driven the enemy far enough from
the nest.
