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Hardly an Echo of the Outside World in
the Board Roon-aﬂd Dealings Fell to a
New Level of Inactiyity—Bank State-
ment Makes a Weak Showing.

NEW YOREK., July B.5Many members
of the stock exchange wWho had petitioned
the board of governors:io ‘make today a
holiday ignored the session today and
went out” of town. Tae handful -of mem-
bers who attended had tre session today
among themselves almost exclusively and
there was scarcely an echo of the outside
world in the board room. As a conse-
quence today’s dealings fell below 200,000
shares, to a new level of inactivity for
the year.. S O N

The fact that the ‘and- provision
markets were closed for a ‘h ¥y in-
creased the apathy in the stoék market,
owing to the large imp@rtance attached at
this- time to the progiess of the crops.
Vool Trathing. Beld Sarmacd 5. gociats
ve om the field med  to go-
the cotton market. which divided with it
as present the chief culative interest.
There was feyerish aclivity in the cotton
market over the publieation of- the gov-
ernment estimate of the condition of the
crop as of June 25. The improvement in
the condition of the crop since the last
report was received with satisfaction in
the stock market. Neither this influence
nor any other caused anything but a
trivial movement of prices. The bank's
statement was without appreciable  influ-
ence, although the showing was a weak
one. The increase in the loan averages
of $3,697,300 was moderate in view of the
heavy operations of the turn of the fiscal
year, but the decrease of $4.502,900 in
cash reserves was a disappeintment.

Large Money Shipments.

Of this $3,012,000 went {o the sub-
treasury, the operations of that institu-
tion having failed to reflect the govern-
ment interest disbursements until today,
when it had a debit at the clearing
house of $1,061,125.' There are said to
have been large shipments of money to
New -Orleans, Cincinnati, St.- Louis, Bos-
ton and Canada during the week.

There were very fqw_ features in the
market. The drop to 80’ of Hocking Val-
ley was explained by %the official  an-
nouncement of the pa$fent of 105 for the
pooled common stock esustituting a ma-
jority of issue with ne¢ mwovision made for
the minority stockholdgrs. These minority
holders at one time cherished the hope
of a guarantee of 4% or 5 per cent divi-
dends. The announc®ment of an ad-
vanced rate of express charges was fol-
lowed by a fall of thre& points in United
States Express. Demsdnd: for committance
by tomorrow's steamer gdvanced the rate
of sterling exchange. and the figures of
the week's exports of grain showed a
decrease of several ' hundred thousand
bushels. The dull sagging movement of
the early part of the“day gave place to
to a hardening tendeniéy at the Jast and
brought the level of prices for the prin-
cipal aetive stocks te.a fraction above
last night and the clp§ing was firm.
