TRUE CHERFLL

Than Lately Appeared Pos-
sible— Analysis of Failures
for Six Months.

NEW YORK, July 3.—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade tomorrow
will say: A new fiscal year has com-
menced under more favorable auspices
than appeared possible a short time
ago, the improvement being due in no
small measure to the greater conserv-
atism that was an outgrowth of unset-
tled conditions. Seasonable weather
has also contributed to the better dis-
tribution of. merchandise, beside en-
couraging buoyant sentiment in the ag-
ricultural - districts. Railway earnings
and output of pig iron were larger,
while insolvencies were fewer. Earn-
ings of railways thus far reported for
June surpass last year’s by 10 per
cent, and those of 1501 by 19.4.

More inquiry for pig iron has ap-
peared, and although the actual con-
tracts are for comparatively small
quantities, the tone is distinctly better.
Bessemer iron is not offered for the
third quarter by the association and
orders accepted-for early delivery are
taken by middlemen who have stocks
on hand. The situation has been com-
plicated during the past week by the
strike of coal miners in Alabama
which threatens -to restriet output of
Southern iron. ! Insofar as ¢uotations
are concerned this is a strengthening
factor and is aldse calculated to bring
out considerable business that is being
held back in expectation of better
terms.

Large Steel Rail Orders.

Steel rails aresstill the best feature
in the markets for finished products;
fully half a million tons are now book-
ed for next year's delivery, and many
orders for 1903 will be carried over.
Structural material moves freely con-
sidering the laber situation in the
building trades; while: there is notable
activity in bars; especially for agricul-
tural implementsand machinery work.

- BE REINSTATED

Schoo! Board Decides Against
Making It a Study in St.
Paul Schools.

German will not be taught in the
public schools the coming year.

This is the decision of the board of
schol inspectors expressed in their
adoption of the report of the commit-
tee on text books and course of study
presented at the meeting of Wednes-
day last.

MOSQUITOES TO BE KILLED
BY A NEW SIRENIC METHOD

Brookline Board of Health Employs a
Strange Discovery. 3

BOSTON, Mass., July "3.—The Brook-
line board of health is to take up a new-
process for exterminating mosquitoes by
means of musical sounds. The discoverer
of it says:

“It has been found that practical appli-
cation has been effected by raising to a
great number of vibrations per second
the particular note to which the mosquito
is most sensitively attuned. This inten-
sified note produced by sudden electrical
impulse upon a musical instrument causes
every mosquito near to plunge headlong
to the instrument and die.”

R. G. Dun & €o. report 5,628 com-
mercial failures during the first half of
1903 for $66,79%,260 in amount of lia-
bilities, compared with 6,165 bank-
ruptcies in ther corresponding months
last year, when'the defaulted indebted-
ness amounted to $60,374,856. While
the decrease in mumber was about 9
per cent, the sum:involved increased a
similar percentage. This is due to sev-
eral large failures. ¢

Separating -the -half-yearly record
into the three chief divisions, it is
found- that there occurred 1,280 de-
faults in manufacturing, with a total
loss of  $26,135,144, as compared with
1,418 last year for $24,940,020. Traders
suspended to the number of 4,038,
against 4,410 a year ago, and liabilities
were $30,544,443 against: $29,145,622.
The third commercial subdivision con-
tains brokers, transporters other than
railways; and similar concerns that
cannot properly: be included in either
of the two principal classes. Of these
firms 310 failed with debts aggregating
$10,117,673, as compared with 305 in
1902, with Habilitles - of $9,249,435.
Banks and other filduciary institutions
suspended with defaulted indebtedness
of $6,495,716, a most gratifying return
when compared with similar liabilities
of $16,797,763 last year, or $15,839,389
in 1901. There was an increase of ten
in number over the banking defaults
last year. 3

Insolvency returns from Canada were
satisfactory. In number 492, compared
with 610 last year, and still more in
most earlier years, while liabilities of
$3,895,637 were much lighter then the
$5,739,451 in 1902, and an average of
over $5,000,000 for the-preceding five
years.
