A large slice of fortitude, lugged out
to the ball park by Charles Chester
Ferguson, and the hardwood depart-
ment of the Saints, dented the Mil-
waukee leaders’ pleasant opinion of
themselves and gave the budding
Champs the opening game. Score 8 to 6.
Just one more trimming and C. Have-
nor will begin to realize that he has
saved money. Charles wanted to place
several thousand on the Brewers in a
winter book last January, and his
friends refused to rob him.

GAY TIME FOR
AERICAN SHILORS

Elaborate Arrangements by
Great Britain for Entertain-
ing U. S. Squadron.

LONDON, July 5.—The arrival of the
United States European squadron at
Portsmouth next Tuesday after the
memorable visit at Kiel, and a needed
rest in the waters at Denmark, will
start a very gay and lively season for
the American contingent in London.
Most of the leaders in that set will go
to Portsmouth to attend the big ball
to be given by Admiral Charles H.
Hotham, the commander-in-chief at
Portsmouth, in the royal naval bar-
racks.

A round of festivities is being ar-
ranged to make things cheerful and to
entertain the sailors as well as the offi-
cers. On the night of the squadron's
arrival the commander-in-chief will
give a big dinner at Portsmouth to the
officers. The next day, Wednesday, all
the squadron officers will come to Lon-
don to lunch with the first lord of the
admiralty, the Earl of Selborne, at
Whitehall.. All representative London
will be present. At night they will at-
tend the state ball in Buckingham pal-
ace as guests of the king and queen.

On Thursday the American officers
will be the guests of the Pilgrim club
to lunch, Lord Charles Beresford pre-
siding. On Friday the lord mayor will
entertain the officers at luncheon in the
mansion house. That evening Ambas-
sador Choate will give a big official
dinner at his house, Carlton House te»-
race. It is expected that the king wiil
invite the United States naval officers
to dinner at Buckingham palace. This
ball will be especially attractive tp the
young officers, all of whom are said to
be good dancing men, something that
London lacks.

‘While the American officers are be-
ing entertained in London the Yankee
blue jackets will have a good time in
Portsmouth. The mayor of that town
has invited the sailors to a big dinner.
There will be a luncheon for them, too,

some time during the week. The Brit-

ish government pays to the United
States a higher compliment than has
ever been paid to any foreign coundry,
by permitting the American warships
to anchor within the sacred harbor at
Portsmouth, the largest naval estab-
lishment in the world, and the strongest
fortified place in the United Kingdom.
Heretofore foreign warships have been
obliged to anchor outside, have been
kept at arms’ length, while the Yankee
men-of-war are to be clasped right (o
Britannia’s bosom.

The coming to London in the same
week of the American naval officers
and of President Loubet, of France, will
keep Ambassador Choate fully occu-
pied. M. Loubet will arrive Monday, to
remain three days—days which will be
crowded full of state and stately fes-
tivities—and the squadron officers will
arrive on Wednesday.

Young Joseph H. Choate and his
bride, who are “honeymooning” at the
ambassader’s house, will, of course, be
asked to all the festivities there. On
Monday night the ambassador will give
a large private dinner for his daughter-
in-law, and she will go to the royal
ball on Wednesday. The young coup}:
have planned to remain in Europe until
September.

BOSTON, Mass., July 5.—Thousands
of educators from all parts of the coun-
try reached this city today, eager for
the great convention of the National
Educational association, which begins
its annual session here tomorrow.

MUTINY AND STORM

DELAYED THE DUCHESS

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal, July
