The Second Ward Improvement as-

The trouble at yesterday's
meeting commenced when the county
surveyor announced to the board that
the recent rains had washed out the
Rice street road at a point 200 feet
north of the Soo road, and at a point
near the Hill farm. The washouts are
serious and of such a nature that it is
necessary to have the repairs made at
once, :

Commissioner Powers said the New
Brighton road was impassable, and
Commissioner 'Wright declared the
Bald- Eagle road to be in the same
condition,

“There will have to be a lot of cul-
verts - repaired,” said Commissioner
Nash, “or else the roads will remain
closed\all summer.”
