WIN PALM* TROPHY

Best Shots of Europe, Africa,
Australia and Canada

Defeated.

BISLEY, Eng., July 11.—America
today captured the Palma trophy. Its
team scored an aggregate of 1,570 out
of a possible 1,800 and beat «11 the best
shots of Europe, South Africa, Austra-
lia and Canada, congregated for the
first time on English soil, to compete
for the world's premier shooting tro-
phy. Great Britain was second, with
1,555. With the exception of the 800
yards range, at which the United
Kingdom beat them by three points,
the American team demonstrated su-
periority over all comers.
