Wall Street Railroad Financiers

Believe Standard Oil Interests

Will Combine Milwaukee with

the Missouri, Kansas &Texas.

Special to The Globe.
NEW YORK, July 20.—Wall street

firmly believes that since the Chicago,

Milwaukee &• St. Paul system has
come practically under the domination
of Rockefeller, a combination between
the Missouri, Kansas & Texas and the
Milwaukee will soon follow.

The Rockefellers own the Missouri,

Kansas & Texas, and it is supposed
arrangements are nearing completion
to unite these two systems. The Mil*
waukee needs to protect itself against

the Northern Securities combination,
and the Missouri, Kansas & Texas is
menaced by the Rock Island-Frisco
merger. ,

A leading railroad financier, in dis-
cussing the subject today, said:

"The trackage agreement by which
the Missouri. Kansas & Texas enters

Kansas City over the 'Frisco line will
expire next year. The Milwaukee has

completed plans for extensive termi-
nals in Kansas City, and will soon op-

erate a fast passenger and freight

service between that city and Chicago.

President Rouse, of the Missouri, Kan-

sas & Texas, has been planning an in-
dependent line to Kansas City.

"By uniting the Milwaukee and the
Missouri, Kansas & Texas railroads
Rockefeller will form a new north
and south -stem, with nearly 10,000

miles of railroad. This will be a for-
jnidable competitor of the Rock Island-
•Frisco combination, and it may be

taken for granted that pleasant rela-
tions will be established with the Mis-
souri Pacific system.

"Here will be the nucleus of a great
Rockefeller system of railroads, which
will gradually absorb other smaller-
lines within its" territory. The Dela-
ware. Lackawanna & Western will
eventually form part of the combina-
tion. The Rockefeller influence is now
potent in that property."

SAY CONDUCTORS ARE LET OUT.

Rumors Tell of the Discharge of
Twenty Milwaukee Trainmen.

Persistent rumors, having their
source in Chicago, tell of the discharge
by the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
of twenty passenger and freight con-
ductors employed on the lowa division
of that system. Sixty additional
trainmen, whose runs are on Wiscon-
sin and Minnesota divisions, are sched-
uled to be let out during the present
week, according to the story, for the
good of the service and because some
of the men have displayed a total dis-
regard for the company's rules.

Conductors of the Milwaukee road
who make their headquarters in St.
Paul said, when interviewed last night,
that they had heard of the proposed
wholesale discharge of the trainmen,
but to their knowledge no conductov
on any division of the system had
been taken off of the company's pay
roll.

"We have heard a great deal of talk
lately about the discharge of several
men on the Southern divisions," said
one of the Milwaukee conductors Jasr
night, "but if the road has taken any
action I have not heard about it. You
see, the trainmen living in St. Paul
have Southern Minnesota or Wiscon-
sin runs, so will not be affected by the
action of the company. We might,
not hear of the discharge of the men
for several days, so the company may
have let the conductors out for all I
know."

General Superintendent David Bush,
\u25a0when seen at his home in Chicago, la-
beled the story as ridiculous, and said
he knew absolutely nothing of the
wholesale discharge of trainmen, and
did not think that any like action was
contemplated. Assistant General Su-
perintendent Herman Earling, a broth-
er of President Earling, denied all
knowledge of the report and said as
far as he knew it was not the com-
pany's intention to discharge any of
its trainmen.

Notwithstanding the denials of thft
railroad officials, the men employed on
the Southern division of the Milwau-
kee system are greatly excited over the
rumored action of the company. It la
said that men who have been employ-
ed by the road for years are not on
their runs, new men having takeu
their places during the past week.

NEW TARIFF IS READY.

Northern Pacific Completes its Rearrange-
ment of Coal and Lumber Rates.

The Northern Pacific is the first of the
railroads operating in Minnesota to com-plete its new set of coal and lumber rates,
in accordance with the reductions or-
dered by the state railroad and ware-
house cemmission, June 26.

The work was finished yesterday, and
the road is now awaiting only the ap-
proval of the railroad and warehouse
commission, and the announcement by
other lines as to when they will be ready
to put the reduced rates into effect, be-
fore printing the new tariffs. The new
rates will not be made public until they
have been approved by the commission.

General Frenght Agent Baird said yes-
terday that the reduction is a far-reach-ing one, more extensive than it was at
first thought when the agreement with
the commission was reached.

The commission ordered a reduction in
lumber rates beginning at forty miles,
and gradually increasing to a reduction
of 15 per cent for all hauls of seventy-
five miles or over. A 10 per cent reduc-
tion in coal rates was ordered between
all points except Duluth and the Twin
Cities, and a few other points where the
existing rate is less 8-10 of a cent per
mile, and provided that in no case
should the rate on soft coal be higher
than on hard coal.

The reduction, however, in many in-
stances is necessarily greater than this,
in sojne cases reaching 23 per cent.

The territory affected by the reductionIs a most extensive, one. Mr. Baird yes-
terday said that the reduction by theNorthern lines affects rates to Dakotapoints. The reduction on the Omaha
and Milwaukee will affect Wisconsin
rates, and with the reduction to be made
by other Southern Minnesota lines will
affect lowa.

Just how much the reductions will ag-
gregate cannot be foretold, but that it
makes a considerable hole in the earnings
of the various roads is nowhere denied,
and traffic men generally admit that the
roads have been hit hard.

The Great Northern road has not yet
completed the work of figuring the new
rates, but it Is exnected to do so within
a few days. Neither have the Southern
Minnesota roads completed figuring thenew rates. J. J. Hiland, third vice pres-
ident of the Milwaukee, in charge of
traffic matter, was in St. Paul yesterday
with reference to the matter, and con-
sulted with the representatives of other
lines operating in Southern Minnesota.
1 Just when the new rates will go into

effect cannot yet be foretold, as It may
yet be several days before all. the roads
have the rates figured.

The new rates will not be made effective
by any one road until all the -roads are
ready to put them in.

MANY DELEGATES ARRIVE.

Milwaukee Carries More Than 1,000 Swed-
ish Singers.

More than 1.000 delegates to the Swedish
Singers' convention, which open in Minne-
apolis today, passed through St. Paul last
night en route to the national meeting.
The delegates traveled on two special Mil-
waukee trains, which line was selected as
the official road.

The trains were in charge of C. D. Al-
bert." city ticket agent for the Milwaukee
at Chicago. The specials pulled out of
Chicago at 8:30 o'clock yesterday morning,
ariving at Minneapolis twelve hours later.
The first train left ten minutes ahead of
the second section.

The delegation is one of the largest
ever brought to the Twin City by a single
line. The other St. Paul-Chicago lines
also carried several thousand people to
Minneapolis, and a large delegation is
expected to arrive this morning. An $S
rate for the round trip was made, which
is the cheapest fare which has ever been
made from Chicago to Minneapolis.

TACOMA. Wash., July 20.—D. O. Mills,
a director of the Harriman system and
controlling owner of the Ballingham Bay
& British Columbia, has formally ordered
an extension of the Balling-ham Bay
across the Cascade mountains to Spo-
kane. It will there connect with the Ore-
gon Railroad & Navigation line, now
running from the main line at Huntingtqn
to Spokane. The Harriman system will
thus be given a direct entrance to_ Puget
sound at a point directly opposite the
Straits of Fuca.

Will Extend Time.

RAILROAD NOTES.

Officials of the Lake Shore claim that
that line holds the record for fast travel,
and yesterday gave out figures to dis-
prove the claims of the Great Western of
England, which road a few days ago
claimed to have broken the world's rec-
ord. The Lake Shore officials say that
their Twentieth Limited made a run,
May 21, from Cleveland to Elkhart. Ind.,
a distance of 246 miles, in i'2l minutes.
The time of the Groat Western's train
for a run of 246 miles was 233% minutes.

Cal E. Stone, assistant general passen-
ger agent for the Great Northern, is in
Chicago on a business trip. He will re-
turn Wednesday.

The sale of tickets to St. Louis at the
$16.25 rate was withdrawn yesterday by
the Burlington, Minneapolis & St. Louis,
Rock Island and Great Western. The
cheap rate created very little traffic and
few tickets outside of the usual business
were sold.

The Great Northern and Northern Pa-
cific will today make a special excursion
rate of $13.55 to Winnipeg and return on
account of the Industrial exhibition.
