Postmasters of the Country Discuss
Ways and Means at Boston.

BOSTON, Mass., Aug. 6. — “Every
postmaster in the country should lend
a helping hand to the president and
to the postmaster general in their ef-
forts to bring the postoffice up to the
standard of excellence of honesty,
which the people desire and demand,”
said President Freeman B. Dickerson,
of the National Association of Post-
masters, in his annual address before
the postmasters’ convention here today.

The address was unanimously adopt-
ed and then the first topic for discus-
sion, “The Education of the Public in
Postal Matterns—What the Newspaper
Press Can Do for the Postal Service,”
was taken up. “Resident Inspection for.
Large Cities”~was =also discussed, it
being the prevailing sentiment that a
res.dent inspector is a much needed
officer in a large office.
