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CAVE-IN AT CHISHOLM
KILLS TWO MINERS

They Had Nearly Escaped When Fifty

Feet of Earth Overwhelmed Them.

DULUTH, Minn., Aug. 8.—Two men
perished at the Chisholm mine at
Chisholm, Minn., this evening owing to
a cave-in. They were Finns. The ac-
cident was caused by an explosion, and
while a number of workmen were pres-
ent, all escaped but the two mentioned.
They struggled frantically to reach a
point of safety, and had almost suc-
ceeded, when an avalanche of earth
and iron ore slowly moved on them
and they were buried at a depth of over
fifty feet. It is stated that the vic-
tims cannot be reached until 7 o'clock
Sunday morning.

--000 of the 60,000 strikers declining to
return to work Monday. It is believed
this will force the collapse of the strike.

WOMAN TRAVELER
REACHES CITY MINUS

BELT WITH $7,500

Afraid of Banks She Kept Her

Fortune on Her Person and
Missed It Just Before Leaving

Train—Returns Homein Faint

Hope of Finding It There.

When Mrs. Augusta Van Cerkee, six-
ty-six years old, whose home is at
Shewanee. Kan., alighted from a Rock
Island train at the union depot yester-
day morning at S o'clock with her six-
teen-year-old granddaughter, she made
a discovery which almost prostrated
her and caused her the keenest anxiety.

"I must be crazy," she remarked to
Officer Nick Bouse, "I can't find my
money."

"How much did you lose, madame?"
she was asked.

"I had $7,500 in a bert around my
waist and I must have lost it in the
train for I cannot find it anywhere."

The woman was in the greatest dis-
tress. She retired to the ladies' room
where she made a new search of her
garments in the' hope of finding the
missing treasure, but the attempt
proved in vain. The $7,500 was tio-
where to be found.

Mrs. Van Cerkee find her grand-
daughter were on their/ way from their
Kansas home to Little Falls, where
they were to visit Mrs. Van CerJ-.ee's
son-in-law, William Thelin. Before
leaving home Mrs. Van Ceikee had
carefully sewed up $7,500 in bills of de-
nominations of $1,000, $100 and $50 in
a small package which she sewed to a
belt.

Afraid of Banks. "
She had recently sold some property,

and instead of tmsting tjie money to a
bank preferred to carry it about on her
person. Her granddaughter, who was
traveling' with her. knew nothing of
her- possessing the large sum.

When the disappearance of the
money was reported to the authorities
at the depot the superintendent of the
Hock Island at Minneapolis was noti-
fied of the loss and asked to make a
search of the car in which Mrs. Van
Cerkee had traveled. Word was soon
received that the money could not be
found.

Mrs. Van Cerkee said that she first
missed the money when she reached
the union depot. "I was in the toilet
room when the train was a short dis-
tance frdm here," said the woman,
"and in arranging my garments might
have dropped the belt from about my
waist. I did not miss the package till
I reached the depot."

The first impulse of the woman was
to continue her journey and with that
end in view she purchased tickets for
herself and companion to Little Falls.

Decides to Return Home.
A consultation was held between

Depot Master Farrell, Officer Bouse
and Detective King. Mrs. Van Cerkee
was then closely questioned concern-
ing the money and the package which
she could not find, and it developed
that she was not positive that she had
taken the money with her. She had
been excited when preparing for her
departure, and could not distinctly
recollect whether she had fastened the
belt about her waist or whether she
had left it under the pillow of her bed,
where she kept it.

The hope that she might have really
left the money at her home, and that it
might not have been lost after all, in-
fluenced her to turn-about and return
to her home. The tickets for Little
Falls which she had purchased were
exchanged for tickets to her home and
she and her granddaughter left on the
returning Rock Island train just one
hour and a half after they had arrived
in the city.

Mrs. Van Cerkee is the widow of an
old sea captain who died twenty years
ago, leaving her .fairly well to do.
Though ; she was much agitated over
the ; disappearance of her money, she
gathered new courage when it occurred
to her :that '. she" might have left the
money at her home. -.She.;had in her.

GETS AWFUL BURNS
8Y OVERTURNING

BLAZING PAINT

Woman Escapes Certain and
Terrible Death Only by Prompt

Action of Her Husband—Her
injuries Such That She May

Not Recover.

While attempting to remove a pot of
burning paint from the top of her

kitchen stove last evening Mrs. Axel
Erickson, 175 Valley street, was seri-
ously and probably fatally burned as a
result of spilling the fiery contents of
the pot over her body, The pot of
paint, which had congealed, had been
placed upon the stove to melt, and as
the oil became heated it ignited.

Mrs. Erickson was requested by her

husband to watch the pot of paint on
the stove, and when she discovered
that it was afire she made an effort to
take it off the stove, but in doing so

she spilled the burning oil upon herself.
Before she could utter a scream or be-
fore she could place her hand to the
fire the entire front of her dress had
been burned and the flames bad eaten

into the flesh.
She made a desperate effort to dash

out the fire -with her hands, but was
unable to do so. Her husband, who
was in an adjoining room, ran to the
kitchen and found his wife enveloped

in fire. He quickly procured a heavy

blanket and other bed clothing, which

he wrapped about his wife's body, ex-
tinguishing the blaze.

The flames inflicted such terrible
burns that Mrs. Erickson's condition is
regarded as critical. The burns extend
from the lower extremities to her head.
Her chest is deeply burned and her
face and neck are charred. Her hair
and eyebrows are singed.

Mr. Erickson, after extinguishing the
fire that threatened his wife's life, car-
ried her to a lounge in the sitting room.
Dr. B. F. Simon and Dr. .Nicholson
were summoned and they did what
they could to assuage the agony suf-
fered by the unfortunate woman.

The police ambulance was summoned
after the woman had been treated and
she was taken to the city hospital. She
remained In an extremely critical con-
dition last night.

WILL "SET" FUNGI ON
MONTANA 'HOPPERS

Pests Are Multiplying and Chew All
the Grass on a Large Area.

RED LODGE, Mont, Aug. B.—The

situation with regard to grasshoppers
in the western portion of Carbon coun-
ty is steadily growing worse, and the
ranchers are greatly alarmed. Already
a great stretch of country has been laid
in waste by the destroyers and the out-

look is for even w/rse trouble. The
pests are multiplying rapidly, and
everything that has been done to stamp

them out has thus far failed.
Charles W. Selleck, one of the most

prominent men in the afflicted section,
has just returned from a trip over the
ranges. He says there is not enough
grass left for a small herd of cattle,
let alone the countless thousands which
must be cared for. State Entomologist
Cooley, of Bozeman, who has been in-
vestigating, has announced that he is
prepared to distribute tubes of fungi

which he believes will kill the grass-
hoppers. These fungi came from South
Africa, where they have worked well.

BOY SEEKS HIS MOTHER
AND JOST MISSES HER

Starts to Beat His Way to Coast Before
News of Her Whereabouts Arrives.

IMARDICRAS SPIRIT
CONTROLS CLOSING

NIGHT Of CARNIVAL
Big Summer Show Comes to a

Brilliant Finish With the Larg-

est Crowd Seen Upon the
Grounds AnyEvening—Merry-

makers at All Times Orderly.

A clown in scarlet and white blew a
shower of colored confetti but of a pa-
per horn and the tiny pieces of paper
fluttered down and rented on the tare
head of a pretty girl iriblue.

The shower from the paper horn was
the signal last night for the carnival
revelry to begin and from the time that
first paper horn was emptied until the
carnival closed its gates for the last
time, the riotous spirit of the Mardi
Gras on the carnival streets behind the
great white arch could noi be subdued.
It was a weird scene that carnival vis-
itors looked upon last night, and. it fit-
tingly closed two weeks of pleasure
seeking and fun making. In a blaze of
glory and a shower of confetti one of
St. Paul's most successful carnivals
flickered out, and if the immense crowd
who witnessed the finish last night was
not too tired to sigh, it probably
breathed such a sigh for the fun that
was past.

Weird Procession Precedes.
Early in the evening a weird proces-

sion began to form in Rice park.
Monks and clowns, queefo* and peasant
girls, knights and despefc&does fell into
line and when a long, §frave,ring pro-
cession had been formed, that stretched
the length of the park, the lirte moved
in the direction of the carnival en-
trance on Cedar street, wjrae all those
who were in carnival costrame pere per-
mitted to pass into'«vie carnival
grounds free of charge. **£he fantastic
costumes gave a Mardi XJras aspect to
the scene and all the ear-splitting
noises that are inseparable from a car-
nival, the tooting of horns, the blowing
of whistles and the rattling 6f clappers,
emphasized the fact, that pandemo-
nium was,, let loose in St. -Paul for one
night at least.

But it was a pandemonium that
never quite lost controls'<# jitself.. Oc-
casionally rude pranks were played,
but these never approached the 'law-
less. Occasionally a dignified looking
matron was seen to blink indignantly
when a shower of the confetti was
flung in her face. Now and then a
pretty girl was forced to hide-ber ftrce
in her escort's sleeve when the confetti
came thick -and fast. But---nobody
looked very indignant, and there were
officers present to see that the fun was
not carried too far.

Crowd Was Restles*.
It was a restless crowd that "attended

the carnival last night. On the big
stage of the Midway arena a company
of colored singers gave a capital en-
tertainment They sang plantation
melodies, gave some clever impersona-
tions and ended- up with a. realistic
cake walk. A trio of colored dancers
also sang and danced. But w.hile the
arena was always well filled, • the
crowd surged restlessly back and forth,
evidently preferring the greater freedom
of the streets to the very mild restric-
tions of the arena. The colored enter-
tainers received their share of confetti,
and even the elephants, including the
digrtlfled Wilhelrrilna. were' showered
with the tiny particles. The elephant
show- was, as usual, well attended, as
indeed were all the attractions which
the carnival has included. -But it was
the main street that was filled will* the
greatest crowd. And that wijtnfaped the
greatest relaxation.

Miss Helen A. Marks, th^ jgueen of
the carnival, was present la^t riight and
enjoyed--th6-colored entertainers from
her box in the grand stand. She did
not weaV a carnival costume, however.

The faces of those who have had
charge of the carnival were beaming
last night, far last night's attendance
capped the climax of a most successful
fortnight. By 9:30 o'clock 10,000 peo-
ple had passed throtigft Vtie entrance
gate and not all of the crowd had ar-
rived then, as was evrdwticed by the
steady stream of people 1 that contin-
ued to pour into the grounds. It .was
easily the biggest erawid' that has at-
tended the carnival since its' opening.

ACTORS ASK COURT
m THEIR SHAKE OF

JABOUR'S RECEIPTS
Showman's Work People Try to

Put the Show Into the Hands
of a Receiver—Jabour Gives
Them the Cash and the Peti-

tion Is Withdrawn.

A number of the performers at the
Jabour circus, the principal midway
attraction at the summer carnival, ap-
plied to the district court yesterday for
a receiver for all of the unexempt prop-
erty belonging to the Jabour Carnival
and Circus company.

Judge Bunn issued the order citing
the Jabour company to appear in court
tomorrow afternoon and show cause
why the receiver prayed for should not
be appointed. The court also issued a
restraining order, enjoining the St.
Paul Summer Carnival association
from paying over to Jabour any of the
money which it might have in its pos-
session belonging to Jabour.

After Judge Bunn had issued the or-
der restraining the carnival association
from paying any money over, a settle-
ment was effected between the
petitioners and Mr. Jabour, and late
last night Judge Bunn was found and
the application for the receiver was
dissolved, a stipulation, having been
filed by the attorneys in the case, dis-
missing the action altogether.

The carnival association was served
with notice of the injunction yesterday
afternoon, by the terms of which it
was restrained from paying to any per-
son any of the money which might be
due to Jabour.

The action does not embarrass the
carnival association in any manner
whatever.

Among the petitioners for the ap-
pointment of a receiver were the~J. H.
Schurmier Wagon and Carriage com-
pany, W- P. Sheehan, William Kent,
Frank L. Albert, Carl Dammann and
W. G. Davenport, doing business as
"The Great Davenport." The aggre-
gate claims of these petitioners

amounted to $2,500, and it was charged
in the petition that Jabour is indebted
to various other persons and corpora-
tions in a sum exceeding $20,000.

Last evening Jabour and his people
got together and an amicable arrange-
ment was made. Jabour has been
making plenty of money for the past
two weeks and there was no difficulty
about the settlement.

The show was released ajid the out-
fit was shipped to Dubuque last night.

WHAT BOYCOTTING
A COUNTING MEANS

It Is a Serious Matter to Have Diplo-
matic Representatives Withdrawn.

With the boycotting of individuals
we have unfortunately become too well
acquainted of late years; but perhaps
few people are aware how the same
process may be applied to a whole na-
tion.

This boycott of a nation is nothing
more nor less than the uatural result
of other powers withdrawing their of-
ficial diplomatic representatives from
the court or govewimgoi, a§ the case
may be, to which they are accredited.
It makes such a cOtati'y virtually an
outcast among nations —one with whom
you deal at yoiuvcwn^is^. fy?d for mis-
understandings and quarrels with
whom there is no recTressT

It Is the worst of possible fates th#t
can befall any country, and means the.
crippling of her commercial as well as
her moral credit. The first necessity
for a state's well-being is that she
should be on terms of friendship with
all others. The" outward and visible
sign of this Is the diplomatist who of-
ficially represents the frfentily power,
every country, of cQurse, sending its
own representative to a sovereign
state.

In war the last act prior to the out-
break of hostilities —or, at least, the
declaration of war—is the withdrawal
of the diplomatic representative:—a
thing hardly ever done till war is de-
cided on—since it means that friendly
relations between the powers con-
cerned are severed.

The withdrawal of representatives,
even in a time of peace,, as it would" be
in the recent case of Servia. means the
same thing, and when done by a num-
ber of powers, it becomes a boycott in
effect. The mark of a nation's credit
is the price of her national stock.
Whena nation is on good terms with
the world, and is properly governed,
and, therefore, prosperous, her stock
stands high; but any disturbance will
cause a fall.

For instance, previous to the war ki
South Africa; British consols ,of a face
value of £100 were worth £114. The
end of the war saw them fall to £94,
a drop of £20, or one-fifth of their
value at par. And this though a strong
government was in power, and the na-
tional industries being carried on as
usual. It was simply because excep-
tional drafts had to be made upon the
sources of national wealth, besides the
doubt of what other complications
might arise, necessitating further ex-
penditure of hundreds of millions.

Now when the representatives of the
great powers are withdrawing from a
country—for the hostile combination
of four tor six great powers are quite
enough to make a boycott—the fears of
trouble arising is ever present. No one
knows when all the Industries of the
land will be stopped and the country
given up to war; besides which it
means that things are so mismanaged
that the national wealth Is played
ducks and drakes with, and the re-
serves with which she should meet her
liabilities are squandered.

In such a case a country will not be
able to raise a penny, except upon the
most extortionate terms. Again, in all
small countries foreign capital is need-
ed for the development of business.
There might be a railway to build, coal
or gold mines to work, agriculture to
encourage and. finance, or a steamship
line to connect her with her rivals, and
make markets for her produce. Unless
It is known that the state of internal
affairs is such that these industries can
be pursued without danger of disturb-
ance, this capital willnot be forthcom-
ing; and when diplomatic relations are
severed foreign investors are entirely
at the mercy of the party that happens
to be in power, and perfectly helpless
to stand up for their rfghts.

It follows that the welfare of the
people, their education and moral con-
trol, are neglected, if not absolutely
abolished. Unable to practice the arts
and science themselves, they are un-
able to enjoy the benefits of the arts'
and sciences of other countries, be-
cause It is much too risky to trust any-
thing, either of personal or material
value, among them. In fact, wherever
they turn, despair faces the people of a
boycotted country, and the only thing
