POLICE GET ORDERS
TO STOP RACE WAR

Prompt Arrests Will Follow

Further Negro Beating In
Minneapolis.

The police of Minneapolis are under
Instructions to immediately and forci-
bly suppress demonstrations against

colored men, of which there have been
several more or less aggravated in-
stances during the last few days.

Last night Charles Collins, a St. Paul
colored man employed as porter in a
saloon at Washington and Hennepin,

was assaulted by two unknown white
men and badly bruised. There would
have been a cutting affray but for
the white wife of the assaulted man,
who clung about his neck and was
largely instrumental In preventing his
use of the knife he carried.

On Thursday night a similar case of
assault occurred, when two colored
men were observed eating- ice cream
In a candy store at Third street and
First avenue. Several white men as-
saulted the blacks, and the fight was
stopped by a police officer.

The colored men who have married
white women are much excited over
these apparent indications of public
feeling against them, and there have
been several meetings of the class re-
ferred to with the object of deciding
how they shall behave if attacked.

It develops that more than half of
the colored waiters at the West hotel i

have white wives, and the same or a*
greater percentage exists among black
waiters in nearly all the cafes and
hotels of Minneapolis and St. Paul.
The women who have married black
men declare in the majority of cases
that they are satisfied with their se-
lections and have no complaints to
make. Most of them appear anxious
lest there should be further exhibitions
of animosity against colored husbands
of white wives, and insist that the
matter of their husband's color is one
that concerns fhe wives rather than the
public.

"Ihave been marired to my husband
for eight years," said one white wo-
man last night. "I am of Swedish pa-
rentage. I married my husband be-
cause I loved him. He has been always
thoughtful of me, an excellent provider !
for his family, kind, good hearted to i
an excess, and in every way a good
husband. He has never been intoxi-
cated, he brings me every dollar he
earns, we are building a little home of
our own and if people mind their own
business we shall always be happy to-
gether. We have children and I love
them none the less because they are"
brown instead of white."

"The colored men in Minnesota are
well behaved and hard working as a i

class. There are some worthless char- I
acters among them, but certainly not a !
greater proportion than would be found
among the same number of whites. It
seems to me an outrage that a few-
drunken rowdies who are down town
at night when they ought to be in their
homes, should be allowed to interfere
with other men in every way respecta-
ble and hard working citizens, simply
because they are black."

The dictum of Superintendent Con-
roy of the Minneapolis police depart-
ment is that every person of whatever
color who creates a disturbance on the
street is to be promptly arrested and
locked up. It has come to. the atten-
tion of the police that a sort of feud
has arisen within the last week or two
between a certain class of whites, and
that class of colored people whose em-
ployment keeps them down town all
night. The department is determined
to suppress any tendency toward ne-
gro baiting- in Minneapolis and persons
suspected of such tendencies are being
closely watched.

FEMALES FIGHT TO FINISH.

Colored Woman Knocks Out Opponent
Who Threw Pepper in Her Eyes.

Mrs. Ester Cartwright, a dressmaker
livingat 610 Fifth street north, is lying
at her home in a precarious condition
as a result of an encounter with Carrie
Reid, colored, a neighbor and a one-
time bosom friend.

The two quarreled over a trivial mat-
ter early last evening, and in the heat
of her passion it is alleged that the
Cartwright woman so far forgot her-
self as to throw a handful of pepper in
Carrie's eyes. At any rate Carrie
thought that she was justified in re-
sorting to force and she landed a
knockout blow on her opponent's nose.
In falling Mrs. Cartwright struck her
head on the sidewalk with great force
and was rendered unconscious. She
was taken to her home and Dr. Kiest-
ler was called. For several hours he
worked over her before she gave any
signs of returning consciousness, and
it is feared that she is suffering from
concussion of the brain.

The Reid woman surrendered herself
to the police soon after the affair and
was taken to the central station, where
she will be held to await the develop-
ments in Mrs. Cartwright's condition.

Theft of Hams Charged.

Seventh street restaurant, was arrested
by Patrolman Marek last night
charged with stealing two hams from
the Delicatessen restaurant. It. is al-
leged that he procured the hams from
an employe of the latter restaurant by
representing that he had been sent to
that restaurant to borrow . them. The
police were notified, but Burke had
disposed of the hams before he' Was ar-
rested.

PROPOSED FERRY BRIDGE.

Unique Structure to Be Erected Over the* Canal at Duluth.

DULUTH.'Aug. 8.—Three months in
which to figure was productive of only

one bid for the erection of a ferry

bridge across the ship canal —that of

the Modern Structural Steel company,
of Waukesha, Wis., which offers to
complete the work for $100,000. This is
the maximum amount which may be
appropriated for the purpose under
special act of the legislature passed

at the last session.
The plans proposed for the new

bridge do not differ materially from
those which were accepted nearly two
years ago, at the time the city en-
tered into the contract for the con-,
struction of such a bridge. Th*/ were
drawn by C. P. Turner, the same archi-
tect who drew the original plans. It
is not understood that he is interested

in the contracting company, but after
he drew the plans he induced this con-
cern to swing the proposition for him.

The plans submitted by Mr. Turner
contemplate a bridge entirely of steel.
The cirder, which is to be 394 feet

RESERVED LANDS
Bureau of Forestry Represen-

tatives Post Notices From

the Secretary of the Interior

on the Ten Sections That

Have Been Reserved.

CASS LAKE, Minn., Aug. B.—The

secretary of the interior has forwarded |
the following notice, which Eugene S. |
Bruce and the bureau of forestry corps
began this afternoon to post at the cor-
ners where they are running the lines
of the.boundary of the ten sections to
be reserved from sale or settlement.

"Notice! Boundary line of the ten
sections reserved from sale or settle-
ment by act of congress of June 27,
1902. Selected by the forester of the
United States department of agricul-
ture and approved by the secretary of
the interior. These ten sections are re-
served for the benefit of the people, are
open to all lawful use and enjoyment,
and are commended to the protection of
the public. All persons are warned not
to commit any nuisance or trespass
upon these lands.

progress since 1890, and one contract
for the work has been let. A. P. Boiler,
a civil engineer, submitted a plan for
a drawbridge which would cost $400,-

--000, but the expense too great,

and the scheme was abandoned. An-

other engineer proposed a tunnel, but
when the price was named at $1,000,-
--000, this solution was also given up.

Then the city offered a prize of$1,000

for the best set of plans, and a Mil-
waukee firm won it with a proposed
bridge which would have cost $350,000.

Just as the council was about to order
It built; the government assumed con-
trol of the canal and declined to per-
mit the erection of any bridge which
would obstruct the canal.

Duluth legislators went ito4 th« capi-
tal last winter an secured the passage
of a bill which will peripfc the rcity to
raise the necessary $100,000 and pay for
the bridge immediately on its comple-
tion. The specifications which are
now under consideration provide that
the bridge shall be open for use by
July 4, 1904.

No woman in Minnesota, perhaps
none in' the entire country, have
handled in a business way more money
belonging to other people than has
Miss Hannah Mayer, who yesterday
retired after sixteen years of continu-
ous service as cashier in the office of
the county treasurer.

Sixteen years ago, when a mere girl,
Miss .Mayer entered the county treas-

urer's office as cashier, and with the
exception" of her brief annual vaca-
tions, she has been at the cashier's
window every day, rain or shine, ready

to wait upon the hundreds of people
w.ha .have financial business to trans-
act with Ramsey county.

With a liberal education to begin

with Miss Mayer soon became an ex-
pert in the handling and counting of
large sums of money. Thousands of

dollars passed through her hands daily,

but rarely was there an error charged
against her.

Day after day, week after week,
month after month, and year after
year, Miss Mayer was to be found at
her post of duty, dealing with all
kinds of people, many of them cranky,
many of them ignorant in money mat-
ters, but always in the same humor,
obliging and ready to explain when-
ever called upon to do so, but always
stern, yet polite, when asked to go be-
yond her authority in the matter of
money transactions.

Handled $3,000,000 a Year.

During the sixteen years Miss Mayer
has acted as cashier at the county

treasurer's office she has handled on
an average of $3,000,000 per year, or
almost f50,000,000 in all.

These figures do not take into con-
sideration the fact that all of this
money was handled by Miss" Mayer

time and time again.

Could the entire amount of money

which passed through Miss Mayer's

hands be converted into one dollar bills
and the endfe pasted together it would
make a ribbon long enough to reach
from San' Francisco to New York, with
enough to spare to reach out into the
ocean more than 1,500 miles.

Converted into silver dollars, the
money which she handled would weigh

3,^)00,000 pounds, or 1,500 tons, and it
would require three trains of 25 care
each to haul it away, allowing 40,000
pounds to each car.

If the amount were Feduced to pen-
nies and room enough could be found
to place It in one pile, it would require

a person forty-four years, eight hours
per day, to throw it away if a penny
were to be thrown every second.

The position which Miss Mayer filled
so creditably was not without its trou-
bles, however, amd she encountered
them almost every day of her life. It
was not so much troubles of her own
as those of other people with whom
she came in contact.

Troubles Are Many.
There was a good illustration only

the past week of the different classes
of people with whom Miss Mayer has
been dealing for sixteen years. The
warrants for the July pay roll had
been delivered,' and a woman whose
husband is In the employ of the coun-

ty, came in-with the warrant. Walk-
ing up to the cashier's window, the

woman handed the warrant to Miss
Mayer.

"You will have to have It indorsed
before it can be" cashed," explained
Miss Mayer.

"But my husband is at home and I
will have to go back to Merriam Park
if I get it indorsed by him; why can't
I indorse it?" said the woman.

"That wouldn't do," Miss Mayer
started to explain, but the woman lost
her temper .and commenced to say
things about Miss Mayer being so par-
ticular.

"That's a funny way to do business,"
said the women. "My husband work-
ed for that money and I wajit to spend
some of it before I go back home."

"I'm sorry, but it can't be helped;

it's the rule, you know," explained Miss
Mayer.

"I don't care anything about the
rules; you could cash it if you wanted
