SAYS CANCER CURE
WILL YET BE FOUND

Glasgow Surgeon Visiting Mi|l

City Declares X-ray Is Not

Sure Remedy.

Dr. Donald McLaren, an eminent
Burgeon of Glasgow, Scotland, who is
at the West hotel en route home from
Japan and India Avith his wife and
daughter, declares that all reports of
cure by X-ray in cases of cancer are
premature and must be accepted with
the utmost caution.

"The results of a prolonged series of
experiments made in Great Britain and
on the continent," said Mr. McLaren
last night, "indicate that we are on
the right track, but the men who have
made the most exhaustive experiments
and who have been most persistent in
their efforts to find a cure for cancer,
are at this moment less sanguine in
their utterances than practitioners
\u25a0who have, as they assert, affected
cures by X-ray in private practice. It
is rash and unjustifiable to assert now
that we have a cure for cancer. As a
matter of fact, we do not know what
we have got. At all events it is not
right or humane to raise hopes in the
minds of cancer sufferers that they
are about to be delivered by some
newly discovered panacea.

"As a matter of fact, it is evident
that the cancer cure will never be dis-
covered by one man. When it is final-
ly established it will be by dint of the
continuous effort of all the earnest,
thoughtful, persistent men who are
unceasingly devoting their energies to
this end. One clue develops another.
The best I can say is that, in my opin-
ion, we have made great progress to-
ward the goal sought. I have not the
slightest doubt that a successful meth-
od of combating the terrible disease
will finally develop out of all the re-
search, and perhaps it is not too much
to say that this desirable result may
be achieved within a year or two. If it
comes in a month or six so much the
better for sctence and the suffering.

"I think that some of the most valu-
able results from X-ray and Finsen-
ray treatments have been noted at the
Middlesex hospital in London, where
the doctors do not assert that they
have ever cured cancer by either
means, but do assert positively that
they have abolished the severe pain
that invariably accompanies the dis-
ease. But the ill effects of prolonged
exposure to X-rays has also been
plainly established. It has been shown
that operators who are constantly in
the presence of the rays suffer from
epithelioma, a malignant growth on
the skin that is closely allied to can-
cer. The workers in the radiograph
department of the London hospital
have several times had to be laid off
because their hands were injured.

"The best we can do is to keep hard
at work on this greatest problem, and
while most of us are satisfied that
light rays will eventually play an im-
portant part in the handling of can-
cer cases, we are not now prepared
to say in what degree the rays will be
used or in what connection. Evidently
we are short several important links
in the chain we are forging."

BROWN AND ELGE HELD.

Other Arrests, Police Think, Break Up
Notorious Gang.

Fred Brown, one of the three men
arrested early Wednesday morning by
Chief Conroy and Patrolman Kerr, was
arraigned before Judge Dickinson yes-
terday on a charge of forgery. Brown
waived examination and was held to
the. grand jury in $1,000 bail.

Peter Elge, one of Brown's pals, was
turned over to the sheriff. There" has
been an indictment against..Elge for
forgery for several months, and he
probably will be tried on the charge.

Fred Hill, the third of the trio, is
being held to await identification.
Charles Marshall, who was taken into
custody late Wednesday night by
Deputy Sheriff Loth and Detective
Morrissey on a joint indictment with
Elge, issued a year ago, was arraigned
yesterday on a charge of forgery and
released on $500 bail.

With the arrest of these four the
police are satisfied that they have com-
pletely broken up a gang that has been
operating so extensively on the East
Bide for over a year.

BANK OFFICIALS DISAPPEAR.

No Trace Can Be Found of $30,000 of the
Deposits.

The doors of the Farmers and Mer-
chants' Bank of Montgomery, a private
institution, have been closed sinceWednesday night.

Persons who have investigated the af-
fairs of the institution have found $604of cash on hand. No trace has been foundof the $30,000 to $40,000 of deposits be-longing to farmers and business men of
the little town.

George S. Brainerd, of Minneapolis,president of the Brainerd-Deckert-Blam-er Lumber Company of Minneapolis is
the president and owner of the bank, hay-

ing purchased it from C. L. Marks some
little time ago.

Mr. Brainerd has not been seen in Min-
neapolis since Monday, and his brother,
B. A. Brainerd, was not in Montgomery
yesterday. It is said he took his family
to the home of his father at Blooming
Prairie. Inquiries at the former residence
of the two Brainerds in Minneapolis fail-
ed to .reveal any trace of their where-

abouts.
Creditors are now in possession of the

bank, and it is said that if the affairs
of the institution are properly managed,
there will be small loss; but at present
they are unable to determine the status
of affairs.

ORDERS FINE HUNTING OUTFIT.

A swell outfit for the hunting field is
being built in Minneapolis by A. T. Jen-
nings for Matthew Findlater, a Chicago
sportsman who visits the South Dakota
grouse territory every season. Mr. Find-
later spent a month in Minnesota and
South Dakota during the shooting season
last year as the guest of Minneapolitans,
and he made up his mind then that this
year he would have the best equipped
hunting wagon in the country.

The prairie schooner has been built
from plans prepared by Mr. Findlater
himself. It is ten feet long, nine feet high
and four feet wide. The sides are of
heavy canvas and the roof is galvanized.
Inside are bunks for the accommodation
of the travelers, at night, as well as con-
veniently arranged' compartments for car-
rying ice and provisions. The outfit will
be pulled by a team of mules.

FRANCHISE SUITS STRAUB.

He Says Lines to Anoka and Shakopee

Will Be Built.
Dr. Charles O. Straub has announced

that the franchise offered to him and
his associates for a trolley line to Anoka
by way of' the Osseo road, and another
one south to Shakopee, will be accepted.

The promoters are ready to proceed
with the work at once, and a meeting
will be held Monday by the county
commissioners when the contract will be
submitted to the applicants for their sig-
nitures.

One of the factors which will figure
in the new system is a law passed by
the last session of the legislature pro-
viding that suburban lines shall have
track privileges over the lines of the Twin
City Rapid Transit company within the
city limits at a compensation to be de-
termined by mutual agreement or by ad-
justment through the courts.

TO REMODEL NAVAL
ACADEMY SYSTEM

Visitors Recommend Admission on Cer-

tificates From Outside Schools.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Aug. 14.—
Recommendations of far-reaching im-
portance to the naval academy are
contained in the annual report of the
board of visitors.

The board recommends that candi-
dates be admitted to Annapolis on
certificates from certain schools ap-

proved by the academic board, the
board believing "the studies of the bet-
ter class of state universities eoiild be
modified to meet the peculiar needs of

the naval academy;" that candidates
be nominated one year in advance of

the entrance examination; that grad-

uation at the end of four years be final,
relieving midshipmen of the necessity

of returning two years after gradua-

tion for further examination; that
graduates be commissioned as soon as
graduated, and that a department of
special training be established, there-
by placing this matter under the spe-

cial supervision of a highly qualified
expert.

Only One Proposition as to Currency

Legislation Yet Agreed Upon.

BREACH OF FAITH
CHARGED AGAINST

THE PUBLISHERS
International Typographical

Union Adopts the Report of
the Arbitration Committee on

the Recent Strikes at Spokane

and Seattle, Wash.

"WASHINGTON, Aug. 14.r-The Interna-
tional Typographical union today took up
the report of the committee on arbitration,
which follows:

"In the famous Spokane and Seattle
cases, in which President Lynch is
charged by Commissioner Driscoll with
a violation of the arbitration agree-
ment, we find after careful consideration
of all evidence adduced:

"That the publishers precipitated the
trouble by a display of bad faith at the
outset. We believe the arbitration agree-
ment was promulgated by honorable jnen

who were unable at its inception to see
the loopholes through which an unfair
publisher or union might take advantage
of it. We believe that the apparent bad
faith of the above mentioned publishers
nullified the arbitration agreement as ap-
plies to them and justified President
Lynch and the executive council to take
the course they did.

"Commissioner Driscoll and President
Lynch agree, and so does your commit-
tee, that the whole trouble arises over
the lack of a code of procedure which
shall define what and how any questions
are to be arbitrated. We hold that this
code of procedure should be fixed only
by the parties who conceived and pro-
mulgated the original arbitration agree-
ment.

"Commissioner Driscoll proposes to ar-
bitrate with our president the questions
presented in Spokane and Seattle and to
leave It to any man that they may agree
upon. For reasons cited your committee
is of the opinion that this cannot be done.
The publishers demanded the arbitration
of matters prohibited by our laws and I
therein violated the agreement, putting
themselves beyond the pale of arbitration.
We assert that we believe in arbitration,
but arbitration is only possible where
parties to the dispute approach the ques-
tion in a fair manner. We recommend
that the convention indorse President
Lynch and the executive council in the
course they pursued."

President Lynch defended the position
taken by himself and the executive coun-
cil, stating the reasons 'for their action.
The report was adopted unanimously.

ACCUSED OF BRIBE-TAKING.

Aid. Hlmmelsteln, of Milwaukee, Arrsted
in a License case.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Aug. 14.—George
Himmelstein, alderman from the Ninth
ward and chairman of the license commit-
tee of the common council, was arrested
today on a warrant issued from the dis-
trict attorney's office and later released
on bond of $1,000. The complaint is by
James L. Games, a saloonkeeper, andcharges Himmelstein with asking Albert
French $1,000 to push French's license
through the council and with accepting
$100 from French with the understanding
that he (Himmelstein) would vote
for granting the license and use his of-
fice to obtain it.

The application for the French license
came into the committee with objections
by Chief of Police Janssen attached.
French withdrew his . application later,
but it is said he again applied for the
license and got one, the objections having
mysteriously disappeared and an O. K.
of the police department found in its
place.

FERGUSON MAKES DEFENSE.

Says He Advises Patron of Unreliability
of Insurance Policies.

LA CROSSE, Wis., Aug. 14.—Peter Fer-

guson, threatened with arrest by the Min-
nesota state insurance commissioner,
swears that before selling the $6,000 wild-
cat insurance to Daniel Webster, owner
of-the Toledo woolen milsl at La Crescent,
he communicated with the insurance com-
missioner and sold the policies, advising
his patron of their unreliability. He avers
that he is not the agent of the "wild-cat"
companies, and that he does represent a
reputable corporation. He daclares Web-
ster asked for the insurance he secured
when the company represented by Fer-
guson refused the policy because the mills
had no fire protection.

ROCK ISLANDGIVES ITS: HOLDINGS
TO TERMINAL COMPANY

Continued From First Page.

terminal grounds, yards, tracks and
facilities of the company in St. Paul,
all of this property being what is
known as the Rock Island's holdings
on the West side, the latter road hav-
ing purchased the Burlington, Cedar
Rapids & Northern.

The deed from Thomas H. Brown
simply places in the name of the ter-
minal company about 100 lots on the
West side, which were bought up by

him in his capacity of purchasing
agent for the Rock Island. It is prop-
erty already occupied by the Rock Isl-
and tracks and terminals, running

from their freight house on the West
side, south along the" river toward In-
ver Grove, or South St. Paul. The
property until yesterday had remained
in the name of Mr. Brown.,*

The third deed is from-t-Ue Chicago,
Rock Island & Pacific, and'conveys to
the terminal company all of the Rock
Island's holdings in the four. counties
named. Included in this conveyance is
that portion of the Burlington, Cedar
Rapids & Northern, between the junc-
tion of the South St. Paul Belt Line
railway and the line of the Burlington,
Cedar Rapids & Northern, known as
Inver Grove Junction, and the bridge,
across the Mississippi river in Dakota
county, known as the Belt Line bridge.

There is also included that portion of
the Burlington, Cedar Rapids & North-
ern extending from the east end of the
Belt Line bridge to Newport, in Wash-
ington county, where the Rock island
now connects with the Milwaukee.
Aside from this the conveyance in-
cludes all of the terminal grounds of
the Burlington, Cedar Rapids & North-
ern in Minneapolis, as.well as a num-
ber of other lots owned by the road in
Minneapolis, and alljl&rwls, property,
depots, tracks and franchises leased
by the Rock Island frcirt £the Burling-
ton, Cedar Rapids & Northern in Ram-
sey, Hennepin, Washington and Da-
kota counties.

The deeds were received from the
Rock Island's general office in Chicago
yesterday, and the recording of them
means that the business of .the Rock
Island system will soon be-in the hands
of the Minneapolis &. St. Paul Ter-
minal company.

"The transfer of this, property to the
terminal company is merely a matter
of legal form," said E< C, Stringer, of
the firm of Stringer &. Seymour, at-
torneys for the Rock Island, last night.

"There is nothing significant in the
deal and it does not mean any new
construction and practically no change
in the management of the road's af-
fairs. All of the property conveyed
was Rock Island holdings, and it is
still in possession of the Rock Island,
as the Minneapolis & St. Paul Ter-
minal company is a Rock Island com-
pany. The change is made simply for
the purpose of expediting matters.
Under our laws it is more convenient
to have such business cared for by a
company of this kind, and this is the
sole object of the Rock Island in form-
ing the company. It is nothing more
than a friendly formation of a terminal
company to care for the Rock Island's
business in Minneapolis, St. Paul and
South St. Paul."

The large property holdings which
the Rock Island has recently purchas-
ed in the vicinity of Inver Grove Junc-
tion are to be devoted to yard pur-
poses. The Rock Island, it is said, con-
templates the early construction of
large yards at this point, which is a
convenient one from which to care for
its South St. Paul business.

IS PREPARING

FOR FALL TRW
Review of the Week's Business

Shows Little Hesitation in
Any Line Outside of Iron and
Steel—Rail way Earnings Gain
and Crop News Is Assuring.

NEW YORK, Aug. 14.—R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review of trade tomorrow
will say: Earnings of railways for
August thus far show an average gain
of 7.7 per cent over last year's figures,
and 16.3 per cent compared with 1901.
Distribution of merchandise is very
heavy, more interruption to traffic be-
ing reported, and in staple lines prices
are steady. Preparations for fall trade
are vigorous, many manufacturers
working overtime to fill important or-
ders. Collections are fully as prompt
as usual for the season. Crop news is
reassuring. Foreign trade at this port
for the last week showed a loss of
$1,461,049 in exports as compared with
the same week last year, and imports
decreased $2,127,575.

Hesitation in certain branches of the
iron and steel industry is indicated
with some degree of definiteness by
the monthly statistics just published
by the Iron Age. A vast amount of
business is being done, but there is no
indication to anticipate requirements
of the future beyond contracts already
placed. The week has brought no de-
developments in the price situation,
but there is a steady gain in purchases
of pig iron. Agricultural implements
and machinery manufacturers have
secured a further large tonnage of
material. Merchant steel and pipe
show improved demand, but in plates
and structural material the waiting
tendency is still dominant.

A slight increase in the volume of
business in cotton goods is confined to
small orders for quick delivery.

Quotations for cotton are firmly held
and one advance in staple prints oc-
curred this week, but the ratio of the
product to the raw material is far
from such as to encourage manufac-
turing. A steady demand for men's
wear woolens sustains prices and bus-
iness in dress goods is improving. Dry
goods jobbers report fairly good buy-
ing. The feature this week has been
the liberal purchasing of heavy shoes
for next spring by local jobbers.
Leather has at last shown the increase
in activity promised by the vigorous
operation of factories. Hides continue
weak.

Failures this week number 174 in
the Uinted States, against 196 last
year, and in Canada 22, compared with
21 a year ago. .

DOLLAR CASH WHEAT
BECOMES A REALITY

which is used in the Minneapolis mills
and has made the flour manufactured
here famous the world over. Winter
wheat, raised in the states south and
southwest from here, can be bought

in Minneapolis from 80 to 83 cents.

Foreigners Want Wheat.

It is not only the demands of domes-
tic consumers that has caused the
price to advanoe so rapidly as it has
done recently. Foreign markets want

Minnesota and Dakota wheat at all
times to tone up the inferior qualities

grown in their own countries, and as
they cannot get any at the present
time and their stocks of wheat and
flour are beginning to get low, they are
becoming anxious to buy here after a
long period of apparent indifference,
based upon the theory that they would
be able to buy cheaper. In the mean-
time the wheat stocks in Minneapolis
have been gradually decreasing, until
at the present time there is only 1,375.-
--000 bushels in store.

Harvest is from two to three weeks
later than it has been for some years
past and there is not any likelihood
that the crop of spring wheat will
prove as large as last year. Some esti-
mate it will be from 30,000,000 to 40,-
--000,000 bushels less. H. V. Jones esti-

mates the states of Minnesota, North
and South Dakota will only raise 147,-
--000,000 bushels this year, whereas his

estimate for last year, which some

think was exceeded by the actual yield,
was 178,850,000 bushels.

Crop Will Be Late.
Whether the crop will prove more or

less than Mr. Jones estimates, there
can be no doubt that it will be late in
getting to market. It is so already, as
the new-crop wheat commenced to ar-
rive in Minneapolis from one to two
weeks earlier than this date in each
of the four previous years.

Of the present stocks of spring
wheat in Minneapolis the greater part

is said to be owned by the Vvashburn-
Crosby company and therefore the rest
of the millers have to scramble for
whatever wheat they can get. Recent- j
ly there have not been more than a
dozen cars of spring wheat received in
Minneapolis on any one day, notwith-
standing it would bring over 90 cents
and was steadily advancing. The
Globe stated yesterday that buyers

would have to pay this price and they
did, although not without some hesi-
tation in the first instance. Later $1.01
was bid and $1.02 asked for wheat of

'this quality, and $1 was paid for 3,000
bushels "to arrive," which gives the
seller twenty days -within which to
deliver it. On the same terms. 95 cents
was insisted upon for No. 2, a slightly
inferior grade.

Bad for Millers.
"Dollar cash wheat," said James S.

Bell, of the Washburn-Crosby com-
pany, "makes it bad for the millers
here, as they have to compete more or
less with the winter wheat flour made,
in the South. There is, of course, a
difference in the value of spring and
winter wheat flours, but the present

difference in price is abnormally wide
and makes competition exceedingly

difficult. I do not look for the mills
to close, and notwithstanding the situ-
ation, I believe at least a fair portion
of the total capacity will continue to
be operated somehow until new wheat
comes in."

There is quite a large demand for
flour at the present time, although the
price has been advanced until it haa
reached nearly $5 a barrel and will
probably be quoted at that figure or
even higher within the next few days.

Traders in the "pit"are now making

the price for wheat to be delivered dur-
ing the month of September 85 cents.
Yesterday the market advanced from
83% cents to 85% cents, and although

there was a little weakening toward
the close of the day, the almost uni-
versal opinion is that it will go to 90
cents before the time for delivery ar-
rives, particularly if the harvest is still
further delayed by wet weather, as
seems by no means unlikely from the
present outlook.

Bargains in Eyelashes.
In a hair store on Broadway a novel-

ty is being sold in the shape of long,

luxuriant eyelashes, which can be ad-
justed in two minutes and will wear
for one month. They cost $3 a pair. A
pair of eyebrows can also be had cost-
ing $6, and it Is said they will only

need renewing twice a year. The de-
mand is not brisk as yet.—New York
Press.
