Run of the Battleship Is a Tes-

timonial to the Capacity of

the Greatest of Shipyards—

The Newport News Co. and
President Calvin B. Orcutt.

The return of the United States bat-
tleship Kearsarge American waters

was an incident of profound interest to
the American people. "Her reception
abroad was gratifying to national
pride. At Kiel she was inspected by

Emperor William and his staff, by Ad-
mirals of the German navy and by ex-
pert constructors and builders. She
was acknowledged to be a fine product
of scientific construction and superb
workmanship. The emperor was so
delighted with the ship and the ap-
pearance of her gallant crew that he

sent a congratulatory cablegram to
President Roosevelt. At Portsmouth
she was inspected by the Prince of
Wales, Gen. Lord Roberts, members of
the admiralty and admirals in the navy
as well as by the leading shipbuilders
of England. The period of honors con-
cluded, she steamed out of Portsmouth,
England, July 17; pointed her prow to-
ward her native land and began the
homeward record-breaking run.

The Kearsarge arrived off ML Des-
ert, Me., on Sunday, July 26, having
run from the Needles, a distance of
2,885 nautical railes (3,365.83 land
miles) in nine days, four hours and
fifteen minutes. This was done at an
average speed of 13.10 knots an hour,
a remarkable average to maintain un-
der natural draught for so long a dis-
tance. The official report further says:
"The Kearsarge experienced variable
winds, force three to eight ('three'
means a gentle breeze and 'eight' half
a gale); slowed four hours on account
of taking seas over turrets; slowed to
ten knots for ten and one-half hours
on account of fogs and icebergs; con-
sumed 1,148 tons of coal; average daily
consumption, 125.5 tons for all pur-
poses; average speed by engine, 13.6."

These facts prove the Kearsarge the
fastest of all vessels of her class and

builders, as to the result of the test
for coal endurance, engine capacity and
speed. In fact the voyage of the Kear-
sarge has been equaled by no ship in
any foreign fleet and proves that our
battleships are not built "for show
but are capable of doing the work for
Avhich they are designed. Her sister
ship, the Kentucky, is her exact coun-
terpart and on her official trip proved
herself faster if anything. Capt. Jo-
seph N. Hemphill paid to the con-
structors and builders the finest possi-
ble compliment when he stated that
the efficiency of his ship was not im-
paired by the severe test made of her
machinery and that she could start
right off and repeat the trip after fill-

That vessels like the Kearsarge can
be built in private yards Is a matter of
congratulation. The Kearsarge and
Kentucky (11,525 tons each) were
launched at the yards of the Newport
News Shipbuilding and Dry Dock
company on March 24, 1898, the latter
following the former into the waters of
the James river after an interval of an
hour and a half. The mere fact that
two superb engines of war can be built
side by side and completed so that they
can be launched simultaneously speaks
volumes in praise of the management
and facilities of this, the greatest of
shipyards. When Collis P. Hunting-
ton determined to establish on the
James river a great shipbuilding plant
he foresaw the enormous possibilities

>f the late Mr. Huntington, in making

the Newport News Shipbuilding & Dry
Dock company a monument to the
name of Huntlngton.

No private yard In the world has

built so many of the great marine en-
gines of war as the one at Newport
News. There are always two or three
on the stocks. In April last the United
States armored cruiser West Virginia
was launched in the presence of a great
representative company." Launchings
at these yards are always gala events,
as the day generally closes with a
dance and a supper. Her sister ship,
the Maryland, will be launched in Sep-
tember, and work has begun on the
Minnesota, a battleship of the first
class, of 16,000 tons. Owing to the
great prestige of the yard, gained by
its splendid product and the untiring
energy of President Orcutt, there is al-
ways work for its 7,000 workmen.

Two years ago this company deliv-
ered the battleship Illinois to the gov-
ernment. She proved to be the fastest
ship of her class in the world. On her
trial trip she made the remarkable
speed of 17.45 knots an hour, exceed-
ing the records of her sister ships Ala-
bama and Wisconsin, constructed in
other yards. This company is also
building the protected cruiser Charles-
ton, the monitor Arkansas and the bat-
tleships Missouri, Virginia and Louis-
iana. Recently the company built and
delivered to the owners for the Pacific
trade the splendid steamships Korea
and-Siberia.

In addition to the enormous tonnage
built each year in the yards, an im-
portant factor of the work done by the
company is the repairing of vessels.
Whenever a ship gets into trouble any-
where on the Atlantic coast from Jer-
sey to the Gulf, she manages to get to
Hampton Roads, where the company
has facilities for docking two battle-
ships in one dock at the same time, as
well as machinery and facilities for
doing repairs in the most expeditious
and efficient manner. The yards boast
of the largest dry dock on the Ameri-
can continent and one of the largest in
the world. Its cost was considerably
over a million dollars.

WABASH IN MILWAUKEE.

It Will Make That City a Terminal
Through a Car Ferry.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Aug. 15.—Thi
announcement was made by officials o1
the Wabash line, who are in the cits
today, that Milwaukee is to be mada
the terminal of the Wabash through
a car ferry connection with Benton
Harbor, Mich. The line of the road
from a point near South Bend, Ind.,
will be extended to South Bend and
from there to Benton Harbor. A sys-
tem of ferries will be run from Benton
Harbor to Milwaukee. Terminal fa-
cilities will be established on the lake
front, which will cost $5,000,000.

UNION PACIFIC RAISE.

Engineers and Firemen Get a Substan-
tial Advance in Pay.

OMAHA, Neb., Aug. 15.—The joint
committee, representing the engineers
and firemen of the Union Pacific, to-
day concluded a conference with Su-
perintendent of Transportation Buck-
ingham and Master of Motive Power
McKeen, the result of which is an av-
erage increase of wages for the engi-
neers of about 3% and the firemen 4%
per cent. The increase runs from 10
to 20 cents a hundred miles for the
engineers, with a proportionate in-
crease for the firemen. The negotiar
tions have been pending since July 6
and the new scale affects the entire
system.

COURSE OF TRUE
LOVE IS CHECKED

BY A TRAGEDY
One Man at Great Falls Is Fa-

tally Shot, Another Beaten
To Insensibility and a Third
Is a Fugitive—Lover Is in Jal 1

and Girl Cleaves To Him.

GREAT FALLS, *Jont., Aug. 15.—An-

gelo Tire, aged fifty, fatally wounded
today by Castale Gabuto. Joseph Tire,
son of the former, Is a fugitive from
justice, pursued by the sheriff. Gabuto
is in jail, beaten into insensibility. All
the parties concerned are Italians.

Gabuta has been courting Lucia Tire,
who is nineteen. The father and brother
objected. Last night near midnight Ga-
buto went to Justice Batterton to get a
warrant for the elder Tire and have him
bound over to keep the peace. He said Tire
meant to kill him. It was late and the
justice could not be found.

At 5 o'clock this morning the two Tirea
went to Gabuto's house and "laid" for
him. As he came out to go to work, it
is alleged, the two jumped at him. Ga-
buto, drawing his revolver, fired twice.
Both bullets took effect in the body of
the father. The younger Tire wrested
the gun from Gabuto's hand and beat him
into insensibility. Believing that both
were dead, he fled. The girl in the case
is frantic over the incarceration of her
lover and says she willmarry him as soon
as he is released.

DOUBLE LYNCHING PENDS.

People of Lander, Wyo., Would Shed No
Tears Over Keffer and Dollard.

CHEYENNE, Wyo., Aug. 15.—Advices
from Lander indicate that James Keffer
and James Dollard will be lynched. A
large crowd gathered about the Lander
jail last night, and for a time it looked as
though the bastile would be stormed.
After a brief consultation among the
leaders, however, the crowd apparently
dispersed. Since that hour men have been
seen lurking in the shadows of buildings
of the jailand an attack is expected at
any moment, the dispersing of the mob
being a ruse, it is believed, to-throw the
officers off their guard.

Dollard killed Frank Bryant In a sa-
loon on Wednesday night, after having
brained Ross Stringer with a board in
the street. Dollard, who Is an ex-rough
rider, was drunk and "shooting up the
town" at the time. James Keffer was
convicted of murdering William Marrin,
a stage tender on the Lander-Rawlins
line, two years ago, and was' sentenced
to be hanged, but was granted a stay of
execution pending an appeal to the su-
preme court.

Apparently no extra effort is being
made to protect the prisoners. Only the
regular guard is at the jail.

BLUE EARTH CROP OUTLOOK.

Wheat In the County Is Expected to

Yield Twelve Bushels.
Special to The Globe.

MANKATO, Minn., Aug. 15.—1n th«
Judgment of the millers of Mankato, based
upon the early threshing reports, wheat
will yield about 12 bushels to the acre,
oats 30 and barley 25, as an average
throughout Blue Earth county. These es-
timates indicate that about three-fourths
of an average crop will be threshed in
each of these grains.

There are many highly favored sections
in the county where the yield will be much
larger than this. Many farmers whose
land lies high and whose grain has there-
fore been comparatively exempt from the
rust that the too abundant rainfalls havo
occasioned in lower places, state that they
have garnered 26 to 27 bushels to the
acre. Low, damp lands, on the other
hand, are yielding scarcely any crop at
all.

Corn depends entirery on the time the
frost comes. An early frost wil so ruin
that grain that the harvest will be scarce-
ly anything.

MUTILATED BY CARS.

Murder, Is Killed.

WINONA, Minn., Aug. 15.—Joseph Knit-
ter, an old resident of this city, was run
over and instantly killed by a Milwau-
kee freight train a few miles above here
this afternoon. Knitter had been work-
ing at a stone quarry near Minneiska
and was returning to the quarry on the
railroad track with three companions
when he was killed. Three cars passed
over hsi body.

Some years ago Knitter's wife was
taken suddenly ill and was removed to
the hospital here, where she died. At
the time it was alleged that death was
caused by Knitter beating her. Several of
Knitter's children are in the state school
at Owatonna.

FLOODED BY CLOUDBURST.

Papillion. Neb.
OMAHA, Neb., Aug. 15.—A cloudburst

at Papillion, a few miles south of Omaha,
today flooded the entire town and caused
extensive damage. The entire surround-
ing country was flooded and crops were
almost destroyed in the vicinity of Papil-
lion. The water ran over the Missouri
Pacific tracks, causing delay to trains
for ten hours.

FAIRBURY, Neb., Aug. 15.—Details
have been received of a cloudburst on
the Nebraska and Kansas line. Two
storm clouds met and for an hour the
water fell in sheets. The water swept
down Dry Branch and Silver creek, two
streams that are usually dry at this
season of the year, taking everything be-
fore it. More than 1,000 trees were
taken out by the roots and barns, corn
cribs, grain and haystacks, several droves
of hogs and many horses and cattle were
swept away with the flood.

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BRICKLAYERS' AID
ENCOURAGES STRIKE

Probable That Laborers Will
Get Support From Other

Unions.

The strike situation in Minneapolis
is becoming momentarily more seri-
ous.

The decision of the Bricklayers'
union to support the laborer In their
demands will undoubtedly be followed
by similar action in other directions,
and it is certain that prospects of a
settlement are exceedingly remote.

All the best known contractors, and
those principally affected by the
strike, were seen on behalf of The
Globe yesterday. They maintain a
determination to see the matter
through, and declare that they will not
be coerced by the demands of the
unitfns fnto compulsory payment of
high wages to any and every unskilled
workman who happens to drift into
Minneapolis.

"We can afford to wait," is what the
contractors say In effect. "It is not
the fault of the contractors that mat-
ters have reached their present condi-
tion. We have been willingto recog-
nize the claims of our workmen in
every legitimate direction, but this de-
mand is not a legitimate one, and It
will not be acceded to."

There was a meeting of leading bus-
iness men last night, at which the
situation was discussed, but no solu-
tion was arrived at. There is a proba-
bility, however, that leading men will
endeavor by mediation to bring about
a settlement of tfce difficulty.

Meantime some of the most impor-

tant enterprises under way in Minne-
apolis at this time are held up. Thomas
Lowry said yesterday that, so far,
there appeared very little prospect of
a settlement being reached, and he ex-
pressed profound appreciation of the
seriousness of the situation.

The delay of work on the power sta-
tion is a serious matter for the com-
pany, and a scarcely less serious one,
from the public's point of view. But
for the heavy rains which have filled
up streams and rivers to the north,
thus assuring a good stage of water in
the river at Minneapolis, there is no
doubt that the Twin City Rapid Tran-
sit company would be in serious straits
to handle its state fair traffic. As it is,
the company will probably be able to
squeeze through without much trou-
ble. The installation of the additional
power to be developed from the new
station is of such Importance to the
handling of increasing traffic that offi-
cers of the corporation view the possi-
bilityof a prolonged strike with undis-
guised alarm. There is no desire tp
duplicate the trouble from lack of
power that caused so much public
clamor last year, and last year's situa-
tion Is pretty sure to be duplicated If
labor trouble is added to the already
serious delays that have occurred in
the delivery of machinery.

The predicament in which those who
are erecting new buildings or making

extensiv repairs find themselves is
hardly less serious. At the present
writing it appears that many of these
structures will be unfinished before
cold weather sets in.
. So far as the conduct of the strikers

Is concerned, there can be ns eroticism.

Rowe investigated and was horrified
to find that the five kittens which she
had excellent reason to believe were
dead and buried, had come to life and
were wailing for their accustomed
dish of milk.

When informed of the situation
Rowe refused to believe that the cats
could have come to life, asserting that
they lay dead on the ground for an
hour before he buried them. When he
saw the animals, however, he was
compelled to admit the truth of the
adage about a cat's nine lives.

It seems from the appearance of the
grave vacated by Rowe's cats that
they were not long burled before the
mother cat got busy and dug them all
up. Then she put in the night licking
them back to life, and by breakfast
time had them all ready for the usual
hand-out.

Mrs. Rowe wanted Rowe to drown
the cats again this morning, but he is
a trifle superstitious, and declares
that he has soaked those cats all he is
going to.

CHAMBER DENIES GAMBLING.

Case Against Coe Company to Come
Up in September.

The case of the Minneapolis Cham-
ber of Commerce against the Coe Com-
mission company, in which it is sought
to prevent the Independent Grain and
Stock exchange from using the quota-

tion of the chamber, will be brought to
trial at the September term of court.

The chamber has made a reply to the
answer of the Independent exchange

and denies in detail the charges made
by the Independents that the chamber
was little more or less than a gambling
institution.

The reply of the chamber asserts
there" is no gambling on the floor of
the chamber. It declares there is
either "actual physical delivery or by
offsetting one delivery against another
to save unnecessary delay and ex-
Dense."

The reply states that the world's

crop of wheat is about 2,000,000,000
bushels, and of this amount only 125,-
--000,000 is actually handled in Minne-
apolis. The figure, it is claimed, is
made apparently greater because some
of this actual wheat is sold over and
over in speculation.

The chamber says in its reply that
its quotations are gold to members for
a valuable consideration, yet it would
be willing to make them public prop-

erty were it not for the fact they would
be used for gambling purposes and
to the injury of legitimate business."

The rules of the chamber, which are
submitted, provide for a commission of
one-eighth of a cent on futures, and 1
cent on cash wheat/and in all cases
actual delivery is required.

In conclusion the chamber states it
is conducting its business "strictly in
accordance with the laws of the United
States and in accordance with the

most modern system of business and
economics, and strictly in accord with
public policy and greatly to the ad-
vantage of both producer and con-
sumer."
