HAS NO CONTROL
OVER PRIVATE BANKS
Examiner Johnson Says He Is

Tjred of Being Bothered

z About Them.

"I am getting tired of being called
upon for statements of the condition of
the private banks that have failed in
this state recently, and being held ac-
countable for their trouble," said Pub-
lic Examiner Johnson yesterday in
conversation with The Globe.

"I have no more jurisdiction over
banks of that class," he continued,

"than I have over any other kind of
private business establishment, and
have no more authority to examine
into their affairs than a poundmaster
has. Their business is strictly of a
private character and not under any
government supervision, and if the
funds intrusted to them are misappro-
priated it is not even a felony.

"There have been seven private
bank failures in this state recently—
two at Duluth, one at Carleton, one at
Cloquet, one at Montgomery, and two

v in Faribault county. One of the latter
was the Faribault County bank, which
had been established thirty-five years,

'"* and was capitalized for $500,000.

WAGON OVERTURNS
WITH EIGHT PEOPLE

Washout on Dakota Avenue

Causes Accident—Two Worn-

en Seriously Hurt.

A deep gully on Dakota avenue, due
to a recent washout, was the cause of
the abrupt ending of the gayety of a
party returning to town in a . .farm
wagon from a wedding held at P. J.
McGrath's house, Dakota county, last
night.

There were eight people in the
wagon, four couples, and three of the
couples had gone along to escort Mr.
and Mrs. J. H. Barwise, 1947 Carroll
street, to a Stryker avenue car.

The greatest merriment prevailed
among the people in the wagon until,
suddenly and without warning, the
horses plunged forward into a dark pit

in the road, the wagon overturned and
the occupants were thrown with vio-
lence to the ground. The accident hap-
pened at 12 o'clock, on Dakota avenue,
between Page and Morton streets.

Mrs. Barwise and Mrs. William M.
Wentworth, West St. Paul, were se-
riously hurt, but the others escaped
without severe injury. Mrs. Barwise
was painfully bruised about the right
hip and shoulders, and her right leg
was injured so that she could hardly

walk. Mrs. Wentworth's spine was in-
jured by the fall and her condition is
regarded as serious.

The other members of the party es-
caped with a shaking up and bruises
of varying severity. Mrs. Barwise
was able to proceed with the aid of
her husband to her home, while Mrs.
Wentworth had to be taken to her
home in the wagon.

I*was built by Min-
neapolis capital, John S. Pillsbury hav-
ing been one of the original promoters,
but not long since a controlling interest
was purchased by the Minnesota Loan
and Trust company for the Northern
Pacific.

NEIGHBORS REPRESSED

Mrs. Delia Crowe, of Northeast Minne-
apolis, is charged by her neighbors with
trying to shoot her way^ into the exclusive
social circle of her neighborhood. Yes-
terday morning a score of the members
of this 400 appeared in police court to
testify to the belligerent style of Mrs.
Crowe's social ambition. But the lady
had not beep apprehended.

From the story of the complainants it
appears that Mrs. Crowe could not qual-
ify, even if marksmanship were the test
of social fitness, for it is claimed that
she fired five shots at a bunch of neigh-
bors whom she hejd most directly re-
sponsible fOr the social embargo raisedagainst her, and failed to•\u25a0 score a single
time. She did, however, gain temporary
sway, for tfcta* neighbors took to their
houses and let her run things to suit
herself.

The trouble, it appears, grew tut of a
move to ostracize Mrs. Crowe. She
wanted to mingle with the best of them,
but they treated her overtures coldly, and,
on her persisting, finallyclosed their doors
against her when she went to call. Then
she became bellicose and took the effec-
tive means of expressing her displeasure.

A warrant was sworn out for her, but
the police up to last evening had not
located her.

WEST SiDE HAS PUN
FOR CROSS-TOWN LINE

Would Extend It Across High

Bridge to Dakota County

Line.

West side residents are interesting
themselves in the cross-town car line
agitation.

Ifone is built they want it to extend
from the Dakota county line to Como
park and beyond. The high bridge,
they say, would make the plan feasi-
ble.

The scheme, which has many Fifth
ward supporters, is to build a line
across the Fifth and Seventh wards,
connecting with the Grand avenue line,
preferably at Victoria street. From
here the Grand avenue line would be
used to Seventh and Ramsey street.
At Seventh a line, they say, could be
built to connect direct with the high
bridge and extend across the bridge

to the West side, where it would con-
nect with the Mississippi and West St.
Paul car line. This would bring it to
the Dakota county line, which is An-
napolis street. • i

If cheapness is one of the things,that

the street car company wants, the sup-
porters say, the project should appeal,
as less new track would be required
than any other plan yet outlined would
necessitate. As to the use of the high
bridge, only one track, they say, need
be laid on It. It is sufficiently strong

for the purpose.
When a cross-town line was under

discussion, :Some years ago, this plan
was broached, but* like others, it pass-
ed into history as a failure because of
council opposition. Just now, however,
the members of the council are gener-
ally outspoken in favor of another line,
and an ordinance calling for it is ex-
pected at an early date.

LOCAL CONSUMERS
FILL THEIR COAL BINS

Do Not Propose to Be Caught Without
Fuel This Winter.

Empty coal bins will be a scarcity in
St. Paul this winter.

Local consumers do not propose to' be
caught without any fuel as they were last
year.

According to one local dealer there is
now more coal in the cellars of St. Paul
than ever in the history of the city. Peo-
ple, many of whom were badly caught last
year, have acted on past experience and
ordered their coal ahead.

As to the large consumers, many of
them, it is said, placed orders early last
spring and as soon as fuel began to come
in over the roads they filled up their cel-
lars.

PRINTERS TAKE ANOTHER
JAB AT MR. MILLER

Make Charges That He Refuses Seri-
ously to Consider.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Aug. 19.—The
controversy between the Bookbinders'
union and William A. Miller, assistant
foreman in the government printing
office, has broken out afresh. Monday-
Public Printer Palmer handed to Mr.
Miller a set of charges prepared by the
union. Mr. Miller was informed that
he could take the rest of the week to
reply to them, but he sent them back
to the public printer yesterday with the
statement that they were ma.de by ir-
responsible parties, based on hearsay,
and were too absurd seriously to con-
sider. An official of the office said Mr.
Miller's status in the office is not likely
to be disturbed. The charges were
mainly directed against Miller's per-
sonal character and related to acts said
to have been committed as far back as
twenty-five years ago.

A claim has been filed by Miller for
pay which he claims to be due him for
the time he was out of office. Mr.
Palmer has referred the matter to the
comptroller of the treasury.

POOR WIDOW FINALLY
GETS HER PENSION

Receives $294*1 Accrued Pay

After Much Disappointment

and Humiliation.

Having passed through a most dis-
tressing experience of humiliation and
disappointment extending over two
years, Mrs. Mary Mitchell, who lives at
368 Rosabel street, has been granted a
widow's pension of $8 a month, which
carries with it $294 In accrued back
pay.

She was married in 1883, at Pembina,
N. D., to Thomas Mitchell, a veteran of
the Civil war, and until his death, in
1893, lived wLth him as a devoted wife.

In 1901 Mrs. Mitchell made applica.-

tion for a widow's pension, and was
able to furnish all of the evidence
usually necessary in goor form.

Her application was refused, and
then was disclosed to her the startling
intelligence that at the time of her
marriage her husband had a wife still
living from whom* he had never been
divorced, and therefore his wedding

with her was illegal.
The first wife, the pension office re-

ports said, had been a resident of West
Virginia and had died in 1891.

Mrs. Mitchell was crushed by this
message, not only by reason of the
denial of her claim, but also because
she had always believed herself to be
the legal wife of Thomas Mitchell. She
was poor in circumstances and obliged
to work by the day, scrubbing stores
and offices, to support herself and her
child, so she persevered and again her
claim was presented and rejected.

Now, through the persistent efforts
of the pension department of the ad-
jutant general's office, she has finally
secured her pension.

Maj. Seebach, who has charge of this
branch of the work, has been busy
upon the Mitchell claim for months,
and, in the face ©f "all sorts of dis-
couragement, has pressed it on the
ground that Mary Mitchell, having
maintained her wifely relations with
the deceased soldier after the death of
the first wife, and having been inno-
cent until long-after his death of any
knowledge of a previous marriage, was
entitled to consideration as a common-
law wife.

It was found that on this point the
secretary of the interior had ruled that
cases must be governed by the laws of
the respective states in whi\'i the par-
ties had lived at the time of the death
of the soldier. Decisions of the su-
preme court of this state were then
put in evidence to show that the court
had ruled in a manner favorable to the
establishment of Mrs. Mitchell's claims
as a common-law wife, and the pension
was allowed.

This ruling is considered highly im-
portant because of the precedent es-
tablished, for it is believed that there
are a number of analagous cases in
this state.

AFTER FORTY YEARS

Woman Meets the Father Who Had
Long Thought Her Dead.

FLANDERS, N. J., Aug. 19.—Mrs.
Miller, wife of the Rev. Mr. Miller, of
Phillipsburg, a presiding elder of the
Methodist Episcopal church, this week
came to Flanders to visit her father,
Bennett Bowman, after a remarkable
separation of forty years. During all
these years Mrs. Miller supposed her-
self the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Sam-
uel Baker, late of French-town, while
Mr. Bowman ha* long believed his
daughter to be dead.

Mr. Bowman's first wife w#s Miss
Mary O. Andersoa, of Pennsylvania.

When she died, about forty years ago,
Mrs. Miller was a year and a half old,
and the youngest of five children. Mr.
and Mrs. Baker, who were friends of
Mr. Bowman, were allowed to take the
child. Mr. Bowman saw her once aft-
erward, when she was a bout eight or
nine years old. She did not then know
he was her father, but he did not know
she was ignorant of the relationship.

She grew up, not knowing that her
name was other than Baker. She was
married a number of years ago and re-
moved, with her husband, to distant
states. Not hearing of her, Mr. Bow-
man supposed her dead. Mr. Baker
removed to Frenchtown from Taylors-
ville, near Trenton, where he lived
when Mr. Bowman last saw him, and
Mr. Bowman removed from Chester,
where he was residing at the time, and
so they lost sight of one another.
