After several thrilling attempts to
bust uo the swell reputation of the
Saints'"new ball yard the bunch from
Liooieville quietly subsided and Mr.
Cantillon"s Beer City set is still way

back in the fog. Score, 3to 1.
As the tally figures would show the

2,111 present did not scramble for the

main exit and side gates until the af-
fair was entirely run out. The wind-
up round saw the budding champs

Bohannon also pinned the Saints down
to four safe clouts in seven rounds.
Three in the eighth, a single, a double
and a three-sacker, jarred Patriok
some, but with a few swats at proper

moments from the team behind him he
might have ended it the other way, at
that.

Dr Bailey, anxious to make the
Uncle Tom Cabin troupe regret his
leaving home, worked in nine rounds
of keen tossing. Suffering a slight at-
tack of strike-out fever the southpaw

fanned eight. He neglected the first
and eighth innings, but worked in two
in one round to keep in trim. When
not handing them by the bats, Dr.
Bailey devoted his time to distributing

nine belts at points far enough apart
to prevent trouble.

Gold leaf support behind the big
southpaw helped considerably in break-
ing up the Colonels' elevated idea of
themselves. William Porter Shannon
and Middle Schaefer drew the spot-
light and great applause during the
battle, and their pals were there all
the time.

William Porter was compelled to dip

his bonnet in the seventh round when,

after tripping over the stake that Mr.
Jabour locked his one elephant to dur-
ing the carnival, he worked in a human
fly stunt and, climbing the left field
fence, pulled down Jimmie Hart's drive

HOLD CHAMPIONSHIP

English Tennis Cracks Again

Defeat Collins and Waid-
ner.

NEWPORT, R. 1., Aug. 19.—The Amer-
ican lawn tennis championship in doubles
was won today for a second time by R. F.
and H. L. Doherty, the famous British
team, who defeated Kreigh Collins and L.
H. Waidner, the American challengers, in
straight sets 7-5, 6-3, 6-3.

Collins and Waidner were the players

from whom the Dohertys won the cham-
pionship last year, but today's contest waa
much more notable than the former.

Both pairs showed wonderful improve-
ment over any previous form, and while
the Americans were. stronger and more
steady and accurate than last year, the
Englishmen were able not only to show
equal skill, but to surpass even the best
that their opponents could offer.
. Collins and Waidner were given most
splendid encouragement by the spectators
as the match progressed, and every ex-
pression heard was enthusiastic in their
praise. They were certainly better than
yesterday, when they defeated Ward and
Ware. On the other hand, the visiting
players forced even their friends and
supporters of their opponents to acknowl-
edge that the game which they presented
was not only beautiful, but nearly per-
fect.

Of the individual players, H. L. Doherty
showed to the best advantage. He car-
ried his strokes throij^, very cleanly and
smashed lobs and put ground strokes
down the side lines with equal accuracy.
His brother killed somewhat harder.

Collins, always »tead^, seemed more
steady than ever. He' placed with the
greatest accuracy. Waidner hit like a
whirlwind, but he waa rather erratic at
times.

The Englishmen showed that they ap-
preciated the value of a lobbing game
and were fullyas effective with this stroke
as the Americans.

Next to the doubles in importance was
the match in singles between R. F. Doh-
erty and Kreigh Collins. Each player had
played in the hard doubles match in the
morning, besides disposing of a man in
singles in the early afternoon, but in spit©
of this handicap both put up a very credit-
able game. Collins did not have the finish
and strength to his strokes shown by his
opponent, but placed Cleverly, and fre-

i quently had Doherty where the latter could
not reach the ball.

Doherty took the first set in 6-2, but
Collins was always at the net in the sec-
ond set and placed so well that he won the
set, 6-2. After this set, however, the vet-
eran player did not come up to the net so
often. Doubtless owing to the fact that
he was tired. Doherty secured the lead in
the third set, 5-4 and 40-30, but Collins
ran the game out and is games were play-
ed before the Britisher played the set to
his credit. In the fourth set Doherty forc-
ed himself more -and ran out easily 6-3.
