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WILL NOT GRANT $8
ROUND TRIP RATE TO

CHICAGO TO PUBLIC

Wisconsin Central WillGrant It

Only to Persons Going to

Eagles' Convention— Report-

ed Soo Line Will Make $26

Round Trip Rate to New York.

The Wisconsin Central will not throw
Its $.s round-trip rate to Chicago, made

aa a part of the $32 rate to New York,
open to the public, but will sell tickets
only to Eagles or persons going to the
Eagles' convention, who have purchas-
ed Wabash tickets for the haul from
Chit ago to New York. The Wabash
tickets will be sold in the Twin Cities
that day.

A Wisconsin Central railroad official
said yesterday that the rate was made
simply to New York for the" Eagles and
without any intention of scalping Chi-
cago business. The original notice
simply stated that an $8 round-trip

rate to Chicago would be put in Aug.

27, but lr;ter this was modified so as
to apply only to the special Eagle train
run the evening of Aug. 27, and only as
a part of the $32 rate to New York
granted the Eagles.

Yesterday, however, it was announc-
ed that the Rock Island- and Minne-
apolis & St. Louis would sell round-
trip tickets to Chicago for $8. This
will practically meet the $32 rate of
the Wisconsin Central to New York, as
the authorized fare east of Chicago is
»24.

The Eagle business, it is said, will
go as a unit via the Wisconsin Central,
and it is not believed that the roads
making the $8 round-trip rate to Chi-
cago open to the public will sell enough
tickets in the one day to affect the sit-
uation or give the brolws a chance
to do any business.

AGAINST PRIVATE CAR LINES.

J. V. Midgley Holds That They Are
Paid Too Much Mileage.

Special to The Globe.
CHICAGO, Aug. 19.—The interests

commerce commission will be asked to
make an investigation regarding the
compensation given by railroads to
private car lines. The charge will be
made that the mileage paid is exces-
sive and therefore amounts to a rebate
to the shipper within the meaning of
the Elkins law.

In a circular sent by J. W. Midgley
to all the large railroad magnates in
the country the direct accusation is
made that the companies are violating
the law in carrying out their contracts
with such companies as the Armour
car line. He alleges that the mileage
paid to such companies enables them
to drive competitors out of business
and to build up a monopoly, and he
characterizes the ownership of private
car lines as the greatest evil at present
menacing American railroads.

It was learned today that Mr. Midg-
ley had succeeded almost in completing
arrangements whereby lines east of
Chicago and north of the Ohio river
would organize an association with a
view to using their own cars exclu-
sively. At the last moment, however,
the private car line interests succeeded
in breaking up the agreement.

In a circular letter Mr. Midgley also
asserts that the dressed meat and
packing house traffic are the least re-
munerative of any traffic, but that the
railroads are compelled to carry it fre-
quently at a loss or suffer the conse-
quences. Last year the amount paid in
mileage to private car companies was
over $12,000,000.

WAITING FOR THE SOO TO ACT.

Rumor Says It Will Make $26 Round-
Trip Rate to New York.

The action of the Soo is still being
anxiously awaited. There are rumors
that a $26 rate for the round trip to
New York is likely, but many believe
that the Soo will only meet the rate
made by other lines.

The Soo rate of $33.60 to New York
and return was only opening to the
public the merchants' excursion rate
made via Chicago, and open only to
merchants and buyers. The rate was
based on a fare and a fifth from the
Twin Cities to Chicago, and a fare and
a third east of Chicago. The Soo met
this rate and opened it to the public
and also made a rate of $41.60 to Bos-
ton and return, by adding boat locals
from New York to Boston.
MAKES SHORTCUT TO MANKATO.

Milwaukee Opens New Line Reducing
Distance From 177 to &&/2 Miles.

The Milwaukee will Monday open its
new line to Mankato, which makes it
the short line from the Twin C^/.-js to
that point by half a mije. The new
line is eighty-six and a half miles long
and branches off from the present line
fit Farmington, running in a southerly
direction through a rich farming coun-
try. A double daily train service with
sufficient freight service to care for the
traffic will be inaugurated.

The Milwaukee has heretofore been
practically out of Twin City-Mankato
traffic. Its"present route line to Man-
kato forms almost a triangle and is 177
miles long.

MOVE 4,000 DOWIEITES. .
Expedition From Chicago to New York

Will Tax the Railroads.
CHICAGO, Aug. 19.—Passenger rep-

resentatives of Eastern roads received
notice today that when John Alexander
Dowie's expedition starts for New York
Oct. 14 at. least 4,000 persons will have
to be moved, instead of 2,400 as origin-
ally announced.

The question cameup on a resolution expressing the viewtha-t ln,_ the interest of the empire apolicy should be adopted on the principle
of mutual help, so that each component
part of the empire would receive sub-
stantial advantages in trade as a result
of its relationship. du e consideration be-
ing given to the fiscal needs of the com-
ponent portions of the empire and rec-ommending the appointment by the im-perial government of a commission tostudy the whole question. Addresseswere made in favor of the motion but a
vote was not reached before adjourn-
ment.
