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STOCKMEN MUST
PAY RETURN FARE

Western Railroads Vote to Abql-
ish Free Tickets After
Jan. 1.

CHICAGO, Sept. 1.—Stockmen
throughout the West, who have for
many years been enjoying free trans-
portation from their homes :ugd_ the
shipping centers, will find this privilege
cutailed after Jan. 1, 1904.

The executive officials of Western
lines met here today and agreed that on

and_ after the date mentioned they
would discontinue the issuance to.
stockmen of return transportation,

thereby compellipg them to pay their
fare to their homes after having come
to the various shipping centers with
stock. Before the agreement can be
carried out, however, a great deal of
work will have to be done by the traffic
men.

Committees will be appointed soon
for the purpose of preparing a digest
of all the laws of the various states
pertaining to the subject of stock-
men’s passes with a view to seeing
what violations, if any, will result from
the observance of the order. A large
number of the Western states have
enacted laws compelling the railroads
to issue passes to men in charge of
stock cars, but there is no uniformity
in the requirements,

The new regulations are the same as
those in force in Eastern territory,
where the stock traffic is not nearly so
great,

The change is proposed largely for
the purpose of curtailing the opera-
tions of ticket scalpers.. Stockmen’s
passes have always been a source of

considerable income to the scalpers,
who have employes at the various
stock yards buying up the return

transportation.

PLAN LU-;(URIOUS TRAIN.

New York Company Projects Special
Service for Wealthy Travelers.
Special to The Globe.

CHICAGO, Sept. 1.—An innovation
in railroad travel is to be introduced
in the near future, A company-now be-
ing incorporated with a capitalization
of $1,000,000 intends putting into ser-
vice between New York and San Fran-
cisco a palatial train for the exclusive
use of wealthy travelers. In recent
years the facilities for handling pas-
senger traffic on all the railroads in
the country have been improved to
such an extent that it was thought
that the limit of perfection had been
reached, for a time at least, but this
latest information leads to the belief
that the roads have decided to pro-
vide something still more luxurious
for those who are able to pay for the
privilege of exclusiveness,

The report that a $1,000,000 train
would be put In service from coast to
coast came from New York in a com-
munication to a railroad official in
Chicago. It is stated that the com-
panies interested in the new corpora-
tion are the New York Central, Lake
Shore, Northwestern, Union Pagific
and Southern Pacific.

As nearly as can be learned the new
train will consist of five palatial cars,
with many improvements, and the fare
will be placed at such a figure that
only wealthy patrons will be attracted.
Local officials of the road are reticent,
but they admitted that inasmuch as
the “Twentleth Century Limited” had
been made a success after the innova-
tion had been ridiculed, so also would
there be stratling changes in the man-
ner of handling certain classes of pas-
senger traffic.

It was pointed out that the opera-
tions being carried on by several
Western roads during recent years
pointed to a considerable reduction in
the time between New York and San
Francisco. In fact, it is an open se-
cret that the Harriman interests have
been improving their road so as to
make a.reduction of several hours pos-
sible in the running time.

The North-Western has built a double
track bhetween Chicago and the Mis-
souri river and has been improving
curves and otherwise making shorter
time possible. The Union Pacific has
also been expending large sums of
money on its mountain grades and it
is estimated that these interests have
expended between $60,000,000 and $75,-
000,000 in reconstruction and other im-
provements. This is regarded as an
indication that the running time will
be cut to such an extent that the put-
ting into service of a costly train is
by no means uncertain.

TAKES A PORTER'S PLACE,

City Passenger Agent Rovig, of the
Milwaukee, Fills Vacancy.

Reider D. Rovig, city passenger
agent for the Milwaukee, was obliged
to act as porter on one of the com-
vany’s sleeping cars the other evening,
because no regular employe could be
found to care for the sleeper’s passen-
gers.

Last Friday night the Milwaukee was
obliged to run an extra sleeper on its
No. 2 train to Chicago, which leaves
St. Paul shortly after 11 o'clock. It was
not known until an hour before the de-
parting time of the train that an ad-
ditional sleeping car equipment would
be required, so there was no time to
be lost in getting the car ready. Mr.
Rovig was Informed that on account of
the lateness of the arrival of the
Northern Pacific's North Coast limitea
it would be necessary to run the extra,
car.

He got the car on the track in time,
but when the train was about to leave,
it was discovered that there was no
porter to care for the passengers. The
man who had been dispatched to find
one met with poor success.

As soon as Mr. Rovig learned that
there was no porter, he assumed the
duties of the colored attendant. Be-
fore midnight he had all the berths
“made up” and with the help of the
conductor performed all the duties of
his temporary position. It was a new
experience for the city passenger
agent, but he did his work so well that
a kind-hearted woman offered him a
“lin” of ten cents.

Mr Rovig held the vosition of porter
until the train reached La Crosse,
where a celored attenant was waiting
to take charge of the car and relieve
the passenger agent of his duties.

DEMANDS ARE GRANTED.

F. A. Torrey, formerly master mechan-
jc of the Creston division of the Burling-
ton, has been appointed to fill. the posi-
tion of assistant superintendent of mo-
tive power. A, 8. Wilson nas been ap-
pointed acting master mechanic of the
same division.

The officers of Yoads operating west of
Chicago are determined to stop the prac-
tice of reserving berths three or four
days in advance of an intended departure
and the claiming and paying for them five
minutes before the train leaves or not
