of victories in contests for the hon-
ored old silver trophy that carried with
it the blue ribbon of the sea.

Small Observation Fleet.
A fleet of less than thirty vessels

went down to the familiar waters of
the international course to witness this
fifth effort of Reliance to cover the
course of thirty miles within the time
limit. It had become a race of the
American boat against time instead of
v contest of two well matched craft.

When they reached the lightship a
gentle southwest wind of five knots
that biirely wrinkled the surface of
the sea gave but faint prospect that
this was to be the final day, but a
fchift of the wind to the south shortly
after noon revived the despairing
hopes of the yachtsmen, for it blew
away the haze that had been hanging
over the course since the easterly
storm of last week.

The regatta committee waited until
the last moment to send the boats
away at 1 o'clock, after which hour
it had been agreed that no race should
be started. Signals had been displayed
to indicate a windward and leewardcourse of thirty miles south and back.

The duel between the skippers be-gan at the sound of the preparatory
gun and continued during a series of
brilliant maneuvers in which Capt.
Barr again proved his splendid sea-
manship, outgeneraling Capt. Wringe
until the boats went across the line.

During the fifteen minutes before
the starting gun Capt. Barr held the
British boat under his lee and for
most of the time blanketed. He never
relinquished the windward position
which Reliance held when the prepar-
atory gun was fired.

Ten minutes later when both boats•were heading away from the line
Shamrock luffed and forced Reliance
nbout, whereupon both headed for the
line. On the way to it Reliance held
the challenger under her lee partially
blanketed. Alternately luffing and
keeping away. Capt. Barr prevented
Shamrock from gettin away from
him and across the line, but two min-
utes after the starting gun indicating
the expiration of the handicap Capt.
"Wringe luffed Shamrock across the
stern of Reliance and the two boats
\u25a0went across the line together. The of-ficial starting time was:

Reliance, 1:01:06.
Shamrock 111., 1:02:00.
Shamrock actually crossed the line

at 1:02:03 and suffered a handicap of
three seconds.. Both were heading seaward, but asReliance from the lee bow oftihamrock was backwinding her sailsBhamrook 111. promptly whirled about
and headed down the Jersey coastReliance held on for a minute and
then followed. The maneuver placed
Reliance to windward, but astern of
the challenger. They went off to a
freshening breeze. Capt. Wringe at-tempted to. outsail the defender bygiving his boat a good full and letting
her romp away at a fast clip, whileCapt. Barr pinched Reliance close tothe wind and cleverly nursed her to-
ward th« turning mark. Shamrock at
first footed faster, but Reliance more
than made it good by outpointing her.

Challenger Is Beaten.
For more than an hour they saileden that tack down past the shore ofBandy Hook and the Highlands ofNavesink to Seabright and during all

that tine Reliance steadily worked up
to windward of the beaten challenger,
outpointing and outfooting her, at thesame time passing to windward of her.When they tacked off Seabright, head-ing seaward, the American boat hadgrained a quarter of a mile straight
to windward of the British challenger

On this new tack Capt. Wringe
again gave his boat a good full andthe cut through Reliance's lead at an
alarming gait, but all to no purpose
Pinched Into the wind or with a rap
full Shamrock was hopelessly out-
classed. After half an hour's turn off
shore they sailed toward Long Branch
for half an hour. Capt. Barr attempt-
ed to make a hitch off shore, but Sham-
rock followed, and he took Reliancenround again to keep him company.
Meanwhile Reliance had steadily
gained and when at 3:10 both yachts
headed off to the mark six miles away
Reliance was a good mile ahead and
gaining. Heeling to a freshening windSnd jumping into a rising sea which
fit times threw their long bows high
out of the water to come down with
B splash that sent miniature clouds
of foam flying from under their power-
ful shoulders, the boats were making
b pretty spectacle of it.

The boats were gaining in speed
with every mile and Shamrock was a
long mile astern when Reliance whirled
nbout the mark and towering stretches
of canvas broke and bellied out from
her spinnaker pole and over her lee
bow. The homeward stretch had be-
fcun. The boats were timed at the turn
fts follows:
Reliance . 3:30:35
•humrock lit 3:41:45

Rellance had gained eleven minutes
and three seconds in the thresh to
windward, and, barring accidents, vic-
tory was hers.

As the boats started the run home
under spinnaker and balloon jib top-
Bails, a split about three feet long ap-
peared In the foot of Reliance's spin-
naker, but as it drew well Capt. Barr
continued to carry it. For three-quar-

ters of an hour the only variation was
a slow gain by the leading boat.

The sky was clear and the slanting
rays of the yellow western sun were
painting a beautiful marine picture
with the two yachts as center figures
at 4:20, with almost half the course

j yet to be cleared a thick bank of fog
came rolling in before a southeast wind
and enveloped Shamrock in a blinding
gray mist that shut her out of the
vision of the fleet as though she had
been wiped from the surface of the sea.

Reliance ran along for five minutes
longer with the sun glinting upon her
sails until the fog bank reached her
and she too disappeared from sights
As it caught her she felt also a heavier
wind from the southeast, smothered
her spinnaker and leaning to the wind
fled at a swift pace- like a ghost
through the gray mist. One by one the
ships of the fleet disappeared from view
until the only evidence of their pres-
ence was the hoarse bellowing of their
warning whistles as they scurried off
in search of the old red lightship.

Lost in the Fog.
Meantime the Navigator, carrying

the regatta committee, hunted for the
lightship to establish the finish line. It

I was 5:20 before she found it, and the
j fleet began to gather about her. Allwas a blank gray wall of fog. Ten
| minutes they waited. Then Reliance,
I heeling before the wind, her sails belly-

ing hard and her lee rails dragging up
the spindrift, burst through the veil of
fog and upon the startled vision of the
expectant watchers on the little fleet.

Hardly had they recognized the fa-
miliar features of the American craft
when, with her great balloon jib topsail
fluttering into the arms of the nimble
members of her crew out on her bow-sprit, she fled across the line downthrough the lane of yachts to victory.
The whistles of every craft In the fleetopened wide in recognition of herachievement.

The delighted yachtsman danced
about the deck of J. P. Morgan's big
black steam yacht, the Corsair, and
hilariously congratulated one another.Reliance tug searched the ileet for theracer and then towed her through it
with yachting ensigns flying from her
mast and spreaders, while similar flags
appeared at various points on the spars
and rigging of the Corsair and the
whistles of the fleet again saluted thedefender.

Meantime the regatta committee'stug whistled shrilly its guiding signals
,to the missing Shamrock. Reliance
had crossed the line at 5:30:02, and itwas after 6 o'clock when the fog lifteda bit and disclosed the challenger hoveto north of the line. Capt. Wringe had
missed it in the fog and passed by to
the east of it. Shamrock did not at-tempt to cross the line, but after a fee-ble salute from the fleet was taken in
tow to the Hook. The fleet started for
home and the series of races in defenseof America's cup for 1903 was endedand American genius, brains and sea-manship were once more triumphant.

Designer Fife refused to talk.Capt. Wringe, while agreeable, still
would not talk any further than to say:

"We did the best we could, but the
other boat was best."

Capt. Barr, of the Reliance, said after
the race:

"Reliance is a beautiful boat; had all
'kinds of weather and won in it. Our
adversaries did the best they could with
the material at their command."

J. P. Morgan's yacht Corsair stopped
in at the Hook and too Oliver Iselln
aboard. Mr. Iselin was all smiles as hereplied to an inquiry as to the result.

"Of course I am proud of the result, asplendid boat, a splendid crew, and cap-
tain, and all helped the result. Sir
Thomas made a brave fight and deserv-
ed better luck, but every American
should be glad the cup is to stay here. 'Sir Thomas and Mr. Iselin exchange
visits tonight and the former extended his
congratulations to the latter.

GLASGOW, Scotland. Sept. 3.—The an-
nouncement of the Reliance's victory was
received here with a feeling akin to relief
that tre long drawn contest was ended.
The most sanguine of the Shamrock Ill.'s
supporters did not expect the challenger
to make more than a fair show In today's
race. It is generally admitted that the
whole fabric of British hopes was built up
on the false assumption that Shamrock
I. was a decidedly better boat at the time
of this year's trial races than when she
was beaten by the Columbia off Sandy
Hook. Uniform regTet is expressed at
Sir Thomas Upton's failure after making
such a persistent effort to secure the
America's cup.

Scotch Glad It's Over.

LONDON, Sept. 3.—The final defeat of
Sir Thomas Lipton's cup challenger
Shamrock 111. was received in London
with absolute listlessness. Most of the
afternoon papers published a special edi-
tion announcing the resil/ of the cup
race, but the announcement had already
been discounted by the dispatches giving
the progress of the race.

The consensus is that Sir Thomas has
done everything that time and money
could accomplish and widespread sym-
pathy for him is shown. The chief hope
expressed in the streets is that Canada
will enter the lists next year and possibly
succeed where the mother country has
failed. It seems improbable that in view
of the failure of Shamrock 111., another
challenger will soon be dispatched from
England. '

England Looks to Canada.

NEW YORK. Sept. 3.—The dinner of
the Pilgrims of the United States In
honor of Sir Thomas Lipton will be given
at the Waldorf-Astoria tomorrow evening.
It was? originally understood that the din-
ner would occur the second d.-^-^fter the
last race, this being in accordance withSir Thomas' own desire not to accept any
banquets until the races were all over.
He has now, however, specifically desig-
nated Friday night as the night for the
Pilgrims.

KILLED ON THE WAV
TO HIS DYING WIFE

An Aged Inmate of Poorhouse
Struck by Street Car While

Going to Hospital.

While on his way to the city hospital
to see his dying wife, David Fisher,
aged seventy-five years, an Inmate of
the poor farm, was killed by a street
car at Sixth avenue south and Sixth
street yesterday afteVnoon.

Just before leaving the poor farm
he told the superintendent that he was
going to see his sick wife and that he
might be gone several days, as he
wanted to do all he could for her be-
fore she died. That was the last the
keepers of the farm heard of him until
they were notified of his death.

Monday afternoon Mr. Fisher visited
his wife at the city hospital, and the
two sat together for several hours.
The woman was failing rapidly. The
doctors said that she could live but a
few days. When the time came for her
husband to leave her she bade him
farewell, and he promised that he
would return to see her Wednesday
afternoon.

Yesterday Mr. Fisher left the home
of a friend to make his call at the hos-
pital. He bought a few delicacies, the
last perhaps that he would ever be
able to give her, and started on his
mission.

He reached the crossing of the
Eighth and Central line, near the hos-
pital, just as a south-bound car came
along. The car was made up of a mo-
tor and trailer, but the old man did
not appear to see the trailer, so anx-
ious was he to reach the hospital. Just
as the motor passed, he stepped
quickly forward and was struck by the
front end of the trailer.

The force of the collision was suffi-
cient to throw the feeble old man to
the ground. When the car was stop-
ped and men ran to his assistance they
found that he was dead.

The remains were taken to the coun-
ty morgue and the coroner notified.
He investigated the circumstance sur-
rounding the accident and attaches no
blame to the street car men. The body
will be buried by a friend of the Fisher
family, who a few years ago agreed to
give the old man a decent burial when
he died.

Mrs. Fisher Is sixty-nine years old,
and the physicians say that it is only
a matter of a few days at the most
until she will succumb to her disease.
She is so weak that the news of her
husband's death has been kept from
her.

He took
them as far as the south shore of Lake
Calhoun and then told his customers
they had arrived at their destination.

He received $10 in payment for which he
wag to get change and return $7. He
disappeared and never came back with
the change.

Hotels Disobey the Law.
It is stated on good authority that

not a single hotel in Minneapolis is
obeying the Armstrong law, which re-
quires that In cities of over 10,000 pop-
lation every hotelkeeper must provide
more than one means of egress from
each floor and keep in each room
hempen ropes, five-eighths of an inch
in diameter and capable of sustaining
500 pounds weight, and which will
reach the ground. Nearly all hotels
have the two means of egress from
each floor, but none of them, so It Is
said, has installed the ropes in each
sleeping room.

Has Forty Millions Available.

CHICAGO, Sept. 3.—Secretary of the
Treasury Shaw today officially an-
nounced that he has $40,000,000 of
public money available for the relief
of any financial stringency that may
arise this -fall as a result of the de-
mand for cash for the movement ofcrops. This money has not been de-posited, but the secretary makes it
plain that it is ready for deposit when-ever he considers the time has arrived
that demands such action. The secre-
tary said:

"I notice some newspaper accounts
to the effect that I am about to in-
crease deposits of public money to the
extent of $40,000,000. It is true I have
$4D,000,000 available for deposits if^con-
ditions should hereafter render it ex-
pedient to make so large an increase.
For the present I am accepting only
applications for small amounts that
have been on file for several months,
and am confining these to agriculaural
districts.''

Try to Get Cass Lake

Timber.

CASS LAKE, Minn., Sept. 3.—ln
spite of the continual rumors that there
will belittle bidding on the pine on the
ceded Chippewa lands; cruisers con-
tinue to arrive from the various lum-
ber and logging firms, and there is
scarcely a piece of land on which pine
is advertised by the secretary of th«
interior that has not been several
times estimated and examined. Thus
far It appears that the large syndi-
cates will be among the bidders, and
they will bid on most of the pine on
the market.

While the removal of the pine in five
years makes the land earlier open for
agricultural purposes, it is scarcely
possible that any sawmill will be
erected that has so short a time in
