SAYSIT'S INSURANCE

Commissioner Dearth So Class-
| es Physicians’ Indemnity Co.

State Insurance Commissioner Elmer
Dearth holds that physicians’ indem-
nity companies are insurance compa-
nies and refused admission to a com-
pany which declines to comply with the
insurance laws. The question has been
submitted to the attorney general for
£ ruling.

About three years ago the same com-
Pany, which then wrote a poliey in-
depmifying physicians against damage
Buit costs and judgments, not in ex-
cess of §5,000 in any one action or $10,-
000 in any one year, began operations
in Minnesota without complying with
the insurance laws. Commissioner
Dearth held that it was an insurance
business and by stress of threat of ar-.
rest of the company’s agents, drove it
out of the state.

The same company now presents it-
EBelf with a new policy from which the
egreement of indemnity against judg-
ments is - stricken, but indemnity
Bgainst cost and attorney's fees up to
$5,000 and $10,000 is guaranteed for
an ammual premium of $20. The com-
pany claims that by the change in its
contract that it is no longer amenable
to the laws as an insurance company.

Commissioner Dearth declines to ac-
cept the company’s construction of its
status until it is affirmed by the at-
torney general and submitted the case
Yesterday to Gen. Douglas.

WILL DISCLOSE
PERSONAL PROPERTY

State Board of Equalization to
Assess It en a 50 Per
Cent Basis.

Presumably acting on the assump-
tion that Gov. Van Sant was correct
in his statement that three-fourths of
the personal property in- Minnesota
evades taxation, the state board of
equalization yesterday decided to as-
sess  personal property at 50 per cent
of its cash value. ~

The board, after a week's sal-
aried vacation, yesterday commenced
its work by listening to the governor
and Auditor Iverson, appointing sub-
committees and, and after a season of
oratery, fixing the basis of assessment
of personal property at 50 per cent of
its cash value. The present basis of
assessment of personal property is sup-
posed to be 33 1-3 per cent of the cash
value.

The cash value is determined by the
board of egualization, save in the case
of stocks and bank property, which are
necessarily listed at their cash value as
a result of the banking laws. The rule
for computation of the ‘values of fran-
chises is unchanged.

The governor opened the session with
a little speech in which he said he
was satisfied that 75 per cent of the
personal preperty.in Minnesota evades
or escapes taxation. He pointed out
that this was a half larger than his
original estimate made in his first mes-
sage. He was not prepared, he said, to
say that real estate bears more than
its just burden of taxation, but he was
prepared to state positively that per-
sonal property does not begin to bear
its share,

Personal Property Not Disclosed.

State Auditor Iverson also read a pa-
per emphasizing the necessity of in-
creasing personal  property assess-
ments. He said that between the years
1885 and 1902 the population of the
state showed an_ increase of 70 per
cent; the total taxes levied increased
120 per cent. The increase in real es-
tate assessments was over-100 per cent,
while the personal property assessment
increase was only 40 per cent.

Mr. Iverson demonstrated that the
returns of personal property made by
the county boards show an increase of
about 37,000,000 over the total fixed by
the state board last year, or a total of
$144,000,000. Last year 'the county
beards returned $120,000,000, which was
increased to $137,000,000 by the state
board. This year it is expected the
county boards’ returns will be increas-
ed to $150,000,000,

At the afternoon session Secretary
J. E. €Cooley moved that all personal
property assessments be made on a
basis of 50 per cent of the cash value.
This stirred up a flow ‘of oratory in
support and denial of the allegation
that this was only another attack on
the farmer. Mr. Cooley’s supporters
were in the majority, however, and
after listening to the complaint of H, I
Olson and Hans Mo, who, en behalf of
the citizens of Sleepy Eye, objected to
their assessments for sewing machines,
watches, clocks and household furni-
ture, decided to work no more until to-
day.

VERY FEW CHANGES
IN TEACHING FORCE

About 22,000 Pupils Were Enrolled in
Schools Yesterday.

With very few exceptions, fewer
proportionately than ever before in the
history .of the St. Paul schools, the
teachers are those who laid down their
work in June. Of the 22,000 in attend-
ance at the opening there were about
1,000 new pupils. The enrollment at
Central high school was nearly 900, 76
of which were new pupils enrolled by
admission through the superinten-
dent’s office.

No reports were submitted yester-
day to the superintendent’s office from
the several principals, and the exact
total enrollment will not be known for
several days.

FAILS TC FURNISH
INDEMNITY BOND

So Park Board May Have to Find Another
Amusement Caterer.

The Park board may have to advertise
for new bids for the furnishing of amuse-
ment features at Phalen park.

St. Paul's representative men will ba
called together on Sept. 18 to decide
whether ar not St. Paul will celebrate
her fiftieth anniversary with appropriate
pomp and circumstance, -
At the meeting of the St. Paul Commer-
cial club Jast evening it was decided that
if there was to be any commemorative
celebration it must be under the direction
and charge of the leading members of the
city’s business community.

Accordingly, & committee was appoint-
ed to visit the leading business men of
the city and receive their assurance that
they would attend the next meeting.

Reuben Warner Jr. was appointed chair-

man and J. A. Gregg and J. I. H. Field
were associated with him on the commit-
tee, as being the best fitted to interest
the solid business men of the city in the
enterprise.
J. A. Gregg made a suggestion which
met with unqualified approval, and that
was that if such a celebration as is pro-
posed be held, St, Paul should have some
permanent memento of the event. Mil-
waukee did the same thing when she ar-
ranged for the Milwaukee - column in
Grand Avenue park. But St. Paul people
are anxious to exceed Milwaukee to make
the celebration of the semi-centennial an
event ever to be remembered.

‘Whatever is finally decided upon, it is
settled that St. Paul's celebration will be
historical and commemorative of the

founding of the city and devoid of any
“street fair”’ features.

The meeting last evening was enthusi-
astic, and while it was not as representa-
tive as heped, it was explained that the
notice had been so short that many of the
organizations had not had time to meet
and appoint committees to take part in
the deliberations.

Notices will be sent to all of the com-
mercial bodies of the city to take part in
the meeting of Sept. 18. Congressman
Stevens, who is understood to be enthusi-
astically in favor of the semi-centennial
celebration, will be invited to be present
at the next meeting. It is also proposed
to ask Archbishop Ireland to make a
short address at the meeting, It is be-
lieved by those back of the present move-,
ment that they will be able to secure
every concession they desire from the
present city government.

FILES PLANS FOR ITS
NEW OFFICE BUILDING

Street Railway Company Will Build
Structure on College Avenue.

The St. Paul Street Railway compa-
ny filed plans yesterday with the city
building department of its new office
building and power house, to be lo-
cated at College avenue and Wabasha
street. :

"Instead of six stories, as first re-
ported, the building will be only two
stories In height, one of which will be
the basement. This will be used for
power purposes and the storing of sup-
plies. The basement will practically
take up two stories. The other story
will be used for office purposes.

The building is te be of brick, will
be entirely fireproof throughout and
will, exclusive of machinery and lot,
represent an investment of $65,000.

“Yes, it does look as if the company
is fishing for time,” added Commis-
sioner Hamm.., “When do you think
ti:ey Wwill build that Lafayette exten-
sion?” he asked.

No one could answer. Supt. Nuss-
baumer remembered when building
material had been’ hauled to the pres-
ent terminus, Greenbrier and Mary-
land, but it had been since removed.
Under pressure Thomas Linnan, who
is considerably behind on his contract
to grade Forest stréet, one of the thor-
oughfares over which the extension
will pass, began work, but as soon as
the agitation was dropped he wi:hdrew
his men and teams after a few blocks
of the street had been graded.

Street Car Company Responsible.

GHRIS HAAG IS HELD

Will Be Examined as to Assault
Causing Death of Kirchhoff.

Christopher Haag, 560 Blair street,
is being held at the county jail in con-
sequence of the Kkilling of Otto C.
Kirchhoff, who died Monday morning as
a result of a fractured skull received in
a street brawl on Kent street Sunday
night.

The other six young men who were
arrested by the police for having been
connected with the affray were releas-
ed on their own recognizance by Judge
Finehout yesterday afternoon, on mo-
tion of the county attorney, after the
verdict of the coroner’s jury had been
considered,

Haag will be arraigned in police
court this morning. His six compan-
ions are required to appear in court
to answer a charge of disorderly con-
duet,

The examination of the witnesses at
the inquest yesterday morning did not
elicit any new facts in regard to the
difficulty between the two crowds, ex-
cept that some of the witnesses de-
clared that they thought Haag was the
one' who threw the stone which struck
Kirchhoff.

Haag was nol placed upon the stand,
his attorney, Stan Donnelly, insisting
that he had a right to refuse to tes-
tify.

The verdict of the coroner’s jury
finds that Kirchhoff came to his death
from a blow on the head by a blunt
instrument thrown by some person, or
persons, to the jury unknown,

SKIDMORE BLOCK TO
BE REPAIRED AT ONCE

SAY IT'S A MENACE|SPRINKLING CEASES

Rosetown Folks Want Deten-
tion Hospital Removed.

The county commissioners yesterday
received a communication from Thom-
as Montgomery, in behalf of the resi-
dents of Rosetown, protesting against
continuance of the preésent detention
hospital. The board is asked to rem-
edy the matter by changing its loca-
tion. Mr. Montgomery says there is
no sewer system at the detention hos-
pital, and that the refuse runs into a
swamp through which run the water-
works mains “from MecCarron’s lake
into St. Anthony hill. "The petition
holds that the hospital is a menace to
public health. In his petition Mr.
Montgomery says:

“The condition of this place is some-
thing terrible to contemplate. Imagine
a hospital with between forty and fifty
patients suffering from a disease that
necessitates such frequent use of bath
rooms and no connection whatever with
any kind of a sewer, not even ordinary
drainage; nothing but an open culvert
across Dale street road conveying a
part of the impure water from the
swamp to a pond where cows drink
daily.

“It is'no wonder people compelled to
pass the place view it with suspicion
and alarm, and shudder at the thought
of its condition. The people of Rose-
town have been long suffering and law
abiding in the past, but there comes
a time to any community when pa-
tience ceases to be a virtue, and we
believe this time has come to us.

‘“We therefore appeal to you to use
your authority and influence to relieve
us from this plague spot that has been
placed in our midst and which is a con-
stant menace to not only the health and
lives of those living in the vicinity, but
also the public at large.”

The matter was referred to Health
Commissioner Ohage, to act with the
committee on health.

“The whole case,” says Commissioner
Ohage, “is prompted by the desire of
the people to get rid of the pesthouse.
There is nothing to the claim that
drainage from the building flows across
Dale street. Large cesspools take care
of all this drainage and they are fre-
quently cleaned.

“In five years not a single case of
disease has developed in that neighbor-
hood that could rightly be attributed to
the presence of the pesthouse. I will
venture the statement that it is kept
cleaner than any other house in that
neighborhood. Of course, the building
is a shack, but we could not build a
palace. It isTno menace to health, how-
ever, and there really is no ground for
the complaint.”
