Suicide of Army Officer's Wife.
CHICAGO, Sept. B.—Mrs. Helen

Worthington Purinton, wife of Col.
Holman G. Purinton, prominent in Ma-
sonic and national guard circles, com-
mitted suicide last night at her home
by shooting herself in the mouth. De-
spondency over continued ill health,
coupled with the dread of a danger-
ous surgical operation, which her phy-

act. The weapon with which she took
her life, a heavy army revolver, was awedding present given her by her hus-band's Knight Templar comrades on
the eve of her departure for the Phil-ippines with Col. Purinton, three years
ago.

ROADS ARE READY
TO MOVE CROPS

Northern Lines Prepare for the
; Annual Shipment of

Cretan

The eastward movement of grain has
begun and will be in full blast the lat-
ter part of this week. The movement
of grain is a rigorous test of the equp-
ment of the roads reaching Northern
Minnesota and North and South Da-
kota, and there are more than 20,000
box cars now distributed throughout
Northern Minnesota and North Da-
kota.

Preparing for a fall movement of
grain keeps superintendents of car
service busy during the entire sum-
mer months.

Early in the summer the fall move-
ment of grain is kept in view, and
empties are sent westward whenever
possible. They are used to fill out
trains going westward, and before the
threshing begins every sidetrack in
Northern Minnesota and North Dakota
is filled with empties, awaiting the
movement. Then these cars make the
circuit to terminals and back again for
more grain until the movement is over.
When the movement is well under
way, the empties are taken westward
in huge trains, but during the sum-
mer they are handled in connection
with other business as far as possi-
ble.

"The principal thing is to move the
first shipments promptly," said Frank
Bell, superintendent of car service of
the Great Northern, yesterday. "The
first shipments are what makes the
impression on the shipper. If the ship-
ment is handled promptly, his attitude
is friendly. We probably have 9,000
box cars in Northern Minnesota and
the Dakotas ready for the crop move-
ment.

Rains Delay Movement.
"The movement is late this year,

owing to rains, and is just starting.
About 300 cars a day are moving now*.
The rain this week put back the move-
ment four or .five days, as it delayed
threshing that much. Usually the
farmers have been able to plow when
they could not thresh, so that no time
was wasted. This fall, however, there
have been many days when they could
do neither."

Only the latest and largest carse are
used for the crop movement. The
Great Northern is in better shape to
handle the traffic than in previous
years. It secured 2,000 new.cars last
year and 2,000 more this fall, although
all have not yet been delivered. Many
of the grain cars have a capacity of
80,000 pounds.

The other Northern roads are also
prepared for the crop movement. Al-
though later there will probably be the
usual large demand for cars, which
will force the roads to exert every re-
source in the attempt to meet the de-
l-.ands, the situation is better than
ever before.

MAY RESTORE OLD RATE.

Eight Dollars to Chicago Will Soon Be
Withdrawn.

Passenger officials of the lines en-
tering St. Paul say that there is a
possibility of the old Chieago-St. Paul
rate of $11.50 being restored within the
next thirty days.

The question of abolishing the pres-
ent fare of $8 was discussed last week
at a meeting of the executive officials
held in Chicago. While all were not in
favor of restoring the old rate, a ma-
jority of the officials voted for the
change.

It is said that the Wisconsin Central
has been won over and is now ready
to act with the other lines in the mat-
ter of re-establishment of the former
rates. But the Rick Island, it is un-
derstood, is still holding out. Some
time ago, Traffic Manager Sebastian,
of that line, told the passenger officials
of the other roads that he would not
agree to the restoration of the $11.50
rate until he was assured that his sys-
tem of credential mileage will not be
abolished by the Western Passenger
association and substitute instead
the proposed Thrall ticket.

Railway officials who know Mr.
Sebastian say that he will not recede
from the position he has taken, and if
the St. Paul-Chicago lines w_ant to re-
store the old rate of $11.50, the offi-
cials of those roads will be obliged to
make some concessions to the Rock
Island.

That there is a move on to re-es-
tablish the old rate is not denied by
any of the St. Paul passenger men.
However, none would say when final
action will be taken in the matter, but
the rate question may be discussed
again this week, at a meeting to be
held in Chicago.

Carmen Meet at St. Louis.
ST. LOUIS, Mo., Sept. B.—Three

hundred delegates were present today,
when Grand Chief Fireman J. H. Yea-
gor, of Northumberland, Pa., called the
eigthth biennial session of the Brother-
hood of Railway Carmen to order. The
convention will continue throughout
the week. Incidentally, the biennial
session of the grand lodge of the wom-
an's auxiliary organization, the Royal
Star, will be held.

RAILROAD NOTES.

The Grand Trunk and Clover Leaf
railroads yesterday opened for traffic
the Detroit & Toledo Shore line, which
they jointly control. For the present
only freight will be handled over this
line, but it is expected that in the
spring the Clover Leaf will begin run-
ning through passenger trains from
Detroit to St. Louis, via Toledo.

The Santa Fe announced yesterday
a wage increase of 2 cents per hour for
boilermakers, machinists and black-
smiths at all the shops on the system
proper between Chicago and Albu-
querque. This means an increased
expenditure by the company of $100,-
--000 yearly, of which $50,000 will be paid
out in Topeka, Kan.

Officials of the Southern Pacific an-
nounce that the 103 miles of railroad
known as the Lucin cutoff, which is
being built across Great Salt Lake at
an estimated cost of $13,000,000, will
be ready for operation within the next
six months. It is expected that the ac-
tual running time between Ogden and
San Francisco will be reduced more
than two hours as the result of this
improvement. More than four hours
are now consumed in covering the 146
miles of mountainous road around the
north end of the lake from Ogden to
Lucin, and hereafter trains will reach
the same destination over a railroad
built straight across the lake, forty
miles shorter and nearly straight.

In his efforts to bring about a proper
adjustment of compensation for the use
of private cars and of charges for the
transportation of commodities carried
therein J. W. Midgely has issued an-
other circular letter to the railroads,
in which he assails the position of the
packers and owners of private cars. He
is of the opinion that the traffic re-
ferred to is of much less .importance
to the carriers than it is to the pro-
ducers. He says the railroads can un-
der prevailing conditions better afford

to give almost any other tonnage- pref-
erence, whereas its regularity of move-
ment and quick delivery are vital to
the packers.

S. G. Yerkes, general advertising
agent for the Great Northern, has re-
turned from a month's tour over the
lines of the Great Northern system.
Mr. Yerkes spent considerable time in-
vestigating the industrial conditions
existing in the territory tapped by the
Great Northern. He says that Eastern
farmers who have taken up land in
Montana and Washington are greatly
pleased at their investment. Irriga-
tion, Mr. Yerkes, says, is doing much
for the development of the lands in the
Western states which, until a few
years ago, were thought to be worth-
less.

The Rock Island will run a home-
seekers' excursion to Southwestern
points Sept. 15. Special rates will be
made to points in Indian territory,

Oklahoma and Texas. A blanket rate
of $27.75 has been made for the round
trip, which in many cases is less than
the one-way fare.

A four-day session of the eleventh
annual convention of the Traveling

Engineers' association was begun at
Chicago yesterday, with more than 300
delegates in attendance. Members of
this association are connected with all

the leading railroads in the United
States and Canada.

Officials of the Texas & Pacific road
announce that traffic prospects in the
Southwestern territory were never
brighter than at present. Large wheat,
corn, rice and sugar crops are already

assured, and it is believed that the cot-
ton crop of Texas will amount to 3,000,-
--000 bales.

_
Officials of the Southern Pacific deny

that the stockholders of the company
are shortly to receive dividends on
their holdings. They will have to wait
another year at least.

J. P. Elmer, general passenger agent
for the Chicago Great Western, spent
yesterday In St. Paul, retu.-ning to
Chicago last evening.

Archbishop Ryan's Jubilee.
PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Sept. B.—The

golden jubilee celebration in honor of
the fiftieth anniversary of Archbishop
Ryan's ordination began today at the
Cathedral of St. Peter and St. Paul,
with the celebration of solemn pontifi-
cal mass by the archbishop. The eere-
'mony was attended by eight archbish-
ops, thirty-two bishops, five monsign-
ors and about 300 priests. Bishop
Horstmann, of Cleveland, preached the
sermon. Hundreds of laymen were also
present. The jubilee fund contributed
by the Roman Catholics of the arch-
diocese amounts to $200,000. It was
intended as a personal gift to Arch-
bishop Ryan, but he has devoted it to
the archdiocesan fund to pay for St.
Vincent's orphanage.

Warned Away From Panama.
PARIS, Sept. B.—The president of

the Council of Ministers has sent a
letter to the prefects throughout
France, directing them to warn the
people against ill-advised immigra-
tion to the isthmus of Panama, in ex-
pectation of an early resumption of
work on the canal.
