NO POLICE PENSION
Provision Will Not Be Made for

ItTill Law Is Amended.

The police pension fund created at
the last session of the legislature will
not be one of the beneficiaries of the
city budget this year.

Taking for granted the verbal opin-
ion by Corporation Attorney Michael
that the law creating the fund is in-
valid because it comes under the head
of special legislation, the directors will
likely withdraw the demand for the
spreading of a one-tenth-mill tax and
wait until the law can be corrected.

SAYS HE HEARD
k CRY FOR HELP

Story Leads Coroner to Further
Investigate Charles Helm's

Death.

Coroner Kramer, of Dakota county,
has called an inquest at 1 o'clock this
afternoon to inquire into the cause of
the death of Charles Helm, the man
who was killed by a train on the Chi-
cago Great Western tracks, near South
St. Paul, last Monday night. The cor-
oner and jury will meet at Spilker's

hotel.
When 'the body was first discovered

it was not known who the man was,
but it was identified on Tuesday as
Charles Helm, an employe of Swift &
Co., who lived at South St. Paul near
the place of the accident. As at that
time there seemed to be no doubt that
the train had run over him, the cor-
oner, after an examination, allowed the
body to be taken to the undertaker's
and prepared for the funeral, which
was held yesterday.

Yesterday additional evidence in the
shape of statements of a watchman of
the Great Western railroad came to the

j coroner's knowledge, which led him to
believe that there had been foul play,
and that the body had afterwards been
placed on the track to destroy traces
of a crime.

The watchman, who is in charge of
a quantity of, rolling stock near the
place where the body was fd*und, says
that shortly before the arrival of the
passenger train at midnight of Mon-
day he saw three men on the track at
the point where Helm's body was found
after the train had passed. Helm had
recently sold his property to the rail-
road. He had lived in the vicinity for
the past seven years antl always bore
a reputation for honesty. His friends
say he may have had some enemies
who took this way of getting rid of himor the men who were with him may
have thought he had money about him
as the result of his recent transactions.
It is claimed that there are several peo-
ple who were in a nearby saloon dur-

j ing Monday evening who can tell who
was out with Helm on the night in
question.

Helm was forty-five years old and
leaves a wife and two children.

RRE LOSS REDUCED
Past Eight Months Show About

Haif as Much as Last Year.

Losses from fire In St. Paul were
more than twice as much during the
first eight months of 1902 as they were
for the first eight months of this year.

Chief Jackson, in his report to the
board of fire commissioners last night,
gave figures showing the number of
alarms and losses- from fire for the
first eight months of this year, and
comparisons were made with the same
period for last year.

Up to the first of September of thisyear there have been 522 alarms turned
in, and the loss from the fires during
this time is given as $110,097.71, which
is smaller by $128,293.02 than during
the first eight months of last year,
when 528 alarms resulted in a total
loss of $238,672.71. The loss from fire
during the first two-thirds of the pres-
ent year is unusually low, although the
number of alarms responded to by the
department is but four less than dur-
ing the same period last year.

The report for the month of August
shows that there were thirty-seven
alarms, with a total loss amounting to
$5,266, of which $3,225 was on buildings
and $2,041 on contents. The aggregate
insurance on places burned was $197,-
--000.

FIRE DEPARTMENT IS
IN NEED OF HORSES

High Prices of Suitable Equines Is the
Cause of Scarcity.

The fire department is short of
horses, and owing to the very high
price at which suitable horses are be-
ing held at the present time; the short-
age is expected to last for some months.

For some months the department has
been unable to buy suitable horses for
service in the department at anything
like what the committee on horses con-
siders a reasonable price, and for this
reason no horses have been added to
the department except where It was
absolutely necessary.

At the meeting of the fire board last
night it was reported that many of the
horses were suffering from colic and
other ailments, and the shortage at
some of the stations was such that the
department is being handicapped. More
horses are on the sick list at the pres-
ent time than for years, and the ex-
tremely high price of horses makes it
impossible to keep the ranks filled by
new purchases.

Kirchhoff was killed by a stone
which was thrown by some one in a
crowd of young men with whom Kirch-
hoff and his friends had words.

In 1898 the
old flag was taken out and carried at
the head of veterans from the North,
South, East and West in the G. A. R.

The First Minnesota flag is the most
noted among the war banners at the
capitol. It was carried with the regi-
ment through all the command's mem-
orable fights, and its staff shows a
rough splice hurriedly made in action
after the colors were laid low by a
Confederate bullet.

Its Affairs Wound Up With Payment
of Final Dividend of $29,431.

C. M. Power was yesterday discharg-
ed as assignee of the St. Paul Plow
company by an order filed by .Fudge
Lewis. The affairs of the company
have been, in the hands of a receiver
for many years.

The receiver paid out $29,431 as a
final dividend to creditors. C. M. Pow-
er, as assignee, received $3,500 for
services, and $2,375 was paid to the
attorneys, Horton & Denegre.

TELLS A SAO STORY
Anna Schultz, Accused ofSteal-

Ing a Rig, Is Discharged.

Horse stealing is not a common
charge in the municipal court, particu-
larly against a woman. That was the
charge on the police tab in court yes-
terday against Anna Schultz, an eigh-
teen-year-old girl, who was arrested
by the police on the charge of stealing
a horse and wagon from a livery stable
in this city.

According to her story told in court
yesterday afternoon she came to St.
Paul from her home in South St. Paul
about a month ago after a quarrel with
her father. She had but little money
and has been obliged to live in cheap
lodging houses, where, she says, she
has been the daily victim of every sort
of insult from men who frequent these
houses.

On Monday afternoon, Miss Schultz
says, she met a young man on the
street who invited her to go to a picnic

at Fort Snelling, which she accepted,
having no place to go to in the city and
not thinking of any danger. When
they arrived at Snelling the man tried
to get her to go into a saloon, and
when she refused, he obtained some
whisky from the saloon, and after go-
ing to the grove nearby gave her some
to drink, telling her it was not harm-
ful.

The whisky, she says, made her par-
tially drunk, but she insisted that he
bring her back to the city. He then
took her to a saloon on East Fifth
street on the pretense that it" was a
restaurant, and while there got her to
drink more whisky, saying it would
make her feel better. She says she
drank so much that she has no clear
remembrance of what followed.

About 7 o'clock the same evening an-
other man came to the saloon and .ask-
ed her to take a drive. Not knowing

what she was doing, she consented,
and when about six miles out of town
the man began to make improper pro-
posals to her. When she repulsed him
he jumped to the ground and tried to
drag her after him. She grabbed! the
lines and whipped up the horse to get
away from him.

Not knowing where she was going,

she drove all Monday night and Tues-
day, stopping at a farm house, where
she spent Tuesday night. On Wednes-
day she drove until she arrived in
Hustings, where a policeman recog-
nized the rig as coming from this city

and arrested her.
She was unable to tell where she got

the horse or where she was and she
was held until the police of this city
were notified. She was sent for and
brought back yesterday morning. When
up for a hearing yesterday afternoon
the livery man refused to press the
charge, and on motion of the county
attorney she was allowed to go.

The police are inclined to disbelieve
her story and say that her real name Is
Amelia Brown, and that her father is a
respectable workingman in South St.
Paul. They say she was In South St.
Paul on Tuesday with the horse and
wagon and that she drove from there
to Hastings.

After she was discharged in court
she admitted that Amelia Brown was
her true name, but that she had given
the other to avoid the shame. She in-
sisted that the rest of her story was
true, however.

Unless the girl returns home, as she
says she is going to do, she will be put

in charge of the Salvation Army in
this city, which will try to find her a
position and look out for her in the fu-
ture.

ASKS FOR VIEWS OF
PROPERTY OWNERS

Board Wants to Know Whether
St. Anthony Park Folks

Want Sewer System.

The preliminaries in one of the big-
gest street improvements of the year
will be Inaugurated Monday, when the
board of public works calls before it
the property owners interested- in the
new sewerage system for St Anthony
Park. *\u25a0

To start with, the installation of the
system represents an investment of
over $250,000, of which *60,<H)0 will be
paid by the taxpayers at large. When
the entire park shall have been sew-
ered, which will not be until the pres-
ent system is completed, the outlay win
not be far short of $500,000;

There are so many property owners
interested and the district is so large
that the board has been engaged for
nearly two months in preparing the
abstract. All of the property owners
have been notified by postal card, and
the meeting Monday, whieb, is in an-
swer to the preliminary order passed
by the council some months ago; is for
the purpose of findingout the wishes of
the property owners in the matter.

The city's share toward the cost of
the improvement was appropriated by
the conference committee last fall, and
the haste now being shown is for the
purpose of preventing the amount from
reverting to the general fund, which
would be the case in the event that
actual work on the improvement was
not begun within the year. If thiswere to happen, the entire amount
would have to be reappropriated, and
with the spirit of economy now on the
entire Improvement might be hung up.

So eager are the business interests of
St. Anthony Park for the construction
of the sewer that calls are being made
almost daily upon the members of the
board of public works by well known
men and pleas for haste made. They
fear that something may prevent the
placing of the contract for the work
this year.

According to the plans, block after
block of laterals will be put in, and
this, with the main sewer, which will
penetrate nearly a mile of sand rock
before terminating in the Mississippi
river, will make one of the biggest sys-
tems ever constructed in St. Paul.

Aid. Dobner, who is pushing the
movement for tbe sewer, says the con-
tract will be placed this year without
fail. He says there will not be any op-
position to its construction.

WILL PAY FOR TRUCK
Street Railway to Settle With

Fire Department.

The Twin City Rapid Transit com-
pany will settle with the fire depart-

ment for the damage done to,the hook
and ladder truck which was struck
by a street Tail way work train at the
time Firemair Patrick Fleming was
killed.

In a letter'to the board of fire com-
missioners -the company-;.stated- that-
the matter :hswa been referred/to
St. Paul attorney, and expressed the
belief that there would be no trouble
in effecting a settlement ats soon as
the attorney returned^to the eityv

The matter was referred.to the com?
mittee on claims at.the meeting of the
fire board last night,-and this commit-
tee will insist that the street car Com-
pany replace the truck which was de-
stroyed as a result of the collision.
The department also has some other
claims against the street car compa-
ny as a result of the accident, and the
committee will insist upon a settlement
of all claims submitted.

The committee will meet with rep-
resentatives of the company Monday,
at which time it Is expected a settle-
ment will be effected. The value of
the truck which was demolished by
the work train which crashed into it Is
placed at $5,000. Bids for a new truck
to replace the demolished one will be
advertised for at once.
