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WASHOUTS STIL
DELAY TRAFFIC

Railroads Suffer Heavily From
Damage Done by Friday’s
Storm.

The railroads operating in Minneso-
ta, Jowa and Wisconsin have suffered
damage from the excessive rains of
the past four days that will aggregate
hundreds of thousands of dollars.

The roads have hired every section
hand and laborer they can secure and
rushed them to the numerous wash-
outs to get the track back to its nor-
mal condition. Although there has
been no hard continuous rain since
Saturdy, the steady drizzle of Sunday
and yesterday has kept the tracks in
a condition to receive immense damage
should there be another heavy rainfall.
The ground has absorbed all the wa-
ter it can, and there has been no op-
portunity for the roadbeds to dry out.

There is even less danger to trave,

however, than heretofore, as the track

patrols have been increased, and every
precaution to prevent an accident has
been taken. There is, however, likeli-
hood of slight delays.

Travel yesterday was more regular,
but has not yet assumed a normal con-
dition. Trains are being run over
washouts temporarily repaired, and de-
lays were in almost every case less
than four hours. Few trains, how-
ever, were on time, as almost every
road has slow orders in effect over
some portion of its line.

The Minnesota and Iowa division of
the Omaha suffered most from the
storm, and two trains coming over
this division were nine hours late, ar-
riving early last evening,

There are twenty washouts between
St. Paul and Sibley, but trains are
moving over them slowly. The new
line of the Great Western to Omaha
suffered considerably from the rain,
and there were some bad washouts on
the Duluth short line of the Northern
Pacific.

The Soo road is having considerable
trouble between Hamel and Buffalo, its
trains being delayed about twelve
hours by washouts caused by the over-
flow of the Crow river.

The transcontinental roads are hav-
ing trouble with snow in the West, as
well as water at the East ends. The
Great Northern's flyer, due at 10:30
Sunday night, was delayed by storms
in the West and did not arrive until
4 o'clock yesterday morning.

The special train carrying James J.
Hill and Burlington officials to St. Paul
arrived at 2 o'clock yesterday after-
noon, many hours late, due to a mis-
hap on the way.

Lack of communication is another
factor that is hampering the operating
/departments of the various roads.
Wires were carried down by the storm
in all directions, but are expected to
be in working order today.

TWO RAILROADS FILE REPORTS.

Minneapolis & St. Louis and the lowa
Central Comply With Law.

The Minneapolis & St. Louis and the
Icwa Central yesterday filed their an-
nval reports with the Minnesota state
railroad and warehouse commission.

The report of the Minneapolis & St.
Louis showed the gross earnings of the
yvear to be $3,417,374.87, and the op-
erating expenses to be $1,984,081.63.

i The revenue derived from passenger
‘traffic within Minnesota amounted to

$676,254.28, and from the freight busi-
ness within the state $1,579,184.08, or a
total from freight and passenger busi-
ness aggregating $2,255,438.36. A divi-
dend of 5 per cent, amounting to $300,-
000, was paid on the company’'s com-
!mon stock, and a 5 per cent dividend,
amounting to $200,000, was also paid
‘on the preferred.

According to the report from the
Jowa Central, that line's gross earn-
tings during the fiscal year closing June
130 amounted to $2,441,565.95, and the
loperating expenses were $1,944,848.08.
iFrom all the lines operated in Minne-
(8cta the company derived a revenue of
{$1,588.11, of which $955.27 were passen-
iger receipts and $632.84 freight re-
ceipts.

Baggagemen have become so careless
and rough in handling trunks and oth-
er luggage, it is said, that yearly the
railroads are called upon to pay out
thousands of dollars to cover damages
done to baggage. It is claimed that a
little care upon the part of the men
employed to handle the baggage would
curtail at least 5 per cent of the pres-
ent loss.

BRITTANY LOUDLY HISSES
PREMIER COMBES

Police Call on Soldiers to Assist in Re-
straining Outbreak.

PARIS, Sept. 14.—On the occasion of
the unveiling of a memorial to Ernest
Renan,
at his native town of Traguier, Brit-
tany, some demonstrations were
made against Premier Combes in the
villages through which his carriage
passed on the way to Traguier from
Portrieux. Hisses and shouts of “a bas
Combes” and “vive la- liberte” were
raised by the peasants.

At the ceremony, at which speeches
were delivered by the author, Anatole
France and others, Premier Combes, in
expressing his thanks for the excellent
reception given him: at the function,
said:

“I heard a few hisses.* Let meé“com-
pare them to the meélodies played on
the flute behind the conquerors’ char-
iot in olden times to remind them that,
raised by the people, they must govern
by the people.” - )

During the delivery of the speeches
the antagonists of Premier Combes be-
came so threatening, trying to force
the barrier and .shouting denunciations
of the mayor of Traguier, that the po-
lice and authorities, being unable to
restore order, a detachment of troops
was ordered out.

The soldiers forced the hostile crowd
back and restored quiet.

The premier was accompanied by
Senator Chaumie, minister of public
instruction, who delivered an eulogy
on Renan, many republican deputies
for Britanny and other personages. The
memorial took the form of a bronze
statue, representing Renan seated in a
characteristic attitude, while behind
stands a gilded figure of Minerva hold-
ing up a sprig of laurel. Among the
decorations around the statute were
ornamental mottoes, inscribed “Vive
Renan,” “Long Live Free Thought,”
etc., which particularly incensed Cath-
olics. The latter arranged for an ex-
piatory service in Treguier cathedral,
to take place at the same hour as the
unveiling of the statue, with the parti-
cipation of Abbe Gayraud and other
clerical deputies.

The Clerical party has thoroughly or-
ganized their demonstration and the
peasants from the surrounding villages
assembled at Treguier armed with cud-
gels, accompanied by their women folk,
clad in the picturesque costumes of
Brittany. Some of the bands were
headed by the parish priests. The Re-
publican villagers also gathered at Tre-
guier and along the route taken by the
premier and the two hostile parties
raised cries and counter cries. Dur-
ing the ceremony of the unveiling the
Clericals did their best to drown the
voices of the speakers with shouts of
“Down with Renan,”
Combes,” to which the Republicans re-
plied with equally noisy vociferations.

The presence of a strong force of
troops prevented a free fight between
the rival factions. Another demon-
tration took place when Premier
Combes visited the house in which Re-
nan was born, and during the disorder
Baroness Kerpodson was hustled by
the crowd. An anti-Clerical, who drew
his revolver, was arrested, while the
husband of the baroness was roughly
handled.

A banquet of 2,000 “Blues,” as the
Republicans are called in Brittany, fol-
lowed the unveiling exercises, at which
Premier Combes, in the course of a long
speech, predicted that the time was not
distant when the peasants of Brittany
would shake of the yoke of the clergy.
He defended the policy o fthe govern-
ment, saying he had only to replace the
history of the last few months in order
to demonstrate that the clergy had per-
sistently violated the law, supported
the unauthorized congregations in their
rebellion against the civil autherity
and stirred up the population to a re-
ligious war.

CASTRO THE FIERY
IS PLANNING WAR

Clash With Colombia Is the ldea of
Venezuela’s Leader.

WILLEMSTAD, Island of Curacao,
Sept. 14—From every section of Ven-
ezuela troops were sent last week in
the direction of the Colombian fron-
tier and toward Maracaibo. Mauser
rifles, artillery and ammunition in
great quantity have been stored at
Maracaibo and several new bridges
have been built near San Cristobal,
near the frontier of Colombia, to allow
of the rapid concentration of troops.
President Castro has asked the presi-
dent of each state in Venezuela to send
two battalions within two weeks.

A leading Venezuelan citizen, who
is now here, in an interview regard-
ing these military movements in Ven-
ezuela, said he believed they were only
precautionary measures regarding Ce-
lombia, which, now the country is free
from revolution, has reinforced recent-
ly its army on the Venesue!an'trohtier',
near Cucuta. €

$4,500 for the same purpose.
