LA CROSS FLOOD DAMAGES.

Water Continues Rising and Conditions
Become More Threatening. '

LA CROSSE, Wis.. Sept. 19.— floodsituation is worse today at this point, the
river having risen six Inches more during
the night, and the stage of water is 13feet. 5 The Milwaukee railway tracks on
the river front are under six inches ofwater, and the flood has entered the base-ments of numerous wholesale houses alone
Front street. : ..

fThe big pontoon bridge connecting thiscity with La Crescent, Minn., was early
this morning tipped nearly over by the
flood, and only the prompt action of alarge crew of bridgemen prevented It frombeing washed away. The damage to this
structure shuts on* all communication with
this city for thousands of Minnesotafarmers who trade here.

In North La Crosse the water is three
feet deep in some of the residences, andFrench island, opposite the city, is almostentirely submerged, hundreds of farmersthereby suffering total crop losses. Re-
ports received here estimate the - crop
damage in this Immediate vicinity at
$500,000. Townships In the nearby coun-
ties are heavy losers on account of in-
numerable bridges being washed away.

All trains are still running, into thecity, but the water is dangerously closeto the ties in many places.
