
GENEROUS SAINTS
LOSE TO THE BLUES

Keiley Men, With Pennant
Cinched, AllowKansas City

to Win Two.

KANSAS CITY, Mo.. Sept. 20.—Hav-

ing the pennant cinched, the Saints
grew charitable to the Blues today and
both ends of the last Sunday- double-
header was credited to Kansas City by
scores of 7 to 5 and 12 to 5.

The games were rare exceptions for
this late in the season when the race
has been decided and there is nothing
to gain. From the first ball pitched
until the last out in the opener the
teams played as though a pennant was
at stake, and it is certain that the
Blues have never put up such a batting
battle this season. The Saints were
lax at times, especially when so far in
the lead that the game looked cinched
for them, and Kansas City came with a
rush and won out in the eighth inning
by swatting Corbett hard and making
the best of the Kelleyites' errors.

St. Pi^ul jumped onto Gibson's slants
hard at the beginning, and started out
with four runs in the first two innings,
but after thm the Kelley band could
push only one more run over the pan.

The second game went only five in-
nings on account of darkness, and after
Kansas City had batted out seven runs
in the first two rounds off Bartos the
Saints slowed down a bit and took
things easily. The.*lues kept up the
swaTzenfest at Bartos' expense, and
fifteen hits were registered in the five
Innings.

The Saints got interested themselves
toward the last, and threatened at one
time to pull the game out of the fire.
The visitors pounded Alloway's shoots
safely four times in the fifth inning
for three runs, the business hit coming
as a home run by Schaefer with two
men on bases. While "Germany" had
a bad day in the fielding department,
he was busy with the bat. making three
doubles in the opening game and a
double and a home run in the second.

I'mpire Foreman was a mark for
both teams in the opening game, and
he found that he was being overcome
by faintness in the second, and Collins,
a brush league umpire, was substitut-
ed. His work was entirely satisfactory
to both teams, his decisions being far
more fair than Foreman's. After en-
during doubtful decisions as long as
possible, Sullivan went after Foreman
strong in the second inning of the first
game, and was sent to the bench.

The association season closes here
tomorrow with another double-header.

St. Paul has been the best drawing
card of the local season and theKelley-
ftes have divided the receipts of the
two largest Sundays.

SPLIT JAILER'S HEAD

Colored Prisoners Held for Murder and
Robbery Escape at Frankfort, Ky.

FRANKFORT, Ky., Sept. 20.—A dar-
ing jaildelivery was accomplished here
today.
