With the exception of a few cases
which have been reset, the ninety ap-
plications for divorce have been con-
sidered by the court and in most cases
judgments have been entered in favor
of the plaintiffs.

The most Interesting case considered
yesterday was that of Paul E. Haw-
kinson, who wanted a separation from
Matilda Hawkinson on the ground of
cruel and inhuman treatment. This
complaint is often efficacious in the
case of a woman, but it is seldom that
a man secures a divorce on that ground.
But It was proven to the court that the
woman had threatened to cut the man's
throat, and after the husband had ap-
plied for a divorce she told one man
that she would shoot her husband.

Millers Send Ultimatum.

The millers have sent the following
reply as their ultimatum:

"Won. J. C. Haynes, Mayor of Minne-
apolis—Dear Sir: We beg to acknowledgt
receipt of your letter asking for our ap-
proval of your appointing a committee of
five representative citizens to arbitrate
the labor question of our former employes.

"In reply would say that a request was
made early in the week by a committee
of employes to arbitrate this question.
We declined to entertain this proposition.
The question was fully canvassed at that
time and our reply was distinct enough to
be thoroughly understood.

"We have ho hesitation In saying
further that we prefer to shut down our
mills if we cannot find men willing to
work at the present scale of hours andwages. Minneapolis flour manufacturing

and sacrifices to our men; raised theirwages; shortened their hours and at timesrun the mills at a loss to ourselves.

"You probably understand that the
scale of wages and hours of men work-
ing In the Minneapolis flour mills is al-ready more favorable to them than is
the scale to men similarly placed at otheipoints in this country with which we
must compete.

"We should be pleased to have aprivate conference with you at your office
at any hour you name. If in your opinion
it is necessary, but our decision Is final.

Not one has
appeared at least in answer to adver-
tisements thus far. Five men obtained
at St. Paul were persuaded to return to
that city, and the three employes who
refused to go out when the strike was
called.have since quit work. Even the
ten giris at the Washburn-Crosby mill,
who had been breakfast food packers,
have refused to pack flour at increased
pay and yesterday stopped work.

That the sympathy of labor organiza-
tions in other avocations is strong is
shown, by the circumstance that three
restaurants Thursday night refused to
supply meals to the men at work at the
mills, and five hack drivers refused to
deliver the food. A driver even de-
clined to deliver a bundle of overalls.

War to the Knife.

That with the millers it will be war
to the knife, and that they mean to
get an entirely new set of mill opera-
tives, if they have to educate appren-
tices, is evident. Notices are posted
for the strikers to call and get what-
ever money Is due them; more than
that they are hunted up on the streets
and at their homes and paid off. It is
even doubtful that the strikers would
be taken back to work if they aban-
doned their position.

In reply to the assertion that the
strikers are not in good shape to un-
dergo a long siege President Finley
said yesterday:

"It is true that the international
union has no strike fund, but we have
branches in seventy-two milling cen-
ters outside of Minneapolis who will
willingly contribute to our support, if
we ask it. At least, we are as well
prepared as the millers. They have
not been grinding more flour during

the summer than has been sufficient to
meet the demand. When we gave no-
tice of our demand for eight hours for
the loaders, they began the storage for
the local demand, and that is as far
as they are ahead of the game.

"The international union is only a
year old, it is true, but there have
been separate unions of the packers,
nailers and roustabouts for over a
dozen years. The international union
has only combined these unions for
mutual protection, and made the cause
of one the cause of all, so this cannot
be called a sympathetic strike on the
part of the nailers and millers. I have
heard it said that they were mighty
sore because they had to go out on
account of the loaders. As a matter of
fact the millers have been the most
enthusiastic and aggressive of the lot."

Although the machinery was kept
running all day yesterday In the east
part of the Washburn A, the Wash-
burn B, the Humboldt and the Pali-
sade mills, the only flour ground was
In the Washburn B. Flour shipments
yesterday were only 20,434 barrels as
against 43,108 the previous twenty-
four hours, and a still greater falling
off can be expected today. The ef-
fect of the strike too can be seen In
the railroad yards, as the incoming
wheat Is now diverted to the elevators.
As a result, switching crews and un-
loading gangs have been changed
about, and there is a general hustle
to prevent a blockade on the elevator
tracks.

BIG DEEP SEA DREDGE
Monster Machine Lifts 45 Tons

of Ocean Bottom,

Anchored in the mouth of Oakland
Creek, where it is busily engaged in
lifting the bottom of the bay and de-
positing it across the breakwater, that
the channel may be deepened, the larg-
est dredger In the world way. be seen.
It is the property of the American
Dredging company, composed entirely
of men of this state and is called the
Uncle Sam. It was entirely constructed
here, the capital for it furnished by
local men, and It is engaged In mak-
ing Imperative Improvements in the
bay under a contract with the United
States.

This dredger exceeds In size and ca-
pacity anything of its kind, not even
excepting the immense machines which
were constructed for digging out the
Panama canal. It is a combined "clam
shell" and hydrauHt: dredger^- and the
only one of its kin<l ever,built- ,It was
constructed especially for harbor im-
provements and for reclamation work
upon the tiiiaf t>v\erflcnfr£d lands
along the banks of the Sacramento and
San Joaquin rivers and their tribu-
taries. The building of it.was directly
instigated by the determination of the
war department to let large contracts
for dredging the harbor. For this work
it is admirably equipped and its en-
ergies will be engaged for the next two
years by the government on contracts
for harbor improvements already let.

The "A" frame which supports the
boom is the most massive ever built on
any dredger and weights more than
fifty tons. It is more than sixty-two
feet high from the deck and is made of
six 24x24 timbers for Bide legs and
two 18x24 timbers for back legs. At
the top there is a solid cast iron cap
weighing about 18,000 pounds. From
this the topping liftis run to the end of
the boom, and supports the weight of
the boom and bucket or ladder as the
requirements may be.

When working the dredger as a
"clam shell" machine a boom 160 feet
long and 28x28 inches square is sup-
ported by the "A" frame. At the end
of the boom are two large steel sheaves
six feet in diameter in frames weigh-
ing three tons, over which are run the
cables operating the "dam shell"
bucket These cables are 1 3-4 Inches in
diameter and have a combined tensile
strength of 300 tons. The bucket used
is made of steel and opens and closes
like a pair of shears. The shells are
shaped like rinds on a quarter of an
orange when opened, and when closed
they form a half sphere. This bucket
weighs empty 32,000 pounds, and will
lift In good stiff material twenty cubic
yards, weighing thirty tons.

This enormous load, together with
the bucket, weighing in all more than
forty-five tons, is raised from the bot-
tom of the bay, swung a distance of 250
feet, emptied and the bucket returned
to its starting point in less than one
minute. It is remarkable with what
ease the operator can handle this great
crane. He is put to no more exertion
than would be required to lift his cap.
