GAMES WITH BOSTON

First Game for Championship of the
World Will Be Played Thursday.

PITTSBURG. Pa., Sept. 28.—The Pitts-
burg baseball team, champions of the Na-
tional league, left tonight for Boston,
where they will on Thursday begin a
series of nine games for the championship
of the world with the Boston team, pen-
nant winners of the American league. ThePittsburg club will stop at Buffalo tomor-
row and arrive at Boston on Wednesday.
President Dreyfuss with a large party of
enthusiasts will leave here Tuesday night
to encourage the home players.

Mr. Dreyfuss announced today that he
had received from president Soden, of the
Boston Nationals, permission to play in
that club's territory. This is made nec-
essary by the rules of the National league,
which gives the home club exclusive
rights within five miles of its city.

The schedule as arranged for the post-
season series follows: At Boston, Oct.
1, 2 and 3.

At Pittsburg. Oct. 5, 6. 7 and 8.
The club winning five games will begiven the championship. Should it be

found necessary to play more than the
seven games scheduled, the others will bo
played at Boston or some other city mu-
tually agreed upon.

CHICAGO, Sept. 28.—"1f I could finda designer who I was certain could
beat Herreshoff, I would build Sham-

CONSUMPTION THERE

United States Penitentiary at Fort Leav-
enworth Is No Place for Lo.

LEAVENWORTH, Kan.. Sept. 28.—
The report of R. w. Mc<'laiighry, warden
of the United State H penitentiary at Fort
Leuvenworth. to the attorney general of
the I nited States shows that most of the
thirty deaths in the prison during the
year were of Indians. Two hundred pria-
onen an- Battering from tuberculosis, the
entire Indian population being Infected.
Warden McCTaughry says: "The South-
ern Indians who are sent here cannot
stand the climate and the confinement,
and every such Indian coming bare de-velops tuberculosis, no matter in how
gOOd health he arrives here, and every-
one of them, without exception, either
dies here or goes \u0084ut with the dl
Ineradicably fastened on him. With the
lack of proper facilities for Isolating aim
treating pulmonary tuberculosis it m be-
coming a serious menace to tills institu-
tion, practically destroying the health of
all the prisoners confined here.'*
