ERE’S AN ARRAY OF
METHODIST FIGURES

Conference at Redwood Falls Is
a Worker—Reports Made and
Resoiutions Adopted.

REDWOOD FALLS, Minn., Oct. 3.—
All that remains for the Methodist
conference to do is to listen to the ap-
pointments which Bishop Fowler will
read after service tomorrow night.
Business was pushed through' rapidly
today. After an executive session com-
mittees began to report and adoption
followed without delay,

The committee on state of the church
reported satisfactory work in the ad-
vancement of labor organization, the
shortening of the hours of labor and
the growing favor of arbitration as a
means of settling labor disputes. The
committee on education indorsed the
present board and recommended as
conference visitors for the coming year
H. V. Giverle, G. W. Lutz and W. N.
Jamison. The committee on freed-
men’'s aid commended President Roose-
velt's policy and pledged the confer-
ence to stand by the society. The re-
port of the committee on temperance
charged that the laws regulating the
Mquor traffic are being daily violated;
that the business tends to anarchy, and
that total prohibition is the only rem-
edy. The report calls for a fair trial
of the anti-canteen law; declares op-
position to the wuse of government
property for liquor-selling purposes,
and favors the Hepburn law. The com-
mittee on Asbury hospital declares it a
shame that the building has” not been
completed, and recommends a collec-
tion for the purpose. F. M. Rule, Peter
Clare, F, E. White, F. J. Stout and W.
N. Jamison were appointed directors of
the hospital,

The report of the committee on
church extension asked an apportion-
ment among the churches of the
amount necessary to raise for the year,
and indorsed the appointment of Dr.
tobert Forbes as first assistant secre-
tary of the board. According to the
statistical secretary’s report for the
past year, there are 15,991 church
members and 1,708 probationers, 49 lo-
cal preachers, 174 deaths, 694 children
and 519 adults baptized, 233 Sunday
schools, with 2,569 officers and teach-
ers and 18,987 pupils; 267 churches,
valued at $918,428, and 102 parsonages,
valued at $168,400. The report of the
board of stewards for the year showed
receipts of $3,791.50, and disbursements
of $8,900. J. Blackhurst and J. W.
Robinson were elected to the board.

The treasurer’s report showed $28,-
748 received for the benevolences, a
gain of §1,592 over last year.

The report of the committee on the
Epworth league urged leaguers to read
church literature; commended Hamline
university, and recommended the elec-
tion of the following officers to co-op-
erate with the cabinet: Presicknt,
Carl F. Miller, Luverne; first vice
president, T. P, Hanson, Winona; sec-
ond vice president, Miss Ellen Wright,
Luverne; third vice president, Claude
Southwick, Albert Lea; fourth vice
president, Mrs. Eleanor Armstrong,
Chatfield; secretary-treasurer, Miss
Gertrude Williams, St. Paul; junior de-
partment, Mrs. H. E. Woodin, Lake
Crystal.

The report of the committee on the
ministerial relief endowment fund rec-
ommended the abolition of the annuity
fund plan and the substitution therefor
of'a ministerial relief society, which
shall have charge of a permanent en-
dowment fund of $50,000, which the
conference shall proceed immediately
to raise. The presiding elders were
instructed each to appoint a committee
consisting of three ministers and three
laymen, whose duty it shall be to see
that the fund is apportioned and raised.

JUROR TOO TALKATIVE.

Former Clergyman Is Discharged From

He
administered a severe lecture to the
venire. He also dismissed the case.

HEMP FIBER CULTURE. -
Company Is Organized as a New Enter-
prise for Crookston.

It Is the outgrowth of experi-
ments in the production of hemp in the
valley undm‘taﬁen by J. E. Jerome and
other gentlemen of Illinois.

The company organized here today was
capitalized at $10,000 and has rented a
section of land and will undertake the
production and manufacture of hemp. A
number of farmers are under contract to
raise hemp for the plant, which will be
erected in South Crookston.

FOR REVOLUTIONARY PATRIOTS.

Bronze Tablet in Memory of Those Burled
In lowa to Be Dedicated.

DES MOINES, Iowa, Oct, 3.—With im-
pressive ceremonies, members of the Sons
of the American Revolution will in a
few days present to the Iowa Hall of
History a beautiful bronze tablet in mem-
ory of the only known dead soldiers of
the Revolution burjed in the Hawkeye
State. A presentation speech will be ac-
cepted by Gov. Cummins, who will re-
spond. There are but five known graves
of Revolutionary soldiers in Iowa. These
are the graves of Timothy Brown, of
‘Washington; John Osborne, in Linn coun-
ty; George F. Perkins, at Primrose; Wil-
liam Blair in Kossuth county, and Charles
Sheppard, near Rome. The names of
these heroes will be engraved upon the
tablet. There are doubtless more buried
in the state, but their graves are un-
known.

That the ralroad switchmen who handle
the flour product from the Minneapolis
mills must be drawn into the strike has
been expected. It is apparent, however,
that the switchmen mean to g0 MGw, and
Grand Master Sweeney, the head of their
national organization, has been asked to
visit Minneapolis and look into the sit-
uation before any radical action is taken.

It is_understood he will be here Mon-
day. No word has been received up to
date from President Gompers, of the
American Federation of Labor, but it is
expected that either he or a representa-
tive will be in Minneapolis early in the
week.

The stationary engineers’ strike has
not seriously embarrassed the mills, the
men going out not exceeding a half
dozen, in addition to those who left
the mills at the time the strike was in-
augurated.

Summing up the first two weeks of the
strike, it appears that the mills have the
advantage. While put to great incon-
venience and expense they have managed
to average a third of the normal product.

tured. The saloon of H. S, Logan was
wrecked and the opera house and build=
ings in the vicinity were practically
destroyed. A large part of the high
school building was carried away, but
as it was Saturday, no scholars were
there. Three teachers had a narrow
escape.

The storm swept through the ceme-
tery and destroyed many stones. Three
miles out it struck the homes of John-
son and Pike, killing the son of the
latter-and probably fatally injuring fhe
daughter of the former,

-Everything on Main street in St.
Charles was damaged. Fronts were
blown in, roofs torn off and damage of
the worst description resulting. Three
farmers—W. O.  Crittenden, William
Mitchell and George Jessen—were Kkill-
ed in the street.

Near the Altura house and outbuild-
ings of John Simons were destroyed.
From there the storm hot near Rolling-
stone and then went across the coun-
try to Independence, Wis.

Sultry Before the Storm.

The day had been abnormally sultry
for the season of the year and during
the morning there had been showers of
rain, accompanied by fitful gusts of
wind. Towards noon the sky became
heavily overcast, but Indications of a
tornado were entirely lacking. .

This being Saturday, the country
people from the surrounding farms,
had gathered in large numbers in the
main street to do their customary
shopping.

At 2:30 the storm cloud was seen ap-
proaching from the southwest and
there was an immediate scramble for
places of safety. The tornado struck
the town from the southwest quarter
and made a clean sweep through it, fol-
lowing almost entirely the line of the
main street and devastating the build-
ings on either side. Then the resi-
dences further back from the business
center were struck and many of them
blown completely away. It seems al-
most miraculous that there was not a
greater loss of life. .

Relief Train Sent.

A rellef train was sent from Winona
as soon as the news of the serious na-
ture of the storm was received there
and physicians were soon caring for
the injured.

The storm came upon the town with
such suddenness that it was filling the
alr with the debris of demolished
buildings before the citizens fully real-
ized the nature of the calamity. Many
of those injured received their hurts
from flying missiles, while others were
caught beneath the wreckage of their
business houses or homes and remain-
ed pinioned down until rescued by the
relief party.

Another relief train will leave for St.
Charles from Rochester in the morning
with provisions and clothing.

So far no reports have been recelved
of any loss of life in the country ad-
Jacent to St. Charles. The storm, how-
ever, seemes to have followed very
closely the boundary line between Min-
nesota and Towa, and damage to farm
buildings, dwellings and grain stacks,
with fnjury to human beings and death
to live stock, is reported from several
points in that locality. The fury of the
storm, however, seems to have spent
itself in St. Charles. ;

St. Charles is in Winona county, fif-
teen miles northwest of Winona, and
has about 1,500 people. Two railroads
—the North-Western and Chicago
QGreat Western—go through the town.

Wisconsin Town Stricken.

The City of Independence, Wis, on
the Green Bay road, east of here, also
experienced a disastrous cycionic visi-
tation about 2:30 this afternoon. The
storm came from ‘the soutltiwest in the
form of a terrific blow. It was only
about a minute in duration, but in that
time did a great deal of damage, which
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hood of $100,000. Two lives were lost
and several persons hurt. The most
serious loss was the new city hall,
which was being completed, and rep-
resented an outlay of $18,000. But one
wall of this was left standing. The
storm struck near the Green Bay depot
as an east-bound train on that road
was stopping. It passed within a hun-
dred feet of the depot and cut a path
through that section of Independence
250 to 300 feet in width.

A large graln elevator and a ware-
house near the depot were entirely
demolished, and a brick creamery was
laid in ruins. The residence of Thom-
as Thompson and the two residences of
Hans Hanson, near the depot, were
blown down and some eight other
houses wrecked. A farm house half a
mile this side of Independence was de-
molished, and it was here that one of
the two deaths occurred, an old man
being caught in falling debris and kill-
ed. The other death was that of a boy
employed in the elevator, a stick of
wood belng driven clean through his
head. Passengers on the Green Bay
train were badly scared. Every win-
dow in the train was broken and big
sticks of wood were hurled through
openings in an alarming manner.
Many passengers lay on the floor as the
safest method of avoiding being struck.

WISCONSIN STORM WRECKS,

Three Persons Killed at Almond and
Much Damage Done at Various Points.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Oct. 3.—Dis-
patches Indicate that a severe storm
was general throughout the Northwest
today. The storm followed a hot wave,
the thermometer in Milwaukee regis-
tering 80 degrees,

Baraboo, Wis., reports a cloudbursf
more severe than was ever known In
that region. It lasted three hours, and
four inches of water fell. Mpny build-
ings and windmills were blown down,
cellars were flooded and several wash-
outs are reported. Norman North’'s
large barn was struck by lightning and
destroyed. Telephone and telegraph
systems were crippled.

At Oskosh a terrific *wind and rain
storm raged this evening. The wind
blew fifty miles an hour. George Bur-
dick, a parcel delivery man, was shocky;
ed by a falling wire and his horse was
killed. Burdick has not regained his
speech, though he has recovered con-
sciousness. Chimneys, plate glass and
wires were demolished.

The country mnear Lake Gogebic,
Mich., was visited by a disastrous tor-
nado this evening. The storm is said
to have centered at Ewen, where
houses are supposed to have been
blown down and a wide path was swept
through the woods. A strong gale is
blowing in Marquette,

A terrific storm of wind and rain
passed over Almond, Wis., this after-
noon, leveling barns and houses.
Three persons are reported to have
been killed at the home of Albert
Holtz. The storm was most severe at
Blain and mowed a wide swath. Great
damage and loss of life are reported
at Sheridan. Samuel Erickson is re-
ported to be barely alive, having been
buried under his barn. Robert March,
of Blain, was slightly Injured in the
same way. The storm broke without
notice, after a muggy day.

Houghton, Mich.,, reports that the
heaviest rainfall for several years has
deluged the copper region during the
last twenty-four hours. The street car
lines’ embankments were washed away
at various points.

Racine, Wis.,, was flooded with rain.
Trees were blown down and wires
were broken. During the storm Carl
Farson, a painter, was electrocuted in
State street by coming in contact with
a live wire.

LA CROSSE, Wis,, Oct. 3.—Many
farm buildings In the storm’s path
were torn down. At Eagle Valley,
north of here, the Reformed church
was destroyed, and houses on the prai-
rle were demolished. Several small
buildings were overturned at La Crosse,
but no fatalities were reported,

HARD BLOW AT DULUTH.

Vessels in the Harbor Have Narrow
Escape From Wreck.
DULUTH, Minn,, Oet. 3.—Duluth

evening, which dig considerable dam-
age in the way of blowing off the roofs
of houses in the West end and in West
Duluth. The harbor, where boats were
at anchor, also suffered, they being
driven violently against the docks. The
big steel steamer John W. Kerr, one
of the largest craft on the great lakes,
was at anchor inside the harbor when
the storm sprang up and was driven
towards the canal. Her bow struck the
north pier and her stern the south,
blocking navigation temporarily, and
at the same time displacing one of the
huge monoliths of the pler. At the
same moment the steamer Bon Ami
was entering the canal, and in order
to avoid a collision shoved her nose
in towards the pier, where she man-
aged to hold her own until a tug came
to the rescue of the Kerr.

Heavy plate glass windows in the
down-town district were damaged and
signs blown down, but no one was In«
jured.
