HAT SAVES HIS LIFE

Michael Ambrosia Buried In
Sand Promptly Rescued.

NEW YORK, Oct. 7.—Michael Am-
brosia and a companion, Antonio Fran-
cea, were digging in a trench in front
of 376 Belmont avenue, Brooklyn, about
7:30 o'clock yesterday morning, when,
without warning, the walls of the ditch,
which had been dug in sand, caved in.
Ambrosia was at the deepest part of
the pit, about fifteen feet below the
street level, and was throwing up the
earth, as he dug it from the bottom,
to the other Italian, who was on a
higher level. The collapsing sand com-

pletely engulfed Ambrosia. Francea
was buried only to the thighs.
August Schumbs, a taflor of 857

Blake street, who was passing on a bi-
cycle, heard Francea's terrified cry for
help, and jumping from his wheel
sprang into the trench to Francea's aid.
Francea, however, frantically pointed
to a bit of the rim of his companion’s
gray felt hat, which stuck above the
sand, and the tailor, quickly reasoning
that beneath the hat was a man, sprang
to the spot and with his hands dug
away the sand until he got the burled
Italian’s face clear.

Ambrosia’s hat had been tilted for-
ward by the falling sand, and by keep-
ing his nose and mouth free for respira-
tion, had saved his life. He had been
almost suffocated, however, when
Schumbs pulled the sand and the hat
from his face. As soon as he could
speak he began to say a prayer in Ital-
ian.

Meanwhile Francea, aided by others,
had managed to lift himself out and
had climbed to the street and gone aft-
er more help. Schumbs, as soon as the
upper part of Ambrosia’'s body had
been dug out, mounted his bicycle and
rode to Wyona street where he found
Contractor Michael Meagher, who had
a gang of men paving the street, and
begged him to go to the buried Italian's
rescue. Meagher told his men to run
to the trench, and they got there on
the double quick, the contractor at
their head.

An ambulance soon arrived and the
surgeon gave Ambrosia some whisky.
Police reserves from the Liberty ave-
nue station and the firemen of Hook
and Ladder 57 alded in the rescue.

ROOSEVELT CENSURED
BY PROHIBITIONISTS

President ls Condemned for Carrying
Liquor Into Forbidden Localities.

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Oct. .—One hun-
dred Prohibitionists, representing Mis-
souri, Kansas, Oklahoma, Indian Terri-
tory, Arkansas, Nebraska and Colorado,
today unanimously decided in favor of
holding the national Prohibition congress
next year in Kansas City.

President Roosevelt and Secretary of
the Interior Hitchcock were censured by
resolutions for carrying and permitting
liquor to be consumed prohibition lo-
callties.

TO KEEP VASSAR’S
NEIGHBORS SOBER

Wise Young Judge Formulates a Unique
Pledge for Drunkards to Sign.

POUGHKEEPSIE, ‘N. Y., Oct. 7.-—John
1. Mack, the young justice of the peace of
East Poughkeepsie, has evolved a unique
plan for freeing Vassar girls from the
sight of drunken men as they pass to and
from the college. His town includes the
college buildings. He has formulated a
pledge, which all men brought before him
on a charge of intoxication are required
to sign. It is as follows:

o . having been convicted be-
fore John Mack, justice of the peace, of
public intoxication, in order to obtain a
suspension of sentence, do hereby pledge
myself to abstain from intoxlcating liquors
for a period of one year from the date
hereof; and in case I should be arrested
and convicted of intoxication within that
period I request said justice, in order to
save me from utter ruin, to impose upon
me the full penalty of the law, to-wit,
six months in the Albany penitentiary."”

Justice Mack has been using this pledge
for about six months and it has worked
like a charm. Some of the hardest drink-
ers in the town have been made to sign
it, and with only one exception every
man who has signed it is keeping sober.
There never has been so little drinking in
the village.

One man
rested many

who signed it had been ar-

times. It kept him sober
four months. When he was brought up
the other day he saild he never would
have broken it if he had not got malaria
and taken a dose of whisky and quining
to break it up. He signed the pledge
again and declared over and over thae
he will keep it for a year,

The course of Justice Mack is popular
with exeryvbody except the saloonkeep-
ers, who think they will have to go out
of business if the topers keep on signing.,
