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RN RANGE ROAD
PAYS K0 DIVIDENDS

Stockholders Received 60 Per
Cent Last Year, but Nothing
for 1903.

A year ago the Duluth & Iron Range
declared a dividend of 60 per cent,
which amounted to $1,800,000 on a cap-
italization of £3,000,000.

According to the annual report and
financial statement, filed yesterday
with the state railroad and warehouse
commission, no dividend was declarc:d
for 1903, but the surplus will remain
undivided for at least another year.

The report is a favorable one, and
shows a fair increase in the line’s pas-
senger and freight traffic. However,
the increase is offset by a correspond-
ingly great increase in the cost of op-
eration.

One item of great interest to Min-i

nesota people is the small freight egn*n:
ings on which the state gross earnings
tax will be figured this year. Last
vear the tax was levied on $5,684,464.03,

while the returns for 1903 give the
amount as $841,688.51, a decrease qf
$4,842.775.52. This is due to the court’s

decision declaring the ore traffic inter-
state commerce, and that Minnesota is
only entitled to its pro rata share,

Gross Earnings Increase,

The total gross earnings for 1903
were $6,031,878.90, and the operating
expenses $2,252,635.07. In 1902 the
gross earnings were $5,934,868.25, show-
ing an increase for the year just closed
of §$97,010.65. The increase in this
year's operating expenses over 1902
were $97,400.67. The surplus, after the
deduction of operating expenses for
1903, was $3,779,243.83,
the amount was $3,779,633.76,
greater than the surplus for the paslL
year.

The passenger business originating
and terminating in Minnesota amount-
ed to $261,325.02, a gain of $38,853.05
over 1902, The freight traffic showed
a gain of $58,157.60.

The Duluth & Iron Range, which is
owned and operated by the steel trust,
consists of 210 miles of trackage. The
road is authorized to issue stock to the
amount of $10,000,000, but only $3,000,-
000 of that sum has been issued.

Last year the company paid a divi-
dend of 60 per cent, amounting to $1,-
800,000. It was decided to pass the
dividend this year, and to allow the
surplus to accumulate,

Although a small road, the Duluth &
Iron Range is one of the best equipped
lines in the country. The entire line
is double tracked. It has been the pol-
fcy of the directors to spare no ex-
pense in the improvement of the road’s
physical condition.

ISLAND WILL PROFIT.

Cheap Rate to Chicago Will Make Heavy
Passenger Business.

Notices were received at all the Chi-
cago-St. Paul railroad offices yesterday
announcing the settlement of the rate
and mileage quarrel and today the old
fare of $11.50 between the Twin Cities
and Chicago will be restored by all the
lines except the Rock Island. The Rock
Island will withdraw its $§8 rate Oct 16,
according to the terms of the agree-
ment entered into by the passenger offi-
cials of all the roads interested.

For the next eight days, loecal passen-
gen say, the Rock Island will practically
have a monopoly of the Chicago-St. Paul
business, as its rate will be $3.50 cheaper
than the tariff charged by the other lines.

Preparation has been made by the mo-
tive departmrent of the Rock Island Sys-
tem to handle the increased traffic. No
additional trains will be run, but it is
thought that it will be necessary to run
the night limited in two sections, while
the cheap rates are in force.

The passenger officials of the other
lines say that it will be impossible for
them to catch any great amount of the
ﬁ{('nerﬂl passenger business while the Rock
sland’s $8 is effective.

“Traveling men, who ride on mileage,
will patronize the short lines,” said an
official yesterday, *for they ride at a
rate of 2 cents a mile. But people who
by tickets at the published tariff rates
will go to the line that sells the cheapest
ticket. A differential of $3.50 between
the Rock Island and the other roads is
sure to throw the general business to that
line, even if it does take three hours
longer to make the trip.”

PENNSYLVANIA TO BUILD.

CHICAGO, Oct. 7.—The expenditure of
severa] million dollars for a new unjon
depot. additional facilities and new
freight yards will, it is said, ultimately
result from a visit made to Chicago today
by President A. J. Cassatt and other of-
ficeis of the Pennsylvania railroad.

Mr. Cassatt is said to have recognized
the urgent need of more room for the
passenger service for the five roads using
the union station and to have assured
those interested that as soon as certain
improvements under way on other por-
tions of the Pennsylvania system Yave
been completed, Chicago's needs wdi be
attended to.

Wants to Increase Rates.

The state railroad and warehouse com-
mission will hold .a hearing tomorrow
morning on the application of the Minne-
apolis & St. ILouis to increase its rates
on coal so as to place them upon the
basis provided by the ecommission in its
order of general readjustment of coal
rates made last June. The road has been
using the rate laid down by the commis-
sion in the New Ulm case, which makes
its rates considerably lower than those of
other 10ads and the basis fixed by the
commission this spring.

RAILROAD NOTES.

A proposition to start a line of river
barges on the Missouri river between
Kansas City and St. Louis to relieve the
freight congestion and to provide a
weapon to force the railways to grant
lower freight charges has been made. It
is proposed to run the line between Kan-
sas City and St. Louis, where a connec-
tion can be made with the river service
from New Orleans. Pittsburg and. other
points. and eventually the service may be
extended to St. Joseph. The freight sys-
tem of this part of the country has, it is
stated. outgrown the present railway fa-
cilities. &
