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THE "REFORMER" AT WORK.
The acquisition of high office and

responsibiity has an extraordinarily

different effect upon different men.
Sometimes it sobers a man of low
ideals and sordid political customs and
changes him into a real patriot. This
was the case with Vice President Ar-
thur, who up to the time that he suc-

ceeded to the presidency had no repu-

tation beyond that of a mere machine
politician, but afterward so completely
changed his course and governed him-
self in that high office so nobly that his

party would not have anything more
to do with him.

Sometimes, we regret to say, position

and responsibility have a contrary ef-
fect. This seems to be true of Presi-
dent Roosevelt. We cannot doubt that
he was sincere in his earlier advo-
cacy of the principles of civil service
reform. He championed them too long
and too earnestly, and there was too

little to gain by insincerity to cast a
suspicion upon his motive. It is cer-
tain that he is anything but a reformer
today, and the lamentable change has
come about since he became president;
or, rather, since he became possessed
by the desire of succeeding himself,
and subordinated to that all the best
of himself and of his past record.

It is a pitiful spectacle which the
president is now making of himself.
We have lately seen him approve the
removal of a woman in Delaware from
a fourth-class postofflce solely because
her place was wanted for a follower
of Addicks, the gas man. He did this
willinglyand willfully, and in so doing
not only broke over his own princi-
ples, but violated the letter of the law
which placed these postoffices under
civil service rules. For this act, which
all his past utterances would declare
to be little less than a crime, he has
offered no explanation.

He is now busied with the practi-

cal work of running Republican cam-
paigns in various parts of the coun-
try, and particularly in the state of
Maryland. Maryland is close and
doubtful, and the president has thrown
the whole weight of his personal in-
fluence into the scale. The attack
made upon him by Senator Gorman is
none too bitter to be just. President
Roosevelt's whole past is Identified
with the principle that federal em-
ployes should not be active in strictly
partisan politics. Yet he is himself to-
day practically managing the Maryland
campaign. As his friend and mouth-
piece. Secretary Moody, said at New
York, the national campaign has al-
ready begun as far as the Republican
party is concerned. It has made Theo-
dore Roosevelt its candidate, and he
has taken up the duties of candidate
and campaign manager both with
alacrity. An Associated Press dispatch
from Washington says that the presi-
dent is in close consultation with the
Republican leaders of Maryland, and
has practically called them together in
his office to insist that they pull off
their campaign successfully.

No president can thus descend to the
position of a local party leader with-
out sacrificing much of the dignity of
his station. No one who has ever pre-
tended to the slightest interest in civil
service reform or belief in its princi-
ples can do so without stultifying him-
self. No one can do so without in-
dorsing the principle that it is the
first duty of a federal officeholder to
S«t into the harness and work for the

success of his party, regardless of pub-
lic interests. It is no wonder that Sec-
retary Shaw~ha"s~aband*o <n'edthe treas-
ury that heThayTbver the country ss

a stump speaker, when his chief sets

him the exaoajjle^. ....
We believe this attitude and this ac-

tion of President .Roosevelt to be the
gravest political mistake. We regret

it, because it lowers the dignity of the
presidential office. We~r«gret it be-
cause it is bad for popular faith in
high ideals and reform programmes
when a man who has been as conspic-
uously identified with both as has Mr.

Roosevelt turns tail upon his record
and, the instant that his self-interest
is involved, embraces the extreme

form of every evil that he has de-
nounced for fifteen or twenty years

past. Moreover, it is utterly short-
sighted and futile.- Nothing arouses
righteous wrath more quickly in the
breasts of people than outside inter-
ference with their local affairs. The
memorable defeat of Folger in New
York was a lesson for all time.

Every time that officials at Wash-
ington lay hands upon the local ma-
chine and attempt to direct its op-
erations they get a shock. The people
of each state are thoroughly compe-

tent to run their political affairs with-
out outside interference. Senator
Gorman's rebuke of President* Roose-
velt is not dictated by fear of conse-
quences, because nothing could con-
duce more to Democratic success in
the state than the course which the
president is pursuing. It is an expres-
sion of natural resentment which every
citizen of Maryland will feel, and a
just reflection upon the policy and acts
of the president as compared with the
theories that he has so often and so
earnestly advocated when his own per-
sonal fortunes were not involved.

THE ONLY DECISION POSSIBLE!
The London Morning Advertiser an-

nounces that the Alaska boundary tri-
bunal has reached a decision virtually
conceding the American case. As The
Globe stated at the time the com-

mission assembled, this was the only

conclusion it could possibly reach. It
must either disband after a total dis-
agreement, or it must accept the
American contention. The American
members were thoroughly committed
to their position. They were justified
in it by the facts, and they would have
lived neglected and dishonored lives if
they had dared to return to this country

after yielding a single material point.
As we have said, the entire Canadian

claim is of less than ten years' stand-
ing-. It was never heard of or thought
at out seriously by anybody prior to
tiie discovery of gold in the Klondike.
It has all jth£ treaties, aiithe maps, all
Oe records ever since the first occupa-

tion of the country by Russia, against

it. It is supported by nothing but a
strained and fanciful interpretation,
r.ow admitted to be applied to words
whese plain meaning is not doubtful;
and nothing was added until it became
of vital interest to Canada to trump
up a case.

It will be an excellent thing to have
this boundary question settled, if it
can be settled right. The American
position could never alter. Even at

the cost of war, we could no more re-
sign a portion of Alaska, or give up
any of our seaports on Lynn canal
than we could turn over the state of
Maine to the Dominion because it
vould give her a longer frontage on the
Atlantic. Left unsettled, the contro-
versy, however baseless in its origin,
would be a fruitful source of bicker-
ing and tend to keep apart the two
countries whose every real interest
should draw them closer together. In
the long run, it will be as well for
Canada as for the United States that
the issue should be permanently re-
moved, since neither by stratagem nor
force nor arbitration could she ever
realize on her absurd claim, if the
report sent out from London is sub-
stantiated, the policy of those who
urg-ed the commission's appointment
will be justified.

We are inclined to think that if a

compromise could be reached such as
was suggested by the committee,

v/hereby the people of St. Paul could

obtain a cross town line next spring

as the price of postponing temporarily

certain other extensions that have been
asked for or ordered, the bargain might

ba a good one. But the way to make
tltat trade is to begin by placing the
r'oy.pany under an obligation to con-

struct them all, and by letting it see

that there is an honest intention back
of it to enforce the council's demand.

The trouble in the past has been,

and we fear that it is not yet alto-
gether over, that the council has per-

mitted the street railway company

to ride over it roughshod. It h^s
sumbitted to a demonstration of
its impotence that is far from
creditable to its members or pleas-

ing to the public. It has passed res-

olutions and ordinances directed at
the company and has taken no action
when they were calmly ignored. The
company has made or declined to make
extensions just as it pleased, and the
council has obeyed whenever it was

told to go way back and sit down.
The latest action is somewhat in

harmony with this. The committee
has fixed no date for a conference,

while it has deferred action on various
resolutions calling for extensions. Now

a conference can be demanded and ob-
tained within forty-eight hours at any

time if the company once understands
that the council means business. It
does not trouble itself to make or keep

appointments at present, because it
has found the council heretofore sub-
servient.

Pass a resolution ordering the con-
struction of a cross town line. If that
step is taken at once with a display
of determination behind it, a confer-
ence will be obtained quickly enough,

because the street railway company
will be the first to desire it. The presi-
dent of the corporation is on record as
saying that he has no information to

the effect that the people of St. Paul
desire a cross town line. Why does not
the council formally instruct him
on that point? Why does it not
express what it knows to be the
unanimous wish of our people? Why
does it not ask for that addition to our
facilities which would be of more ben-
efit than all others combined, to both
residence and business sections, and
to the working people as well as the
well-to-do? , \u0084

The people will not have full faith
in the intentions of the council until
it goes thus definitely on record. They

need many extensions of our street
ralway service. They need a cross
town line most of all. They have
no objection to a conference be-
tween city and street railway offi-
cials, or to a tacit understanding be-
tween them that should result in the
immediate construction of the latter.
They do not want repeated and indefi-
nite postponement for an3~ reasgn, and
they know that .these are not neces-
sary. Get to work. Let us have a
cross town line ordered and prepara-
tion made to enforce the demand of
the council, and we shall find things
moving more rapidly than heretofore.

CAUSE OF PHENOMENA
IN THE WEATHER

Serviss Attributes It to Changes in the

ITHACA, N. V., Oct. 16.—Garrett P.
Serviss, the expert meteorologist, and
one of the veteran officials connected
with the United States -weather bu-reau, said in an interview tonight:

"The extraordinary weather of the
past few weeks did not happen by ac-
cident. The common cause and source
of all weather is the sun. The sun
exercises its influence upon the earth
through radiation. If the radiation of
the sun is variable the effect must be
felt wherever that radiation extends.

"Just at present the radiation of the
sun is undergoing a marked variation.
This fact is shown by the recurrence of
what is known as a maximum sun spot
period. Such a period is just setting
in upon the sun. The spots have not
yet become very large or very numer-
ous, but they are tending to increase,
while the unknown causes that pro-
duce them are already in full opera-
tion. These causes, more than the sun
spots themselves, affect the character
of the sun's radiation. We did not
readily detect the change in the light
and heat that we receive from the sun,
because a slight fractional increase or
decrease in the mean temperature or
the average illumination is hardly per-
ceptible to our senses, but the influ-
ence of the change upon the atmos-
phere and upon magnetism of the
earth is more decided in its effects, and
results in extraordinary vicissitudes of
the weather.

"This influence must be general allover the earth, but the precise manner
in which it is manifested in particular
places depends upon local conditions.
The broad effect is that everywhere
the elements of the weather are inten-
sified, producing unusual storms,
floods, winds and sharp and sudden
contrasts and changes. This has been
the general character of the weather
throughout the present year, during
which the disturbing forces underly-
ing sun spots have been gathering.

"As the sun spot maximum increases
a. perceptible change in the general
character of the seasons all qver the
earth is likely to be manifested."

PERJURY THE CHARGE
CHASE MUST ANSWER

Commanding General of Colorado

DENVER, Col., Oct. 16.—1t was def-
initely learned today that the charges
on which Brig. Gen. John Chase, of the
Colorado National guard, has been
summoned before a military court next
Monday are perjury and disobedience
of orders. The perjury is in connec-
tion with the imprisonment of Davis,one of the strike leaders at Cripple
Creek.

Gen. Chase signed court papers
which stated that Davis had been re-
leased. His friends say he did not
read the papers carefully and commit-
ted the act inadvertently. His enemiessay that is no excuse for the act.
Charges against Col. Frederick Cross
and Col. Frank Kimball have been
formulated by Mayor Arthur H. Wil-
liams and Gen. Chase. They allegethat loaded weapons were drawn by
Cross and Kimball on Maj. Williams
and two orderlies. Gen. Chase will file
charges with the governor against
Adjt. Gen. Sherman Bell, but the gov-
ernor, it is intimated, will not hand
them to the judge advocate unless
Chase should demand a special court-
martial.

NEW YORK, Oct. 16.—1n a riot to-
night, the result of a strike at a rag
factory in First street, several girls
were stabbed, one of them so seriously
that she had to be taken to a hospital.

Missouri Men Renew Nine-Year-Old Quar-
rel With Fatal Result.
